Our vessels are already idle at the
wharves, and moat mechanical business is dragging out
a miserable existence. But our farmers are planting
every acre, and we hope to keep the wolf from the door.
Nearly all our volunteers are mechanics, operatives and
merchants' clerks.
What poor old Newport will do thus summer I do not

know. The Southerners wlU not come, and as a conse
qnrece the New Yorkers and Phlladelphtans will not
come. Tbe Naval Academy will not support the hotels,
and Indeed I doubt If more than one or two of them are
ojamed. The town will groan like a stranded ship.

armed, and these are principally at Union City and
Randolph. Arms, however, are dally arriving for others.
Three thirty two pounders, one eight inch howitzer

and one eight inch mortar, uow here, are being mounted,
and will be finished to morrow.
The news that troops have been sent into Virginia from

Ohio strengthen the belief of an oar y movement from
here.

KENTUCKY TO REMAIN NEUTRAL.
VKOCl.AM ATION OF THK oOVRRNOK.

Whereas numerous apple sltoos have l>een made to me
front many good citizens of this ( umoowealth, praying
me to issue a proclamation forbidding the march of any
forces of this or any oilier State or Stales ever our soil,
to make an apprehended attack upon the federal forces
att alro, in Illinois, or to dtit irb any otherwiie the
peaceful attitude of Kentucky with reference to the de
plorable war now waging between the I ulte<l States and
the Confederate States. And whereas, numerous applica¬
tions from like good citizens of this Commonwealth have
also been made to me, praying me to issue a proclaim
Hon forbidding the occupation of any poet or place, or the
march over onr eacred soil by any f tree of tno I mted
States for any puryswe. And whereas, It is made fully
evident, by every indication of public sentiment, that it
is tbe determined purpose of the good pc »p!e of Kentucky
to maintain, with courageous (irtuuoae, the axed position
of self defence, proposing or intending no lnva
aion or aggression towards any other State or
Plates, forbidding the quartering of troops upon
bor lotl by either of tho hostile sections, but
simply standing aloof from an unnatural, horrid
and lamentable strife, for the existence of whioh Ken¬
tucky neither by thought, word, nor act. ia in any wise
responsible; and whereas, the policy thus r'-raaimended
by so many of my fellow citizens of all political loaning*
is, in tny.judgment, wise, peaceful, safe and honorable,
and the most likely to preserve peace and amity between
the neighboring bordering States on both shores of the
Ohio river, and protect Kentucky, generally, from the
rsvagrs of a deplorable war. and whereas, the arms dis¬
