The dupsrture of this largo f»rce seems to bavo become

known to the enemy long before It was generally kuown
to thu olliceiii of the respective regiment* themselves.
Ik fore duyiijrht even yesterday niorniug one of our

ofllcera, who won on duty outside of our lines, gained bis
Hint intelligence of the movement Irom a negro whom he
mot. n«>w the proposed movements of troops come to
the tar* of the rebels go early is one of the mysteriis by
which wo arc constantly surrounded at this post. That
thero ore spies right among us no on» at all acquainted
with matters and things here will question.

All our movements and oven thoughts, as It would
seem, are known to the enemy us rood an to us. Until
this state of affairs in remedied we can effect nothing hoi#'
unless with a largo body of troo|i6.
The departure of the main body (if our troops in the

vicinity of Hampton was the cause of Kimo of tho most
extraordinary scones that it baa been my fortune to wit
noss. It becamo very evident to all that the absence of
a reserve force, to prevent a Hank and rear movement on

thepartof the enemy, would make it necessary, or at least
a wise measure of precaution, tocause an evacuation of the
camp iu the village of Hampton, at an early hour, or run
the risk ol having two or three rogiments cut to pieces in
detail by the enemy, without a chance of escaping that
result, If til" enemy appeared in the rear and front, as

they might do, and,by destroying the bridge at Hampton,
entirely cut oil tho retreat of the garrison of the village,
as well a* from succor from the fort. Consequently, at an

early hour lust night, orders were given to Colonel Wobcr,of the Twentieth New York rcgimont, and to tho
Naval Brigade, to immediately send over their baggage,
camp equipage, 4so., to the fort, preparatory to a completeevacuation uf the place, that night or early this
morning. An additional order was also given to the
effect that all negroes and I'd ion men, with such effects
as tliey ch>«6 to carry with them, bo removed from the
village last night if possible. When this order was con«
veyed to those interested a scene ensued which baffles ail
description The fear of an immediate attack from the
rebel.', and I ho bringing into servitude again of all the
negroes, lent wiuga tothe contrabands, who thickly cluster
in the village of Hampton, and the hasty preparations for
instant flight, and the exodus that followed, wore the most
laughable and at the samo tune pitiable sight I ever
witnessed. All awakened* from their sleep, they
seized such articles as they valued the most, and set
out iu the midnight hours, over a long and lonely
road lmdiiifr to llie fort, for that haven in which they
looked for c infort and safety that would not be again
distill hod. Kir -I came the men, some of them hearing in
their onus lie litll<' pie.iniiiit s, who cried and sohbedfrom
fear; other* toling household furniture upon their heuda,
hurrying along lest their mi tors should finally Snatch
them from their newly found freedom, and again send
them to tho fields under the overseer's whip. Then came
women,aU' hearing their clothes,furniture,bedding, and,
in short, everything that made up tlicir household effects.
Children of all ages, sizes, color aud appearance clung to
the skil ls of the venerable old negro women, who rushed
hastily along the road, dragging the children after them,
and sharply rebuking their cries and expressions of fear.
So during the onlire night, itmiU thu greatest exeito

m tit, and in many cases agony of fear, tho road was
thronged with trainjxirtation wagons, hurrying along,
loaded wllh baggage, camp equipage, camp utensils, fur
liiture aud other ui tales, which jostled the crowd of contrailmils hastening along tile same route. Artillery, bag-

Tho day broke, ai)d utill tlic rouil w.is traversed by contraband*,each ob& boariug a load on liis or her tioiul, or

