The
advices are dnted on the 22d of September, and
state that a number of French army officors, par-
ticularly in the artillerist arm of the service, were
anxious to enter the United States Army, and had
reason to hope that an Imperial permlssion to do
8o would have becn accorded; but on making ap-
plication at the War Oflice in Paris, their request
was refused by the Minister in the name of the Em-
peror, who had forbidden his officers from scoopt-
ing commigsions in the federal army., It was cur-
rently reported, and believed, that a Bpanish expe-
dition against Mexico was being organizedin Cuba,
and it isalleged that five’ thousand of the Queen's
soldiers, supported by & strong mnaval force,
will soon land at Vers Cruz and commence
a direct march on the city of Mexico.

THXE SITUATION.

Wo bave reccived information from Norfolk, by
way of Fortress l(onroe, of & most important
character. It nppem that great preparations are
being made by the rebel authorities at Richmond,
along the James and York rivers, and as Norfolk,
for some purpose of an offensive character. It i
their intention to send down the James and York
rivers a strong body of troops, acoompanied by
heavy ordnance, fur the purpose of occupying
Yorktown and other positions on both rivers, and
for siege operations. Indeed, accounts have
Inlrendy beet publiched of the arrival of troopa
#od columbiads &t Yorktown., They are also
Jputting the steamers Jamestown and Yorktown in
Iaghting condition. The Merrimac has been under-
Boing thorough repair, is nearly completed, is iron
clad, and powerfully urmed. Two sailing vessels-
of-war, which had been sunk at the Navy Yard at
Norfolk ut the time of the evacuation by the Union
forces, have been raised and put upon a thorough
war footing. Itis also stated to be their purpose
when all this is ready to throw a large land force
upon Newport Nows, with heavy artillery, at the
same time the Merrimac and the two sailing vessels
are to leave Norfolk, and the two stoamers James-
town and Yorktown will come down the James
river. The rebel vessels-of-war are to engage the
fleet while the army are attacking Newport News
by land, preventing the assistance expected
from the Union vessels-of-war, in case of
any such an attack, reaching the troops. If
these plans prove successful the rebels in-
tend to aszault Fortress Monroe itself, as they now
cousider that as s strategic point of the highest
and most vital importance, it being in connection
with the free entrance of the Chesapeake Bay, the
base of operations by which the Union government
cun most effectively carry ot its course of action
along the Boutbern coast. The rebels, however,
intend to wait for such an opportunity to carry out
their plans, wheu it shall so happen that, by some
noval movement, but few vessels will be ot
0Old Point, and these they expect by this sudden
manguvre soon to conquer. Doubtless this, in
connection. with the facts developed by the
authorities at Washington, will explain, in a great
measure, the recent movements before that city,
The rebels have found that they cannot safely
attempt to enter the capitel; they have also found
they cannot cross the Potomae river in conse-
quence of the rocent equinoctial storms and
freshets, and the presence of General Banks'
column, nor can they essily cross into Maryland
from Aquia Creek. They have thercfore adopted
this methed of attack, as it would doubtless strike
Toth ways, by giving them a more probable chance
of taking the city of Washington, and also check-
ing the operations of the government slong the
Bouthern coast.

The Latest Foreign View ot Amcerican
Affnirs.

The great crisis through which the United
States s passing, continues to attract undi-
minished attention on the other side of the At-
lantic. Every event that occurs here, is can-
vaszed by the London and Paris journals, with
an anxiety that can only be accounted for by

‘the intensity of interest with which the states-

men and people of Europe, contemplate the
mighty struggle, upon the issue of which hangs
the future fate of democratic institutions in the
world, that 18 convulsing the North American
continent. The ospecial organ of Lord Pal.
merston seizes upon the ill-jndged proclamation
of General Fremont, and, with malignant ga-
gacity, forbodes that it will render all hope of
compromise or concilintion between the States
impossible. The wise rebuke, wns then un.
known, that was administored, later, by the
President, to the cemmander of the federal
forces in Missourl, and this disaster has heen