At uliout ton o'clock
I rode over to Hampton, to witness whit was expeetod to
be tho destruction bv lire of the ontlre village, and bridge
leading to it. At that lime I met, I wus aliout to Hay, hundredsofslavet, men, women and children, the wmnen in
variably turhsned with a flaming bandana handkerchief,
and the children barefooted,and without covering to the
head Not a single article of furniture found In this latitudebut might imvo been so-n on the heads,of these unfortuuatacreatore*, and what was loo heavy tocarry
wa.- placed m the eanoei, Hal boats an.l wherries, that
dotted the bay, pulled by swarthy Bona of Africa. Never
was such an exodus seen before in this country.
Arriving at Hampton, after (musing squads of soldier? at

the bridges ami along the roads, we found tho village
almost deserted,a few soldiers, negroes, some wugon*,
and one or two otliccm' horses were all that could Iw
seen in its desolate streets. Tnriiini* tin ilie iiinin rutail
tuw.iril-; Yorklown, «kin tin old county court hMM
stands, w« round tbo scene of the conflagration, which wo
first discovered from (hi- fort A small wooden structure,
of great age. lately occupied as iui (Kid Fellows' Hall,
was in ruins. anil the coidlag.ution hail mi far destroyed
tlie nit building. WM|M hy the jailor, as to induce
thom to give up nil hopes of saving it. and to turn tlieir
attontiou to the jail, which was then burning. All three
at the bufUUaga WW* ti tolly destroyed, in spite of the
eiforts of a detachment of Zouave* from the Tenth
regiment, who worked the two Ore engines Kent
up from the fort.

THE MISSION OK COLONEL TAYLOR TO
WASHINGTON.

Hie following id the correspondence referred to as documentA )>y JelfPavls, In bis tnetMHge to the rebel Congress..

JKI'F. DAVIS TO PRESIDENT LINCOt.N.
Richmond. July 6,1881.

To Ark.uiam Ijwcot-v, President and Commander-in-Chief
of the Army and Navy of the United States:.

Siu.Having learned that the schooner Savannah, a privatearmed vessel in the service and sailing uuder a commissionissued by authority of the Confederate States <>f
America, bail been captured by one of the vessels forming
the blockading squadrou ofl Charleston harbor, I directed
u proposition to be made to the otllcer couiiri:uiding that
squadron for an exchange of the officer* and crew of the
Savannah for prisoners of war held by this government,
' according to number and rank." To this proposition,
made on the 19th ult.,Captain Mercer, the otllcer in commandof the blockading squadron, made answer ou the
same day that "tlio prisoners (referred to) are not on
liosril of any of the vessels under my command."

It now appears, by statements made without contrndiclionin newspapers' published in New York, that the
prisoners above mentioned were conveyed to that city,
mid have been treated not as prisoners of war. but an

criminals; that they have been put in irons, confined in
jail, brought before the courts of justice on charges of piracyanil treason, and ii is even rumored that they have
been actually convicted of the offences charged, for no
oilier reason than that tin'j* bore arms in defence of the
rights of tins government und under the authority of ltg
commission.

1 could not. without crave discourtesy. have,mado the
newspaper statements above referred to the subject of tins
communication, if the threat of treating as pirates the
citizens of this confederacy, armed for its servieo on the
liitth seas, had not been contained iu yonr proclamation
of ihe . April last, that proclamation, however, seeing to
afford a sufficient justification for considering these publishedstatements as not devoid of probability.

It is the ilesire of this government so to conduct the
war now existing as to mitigate its horrors, as far as may
lie possible: and with this intent, its treatment of the prisonerscaptured by its forces has been marked bv^thn
greatest humanity and leniency consistent with public obligation;some have been permuted to return h> me on pa
ride, others to remain at large under similar conditions
within this confederal-), and nil have been furnished with
ration* for their subsistence, such as are allowed to our
own troops. It is only since the news lias been received
of ihe treatment of tlie prisoners taken on the Savannah
that I hav« been cnnijiellwd to withdraw these indulgence?
and to bold the prisoners taken by us in strict confinement.
A just regaid to humanity and to the honor of this

government now requires me to state explicitly; that,
painful ad will l>o the necessity, this government will deal
o il to the prisoners held by it the same treatment and
tlm same fat ss shall b« experienced by those captured
oil the Savannah; and if driven to Ihe terrible necessity of
retaliation by your execution of any of the officers or
i"'w of the Huvdiiiiah, that retaliation will be extended so
far as shall be requisite to secure Uio abandonment of a

practice unknown to the warfare of civilized uiau. and so
barbarous .is to disgrace the nation which shall be giilty
of Inaugurating it.