‘averted; but the prediction of the London Times

that England, by anexpenditare of only nine
or ten millipns sterling, may relieve itself from
all need of American cotton, is a startling
warning to Southern rebels who confidently
look to the imperative wants of the Lancashire
mills, as a guarantee of the final independence
of the seceded States, Spinners have disco-
vered that Surat cotlon makes beautiful gloth
ond the East India staple generally is
increasing in favor. The French governs
wment has probibited officers of the imperial
army from serving under our federal authorl.
ties; and there is m continued disposition to
prognosticate anarchy and a general brenking
up of the American nation. The London jour-
nals speak slightingly of the Cape Hatteras vic-
tory; declare that the South has demonstrated
her ability to resist subjection; and manifest the
most benighted prejudice and ignorance con-
cerning what is transpiring at the seat of war,
In another portion of our paper, we publish
the declarations that have heen made, since the
commencemont of hostilities, by different foreign

| Powers in relation to the attitude of the States

towards each other. England led off, of course,
by prejudging the whaole question, and by an ac-
knowledgment, in the proclamation, last May, of
Quoen Victoria, of the right of Southern traitors:
to be considered as “bolligerents.” France fol-
lowed, a month later, with a declaration of neu-
trality nnd an imperial decree agninst privateer.
ing. Prussia, at the same time, teok the oppor-
tunity of urging the United States to accede to
the treaty of Paris, of 1856, and, in July, Prince
Clortehakoll despatchod his famous lelter to
Baron Stoeckl, patronizing this country gene-
rally, and instructing our statesmen how and
when they should bring the civil war to a close,
The Queen of Spain had already come ont with
» proclamation of neatrality, forbidding enlist.
ment, by Spanish subjects, on elther side, and
denunciatory of privateering. Last of all we have
a similar decree from the King of Portugal,
Thus all of the principal European Powers have
deemed the efforts that are being made by this
country to suppress rebellion, a filting ocen-
sion to make an exception to the usual rules
observed by diplomatists in relation 1o rebel-
lion and civil war, and to present their opinions
to the world. Insurrections have taken place
in Ireland, Italy. France, Germany, Hungary,
Bosnia and Poland, without a sign of npproba-
tion or dizapprobation on the part of the siates-
wen of the various foreign pations. Observiog

[ events closely, they have, nevertheless, abstain-

ed from oficial comment, while events here
have startled them from their reserve and
caused them to break forth into manifestations
which, in other cases, would have been consi-
dered indecorous.

The fact is that, for three-quarters of a cen-
tury, the world has regarded with amazement
the grand spectacle of the triumph and onward
progress of free institutions in the United
States. It has been the most wonderful politl-
cal experiment known on the globe, since it
evolved out of chaos. This country has pre-
sented an example of liberty, and civilization
emancipated from the shackles of traditional
misrule, which has cast terror into the hearta of
the kings and arlstocrats of the Old World-
The masses have learned a lesson of self-go-
vernment, by which they have not been slow to
profit, and the revolutions that have convulsed
Europe since the close of the last century, have,
one and all, owed their origin to an awakened
intelligence that was born with the Declaration
of Independence by the American colonles, in
1776, At last, a convalsion has taken place in
our very midst. No blow has been struck from
without; but the murderous hand of treason ha®
been roised, and stands ready to atrike a denth
blow at freedom and human progress, and scatter
to the winds the proud Inberitance which we
have received from our fathers. It is no won-
der that the fossilized enviers of our prosperity
abroad, lift up their voices in derision, and still
lesa is it surprising thatthe advocates of liberty
in Europe, think to share our dangers and to
save a fabric so glorious as that of our federal
government. Hence it is that the whole world
looks with breathless interest for intelligence
from this conntry, and that every item of news
Is canvassed with such greedy avidity.

The revolution of the last century gave to
the United States the energies ond the fame of
Washington. The Father of His Country,
through years of trial and often of disaster,
looked steadfastly forward to the bright light
which would pour iis rays over the land, and
illumine the whole continent, 8o soon as the
viotory over English despotism should have
been achieved. No man was more slandered
inhis day, but he pursued his course straight-
forwardly, infinenced by extremists of no fac-
tion, but considering solely the welfare of the
great whole entrusted to his charge, His suc-
cessor, who now ocoupies the Presidential
chair is emulating his example; but tri-
umph 8 tenfold more certain now than it wns
previous to 1783, and in what a grand and mag-
niflcent attitude peace will leave us! With a
thoroughly drilled and disciplined army of over
half a milllon of men; with u navy able to cope
with that of any other Power; both thirsting
for new flelds on which to display their valor,
we ghall be able to sweep every vestige of
foreign rale from the American continent, and
democratio institutlons will be firmly estab-
lished upon a basls which canuot be shaken
while the world shall last.