cncm> ni Dull run, on Sunday, July 121 On tbo night of
the 20th of July I was bummoncii to attend a meeting of
commanders of brigades ut the headquarter* of ibe com
mauding officer in tbo flelU, General McDowell, aiut, iu
conunon with tbo otber commander* of brlgadea, I wat>

instructed wbat was expected of my particular cotnmuud
on the following day.that It, I was to defend the pot ition
which I then occupied in frout ol the enemy, called the
lllackburn ford, and about one mile in hit- front, where we

bad been for the last tbrce days I w as also ordered to
couitidor myself under Ibe command of Colonel Ii. S. Idles,
United States Army, who was to command his own brigade
at Ccntrevillo as well an my own and that of Colonel I>a"
vies, midway between the two, these lhre« brigade! constitutingwhat wiut then called the reserve. Attached to
niv brigade wag the field battery of Mnjor Uunt, United
States Army, ami also the rillod latter) of tan pounder#,
under Lieutenant Green, I'm led Slate* Army. I was to
open lire on tho enemy for tbo purpose of making a diversion,nol before, but soou after bearing tbo rejiort of
(ieuerul Tyler's canuonado on my right, to carry out which
pur|Kwe I made the following disposition of the brigade ..

The two batteries 1 plat ed upon tho ridge of the hill, iu
view of Iho enemy; the Third Michigan Infantry on the
left of tho road, in lino of battle. Still further, nil bun
dred yards to tho left, on a commanding hill, I had placod
tho day before two companies of the First Massachusetts
regiment, for the purpose of occupying a log barn and a

frame barn, which companion pushed pickets still further
to our left for tho security of that |K>iul, which I considered
a good position for artillery. In a ravine, halfway between
the two position*, I placed also a company of tho First
Massachusetts regiment, which pushed pickets down the
ravine to its t rout; and on lliu oxtreme right of all I placed
the balance of Iho Massachusetts regiment, iu line of bat
tie, with two companies of that regiment pushed four bun
dred j aids to the right and front, which two companies
attain threw pickets in advance. The New York and
Second Michigan regiments I placed in the road, live hundredyards iu rear of tho line, as a reserve. Soon after
making these arrangements, which I did on hearing tho
report of artillery on our right, Colonel Davies' brigade
made its appearance, with hiin at its head, and, inquiring
of me the date of my commission, found that he ranked
me by two days, and be assumed the command. That
ofllcer wished a good |H>sitioii for artillery to open, nud [
immediately projioged the lioeilion on our left, near
the log house, from which a good view of a large
stone house, called by the people of tho country
the enemy's headquarters, might bo obtained. Colonel
lk.uii.u Itrr,nnlit .... will, In...