Tur Hon. Cusrres Scuxer oy THE Ewmavci-
raTiox Qumstion.—Senator Bumner has Leen
harping again npon his oneides, the extirpation
of Southern glavery. He has just delivered
himself of one of his characteristic speeches on
the subject at the Republican State Convention
at Worcester, Massachusetts,

After describing the “unprecedented, auda-
clous, unhesitating and unscrupnlons charac-
ter” of this rebellion, with its canse of elavery,
and how it is besieging the government ab
Washington, at Foriress Monroe and in Missouri’
and in Kentucky, and how everywhere we are
reduced to the defensive, Mr. Sumner proceeds
to show that the Alpha and Omega of this re-
bellion lle in that one word slavery. Ho then
pleads the abaolute necessity, not of “carrying
this war into Africa, but of carrying Africa into
the war,” and brings forth Greek and Roman
precedents, constitutional arguments, the law
of nations, military authorities, and the usages
of war, to show the propriety of making this way
a crusnde against Sonthern slavery. Upon this
point he says:i—“Feeling most profoundly thay
there is now an opportunity, such as rarely
ocenrs in humen annals, for incalculable good—
soeing clearly that there is one spot, like the
heel of Achllles, where this great rebellion may
be wounded to death—I calmly deliver the
whole question to the judgment of those on
whom the responsibility rests, contenting my-
self with reminding you that there are times
when not lo acl carries with it a greater respon-
sibillty than #o act.” Then he prays that Provi-
dence may save our government from the ever.
lusting regret which will follow the fallare to
seizo this opportunity for the extirpation of
slavery; and, falling back upon Holy Writ, the
Senator puts on the mantle of the prophet, and
warns us that “Sanl was oursed for
not hewing Agag In pleces when In
his hands, and Ahab was ocwsed for
not destroying Benbadad: Let no smch curses
over descend upon our government.” “So
many slaves, so many enemies.” “There are now
four milllons of enemies Intermingled with the
rebels, being four millions of allies to the go-
vernment.”

But, notwithstanding all this, the conserva-
tive war policy of the administration seems to
have bhad some Influence even over the fanati-
cism of Senator Sumuner, for he concurs In the
equity of compensation to the loyal owners of
slaves for their slave property. * Better,” says
he, “an empty treasury then s single slave. A
bridge of gold would be cheap If demanded by
the ratreating fead.”

Now, we beg leave to submit that this speech,
from this Senator, at this erisis, comprehends an
abolition warning to the administration, and a
warning to the States involved in this rebellion,
Mr, Sumner is supported in his views by an ac-
tive abolition faction, extending from Massa-
chusetts to Missouri, and wilh this faction an
exterminating crusade against elavery is the
all shsorbing iden. Let the President and his
Cabinet, then, exert their energles to the utter-
most for a speedy blow or two which will
break the backbone of this rebellion, or we
know not what may be the consequences to the
adminietration from the fanatical hostility of
this abolition faction to the conservative policy
of Mr, Lincoln. On the other hand, we would
appeal to the Union men of the border slave
States to turn ont at once, and en masse, to the
active support of the government, and thus
restore the Union in its integrity, including the
Integrity of Southern institutions, in the speedy
expulsion of the rebels into the cotton States.
With the border slave States rescued this whole
rebellion will soon fall to picces from its own
welght; but every day that the rebels continue
to menace Washington, to desolate Missouri
and to hold a threatening lodgment in Ken-
tucky, the danger to Southern slavery is in-
crcansed, and of & protracted and desolating war
of sections, factions and races.

This forms a complete fulsification of all traf®
torous and cowardly predictions, and gives most
satisfactory assurance of the general prosperi-
ty of New York.