haUory of Uuut. Benjamin,aud ordered it to Open llro
Immediately. Ho directed also Hunt's battery to his asdistance,and I ordered Green's battery to open its flri' al
tho same time. The enemy appeared to have withdrawn
his guns from that position, as lie returned no tlrn, or lie
might have been ream ving hid flro for tho last atlark.
An hour'! cannonading. however, brought in view a
cuiui.in of tho enemy's infantry, which 1 observed with
my glass, of Ht least twenty live hundred men, and goon
alter two other bodies of men, of at lowt a regiment
each, who now occupied the lines on tho other side of the
run, which line* now appeared full to overflowing. Sup
posing now that they intended to make a push across our
front in column, or would endeavor to turn our left, about
eleven A. M. I began to fortify my position by throwing
up an earllien parapet for three guns, with embrasures
across tho road, and commenced an abatlls of timber, by
foiling trees, pointing outwards, between this battery and
the log limine to the loft. About this time the enemy on
the opposite aide appeared to be falling back in confusion
from our right attack, which continued lor some time,
and then the tide cliaugod, and they seemed to be return
lug In large masses. At the Interval between these two
extremes 1 was ordered by Ool. D. S. Miles to throw
forward my skirmishers and feel the enemy, and accordinglytwo companies of the Third Michigan regiment were
sent forward and down the ravine, to cover our front
and advance. These were supplied by (.'.apt. Hrutcli
sclimeldcr's light Infantry battalion, which also advanced
down the ravine, accompanied by I.ieut. I'mno, cor|w of
United States Engineers, who went for the purpose, of
ascertaining the enemy's po6llion.he volunteering his
services for that particular purpose. Col. Pavies also
threw forward a company of skirmishers on his right.
The enemy's skirmishers were iu force in the woods In
front,and covered themselves with trees and rlflo pita,
which had been thrown tip before. Our two advance
companies w rr driven hack, the enemy pursued, aud
were In torn driven back bv the ftoliei-ieul cjiq* shot or
Green's battery, and I ordered back the light infuutry,
au«l also tin- two companies, to their former position. The
cotn|*auy in front of 1V>1. Davies' command retired about
the same time. By live 1'. M. I had the battery and tho
abattis nearly completed, making my defences m secure
aa the short time and few implements used would allow.
No onemy appeared in forre in my front with a dispositionto assault, but about this time a heavy column of
Infantry appeared to the left of Col. Davit s, in a ravine,
moving up to tho attack. This brigade opened a hsav.v lire
U|>on (hein, and gallantly drove them bank, as be
informed me afterwards. During this firing, which
was shortly after flvo o'clock, I received orders
from Colonel Miles, through one of bis staff, to retrcut
upon Centreville, and endeavor to hold (hut position. I
Immediately collected together my brigade, and put it in
motion on the road towards Onlrevillo, and at the
head of the Second Michigati regiment in rear of the
brigade, when a staff officer proposed to me to throw my
regiment In line, face towards the enemy, between the
house occupied tho night before by Hunt's battery and
the Union atld Cenlreville ro*^ upon which road tho
enemy w as supposed to be advancing. 1 had gamed a positionnear the desired point, when I we* met by Col. Davies,
wbo informed me that be hud beaten the enemy handsomelyIn front. I told him 1 had been ordered back to CentroVllloby Colenel Miles; that the rest of my brigade had
gone oil, and that I hau been directed to go to that (toiul
with my regiment, for the pur|ioso of facing the enemy
there, which I had done, aud Colonel Davies weut, as I
supposed, to his brigade. Sotm aftor this I was met by a
staff officer of General McDowell's, who told me to put my
brigade in position oti the left el th< road from Centre
vilie to Blackburn* ford, aud stretching towards the
I'tiion and (Vntrcvtile roAd, taring the enemy. Other
troops had also fallen back to this point.distant about
a mile from Contreville.and at about six o'clock P. M
Captain Alexander, of the Corps of Engineers,directed ino,
by the oi der of General McDowell, to take ttie general ar
rangement of the troops at that point in iny own hand*,
he suggesting as a good line of defence between a pieco of
woods on tho right and one on the loft, the line facing
equally towards the enemy, who were Bnpinisod to bo
com inise.lt hiTon tlie I'uion or the BUckburn road. I Immediatelyformed that line as 1 best could of the regiments
nearest the positiou. placing the men in the ravines, and
the artillery, as much us possible, on tho hills, in the rear
of the Infantry. Before Captain Alexander gave mo this
In; t direction I learned that Colonel Miles had altered the
position of some regiments which 1 had placed before,
esis cially the Third Michigan regiment, which I had orderedto form close column by dlvlsipn, to remain as a
r.-serve, and await further orders from me. Tho oltl-er
in command of tho regiment at that time, Lieutenant t>>lonelSt' vens (Colonel JlcConnelbelug unwell, but on the
ground), immediately executed that order,and put his
regiment in close column. I went to some other part of
the field, and on returning found this regiment deployed
in line ot battle, and in another position. 1 immediately
inquired of Colonel Stoves the r upon of their position
being altered. He told me that Colonel Miles had directed
this movement. 1 asked him why? Colonel Stevens
replied, '-I do not knuvv. but he had no confidence in
Colonel Miles'." I inquired the reason why? Colonel
Steveus answered, "Because Colonel Miles is drunk."
That closed the conversation. 1 SellI Colonel Stevens back
with liU regiment, to form closo column by division, as
»l first. I then reported U) Captain Alexander that Iliad
been interlored with in ray disposition of the troops duringthe day, and I could not carry out General MoIViwolls
orders a* long ** I was interfered with by a drunken man.
Captain Alexander then answ ered that tinmiral McDowell
now vested the whole disposition of the troops with me,
and that I must use my own judgment. I went to place
.mother battalion in line, ami 1 was mot by Colouel Mile*,
who ordered me to form that regiment in another diree
Hon. I replied that "Should obey no inoro orders thirt
he might see lit to Jt've in"." Colonel Mi s lliea said,
"Colonel Richardson, I shall put you in arrest." I told
him '! never should obey liia arrert, and that lie never
could put me in that position." Colonel Mileg answered
that lie did not understand this. I said nothing, and Went
on with farther disposition of tlie troops, which was done
according to the next diagram As >oou as the line of bat tie
was well formed the enemy's cavalry made its appear
ance on the Centreville and Manassas road, and I ordered
Lieutenant Benjamin to open his rilled cannon upon Hiem,
wlncli he did. and the cavalry disappeared after a Imv
shots It was now nearly dark, and tiie troops enejmp' d
in their present position. About ten o'clock 1*. M. (len.
M<-It.,w 1) informed me that a retreat was resolved upon;
tli it th« troop*- m'lft be started on the road to Fairfax as
soon as possible, aud ordered me to move last and cover
ti-o retreat of the army with iay brigade. I told the
General 1 would do so. and would stand by him as li«ig as