Ac-
cording to these returns the commerce of the
month of September, 1861, was greater than
that of 1860 by 133 “vessels—an increase of
twenty per cent; than that of 1850 by 240 ves-
sels—an incrense of forty-six per cent; than that
of 1B58 by 201 vessels—an increase of thirty-
six per cent; and than that of 1857 by 264 ves-
sels—an increase of Afty-ive per cent. The ox-
ports of last week amounted to over three mil-
lions of dollars—an increase of from half a mil-
lion fo a million over the average for the corres-
ponding week for the last five years; and this,
too, without any of that cotton which used to
form the bulk of our exports, and without which
New York was to sink into ruin and decay. If
this be the sort of ruin that is to befal us, we
would be fools to grumble overmuch at it.

Tae Guesr lisstury Disaster.—The de-
tails ©of the disaster to the Great Eastern
which we published yesterday were well
calenlated to arouse a painful interest and
inspire a feeling of regret that so great a
triumph of science snd manual skill, and an
enterprise upon which so many fortunes had
been boldly staked, should bave been attended
with o series of such heavy misfortunes as have
fallen to the lot of the modern leviathan. We
are the more sorry because these misfortunes,
which have persecuted her from her cradle on
the Thames to the present time, have arisen
from circumstances of a preventable character.

We do not propose enumerating the various
accidents and losses referred to, but will con-
tent ourselves by saying that they were the di-
rect or indirect result of negligence or mis-
management on the part of the com-
pany of owners and others concerned.
The great ship, instead of proving herself
8 failure, a8 gome may Iimagine, has
been a great success. She has crossed the At-
lantic several times with unusual ease and com-
fort to her passengers, she has eailed guicker
than any other vessel aflont, and in this last
terrific trial hos shown a strength that more
than sustains the testimony of the most sanguine
advocates of ber superior qualities as a sea
going steamer. As a ship she has realized all,
or nearly ull, that those who built her aimed at.
But, notwithstanding, she has met with more to
shake the public confidence in her and empty
her owners’ pockets than perbaps any other
steamer ever built.

The Great Eastern has been the great
mismanaged. It is somewbat singular that
every voysge she has had A new com-
mander. No wonder, therefore, that with such
a grievous system of mismanagement she was
found wanting in the hour of danger. The

minor consequence, as the best eleamers in the
Britizh and American irade have done the
same. But we trust that the example of the
Great Eastern, viewed in all its aspects, is one
which will make her owners and builders more
careful, both in management and workmanship,
for the future, and at the same time convince
the public that ghe is none the less a success
because she has met with reverses.

Tue Conromarion Apverrsise Dopax
Acani—We notice that a resolution was offered
in the Board of Councilmen, a few evenings ago,
directing that the Corporation advertising should
be taken from the papers which now enjoy its
pecuniary advantages, and given to the HEraLp,
Tribune and Metropolilan Record, at the regular
advertising rates of these journals. If this
resolution were passed It would be a
thing, not only for the papers named, but
also for the city. The papers would gain
from twenty-five thousand to thirty thousand
dollars a year from the advertisements, and
the clty would save more than that amount,
beeides glving its advertising » greater publiei-
ty than it can have under the present system.
As for the rate of pay, we have always urged
that the clty should get its newspaper business
done just as merchants; grocers and chamber-
maids do—Dby selecting the best journals and
paying the regular rates, This trick of offering
such & Tesolution is so stale and tramsparent
that it shonld deceive no one. The resolution
wns never meant to be passed. It is always
offered just before an election, in the hope of
securing the support of the journals named in
it. ‘When the election is over the resolution is
never heard of more. But do the Common
Councilmen really think they can throw dust
into. the eyes of the editors in this
style? Why, if the Corporation advertise-
ments were secured and guaranieed to us, it
would make not the slightest difference in our
views, our expression of ihem, or our support
of particular candidates.

Kexrueky.—In the Kentucky Legislature the
other day the Senate passed a resolution, 20
to 6, requesting John O. Breckinridge and La-
zarus W. Powell to resign their seats in the
United States Senate, and (if they decline to
comply) nsking this Senate to inquire into thelie
Iate conduct, and to expel them if found to be
traitors.” Next morning, in the other branch of
the Leglslature, the House rejected, 40 to 30—
not two-thirds——a motion to suspend tha rules
in order to consider said resolution; and this
vote is taken, as we have been apprised, as o
bad sign for Kentucky. We, however, do not
so understand it. Doubtless Breckinridge and
Powell will be requested to leave their seats in
the federal Seaate, and will leave them; but the
members of the Kentucky House are not yet

prepared to vote upon the subject; because