any man would. I left with my brigadt at two o'clock A.

never ought to have been made. Attacking formidable
intrencliments with half the force may bu heroic, but nettheithat nor waitiug for their completion la strategy.

At l>r<*ak of day Colonel Ijiiinltig
tluevr two eouiparilne across tho road, lind one on guard
around a largo Held Into which he turned the fugitives,
hoping to Hop the ront and make It an orderly retreat
which he could cover, in a very short time the Held
was crowded and the wagons extended buck for three
mile*. Seeing the attempt would lie fruitless he with
drew tho guard and lot Hu m go on to Alexandria. Com
pany it, Captain Burtratn, and Company K, Captain
Jenkins, were doing patrol duty iti Alexandriaunder lieutenant Vlckers (of Company B), Provost
Marshal. Tlicy, under hit orders, housed and assorted

picket duty, running out four miles, ami all remained at
their pests during the day and night in a merciless rain,
while tho fugitive* lied past them.

Tho returns are yet very imperfect. A number of three

months regiments, whose tin»e has expired, had roturned
home bfore correct returns were made out. while others
are yet incomplete. Tho number killed is about 317;
wounded, 532: missing, 77ft; prisoners. 13, together with
four civilians kuowu to be prisoners. The number of
elflrers killed and wounded is comparatively large. The
following details are a.- nearly correct as they oan be
made l'roin the reports received:.

Amid Ui# bustle and excitement here it in exceedingly

difllcult to get the correct particulars of the great battle
of to-day. I have, however, obtained a tew additional
lads, which will b« interesting to your readers. The
enemy opened their battenet of heavy artillery and small
lield pleccs at Mclxiun's Ford, at about eight o'clock ia
the morning. The engagement above the stone bridge,
on Hull run, began about ten o'clock.
