.uicido of >lr*. Marks by severing an artery in
hor left arm. Fortunately the movement* of
the prisoner were detected in time, or tho result
would have been most damaging to tho ends of Justice.
With' ul going into the details attending ilrp. Marks' ut

tempt at self-destruction, wo now propose to givo a full
euid complete narrative of the whole ufTltir lroiu iho time
uf the arrival of the murdered mun in this city up to tho
present.

FKLLKUt'S ARRIVAL IN NEW YOltK.
We And that Sigistnund Fellner, a citizen of Mayenoe,

Grant I'm hy of 1 i-wse Darmstadt, arrived in this port in
the steamship Ha tria about the 10th of October, and
registered his uume at the l'rescott House In Uroadway.
On the voyage out ho became acquainted with
. very pretty Jewess, named Albertina Pblautn<
whoso pleasing manners and personal charms soon
reudored him an easy captive. It is true Fellner was
ft married man, and had left au interesting
wife behind liim in Germany, but In a fatal moment he
broke his marital vows, and allowed himself to bo carried
.way b) tho fascination of Miss I'hlaum.
During his stay at the l'rescott House he was on lnti"

mate terms with tlie fair charmer, and visited hor daily
at the house of her slMur, Mrs , Marks, No. 45 Hast Broad*
way. Fellner was well off, » ith plenty of ready monoy
in his possession; so he was welcome at Mrs. Marks'. I>ur'
log his visits ho was Indiscreet enough to mention tho
fact of his having somo thirty-eight thousand dollars
worth of diamonds in lits possession, as yvyll as $9,000 or

$10,000 in cash, lie stated tint Iio always carried the
diamonds aud money about his jierson for fear of being
robbed, and on one occasion he exhibited "the wlmle
of his treasure to tho gaze of tho sisters.
Fellner w is exceedingly attcntivo to Miss l'hlajim duringthe*o vin.ts, and made her many valuable presents in th
shape of money and Jewelry. Things -ont oa gwimming-fr;and it was thought there wj(lW cortaluly bo a Iiur-
mse, when Fellner took a fludaen dislike to the young
wo,nan and left off v isll^ her. whcD Mrs. M.lrkK ll0ftrd
ol the estrangene i|t pjl0 slarl0(i (or lj1() i»rt.Hcott House,
and threat-^j ^ Fellner if ho did not make an houcst

of AlborUua. When confronting him she had a

'da£gir in hor hand, and so violent was i-lie in her ges¬
tures that p.ior Fellner was scared to death almost. Find¬
ing that ho was cornered, he promised to make all the
reparaiion in his power, at the same time secretly deter¬
mining to leave the city rather than ex|>ericuce a second
interview with Mrs. Marks.
HIS REMOVAL TO BROOKLYN AND DISAPP8AUANCE
Through the advice of a young man named Ratzki,

whoso acquaintance he mado during his stay at the I'rcs
oott House, Fellner started for Brooklyn on the 16th
ult., and tO"k lodgings at No. 4 Carroll street, near Ha¬
milton avenue. There he remained for two days, when

he disappeared, leaving behind him his clothing and bag
gage. Much uneasiness was expressed by Fellner 's
friends at this sudden disappoaranco, and an auxious
lookout wus kept for newspaper paragraphs concerning
drowned men. Nothing was hoard of the missing mam
however, until the '23d ult., when his body was dis
oorored floating in the water near Port Moutnouth, N. J"
From the appoarance of tho corpse it was evident that
docenkod had been foully dealt with. In the region
of the heart thero were no less than nineteen
.tabs, seven of which penotrated the heart
^Lself. Poceasod's gold watch and chain, his diamond.",
and all his money with the exception of $110, wore found
to be missing, and the natural inferenco was that the
murdor w as committed from avaricious motives. It waF
not until several days had elapsed that tho body was

identified, and the facts in relation to Fellner '. cruel
assassination became generally known.
identification ok TIIK muhdzbkd MAN'S BODY.
It was Mr. 1). Loewenthal, of tins city, who first Idon

tided the body of tbo murdered mau. lie wiih an Inti-
mate friend of Fellner's, and, seeing a paragraph in ue

of the morning newspaiiers lu relation to the finding of
an unknown uian at Port Monmouth, be repaired
to the spot, and, staling tbat a Iriend of
his bad buen missing for several days, re

quested to Reo the body. The authorities, who had
removed the remain* to Middletown unit preserved thorn
DO Ice, readily granted his request. Mr. Loewenthal, on

examining the body, at onee pronounced it to be tbat of
Sigiamuud Fellncr. The alTair created quite an excite¬
ment through Monmouth county, and every effort wi-

made to ilnd some cluo to the murderer, bi.t in vain.
No one iu that part of the country bad seen deceased
before, and the Coroner wax compelled to give the case
up in despair. Not so with Mr. IxiewentluU, however.
On hia arrival back in New York be procured the ser
vices of dotectives Tieman and Farley, and expressed a
determination to spare neither pains nor expense until
the guilty parties were brought to justice.

A CUTS TO T11E Ml'RnEKEKS.
Of Fellner's intimacy with Miss Ph!aum, Mrs.

Marks and young Itatzkl, Mr. Loewenthil knew
nothing. Tbo deceased had never me tinned
their names in his presence, or in any way ali d -.1 10
them. The detectivcs made the discovery, however be
fore they had the eve twonty-four hours. A pocket
haudkerchief marked "Albertiua Phlaum," found on the
person of deceased, aflbrded thu officers the valuable in¬
formation. Thinking that Has might lead to something
important, they preserved the handkerchief, and upon
their return to New Yoik they Instituted a vigorous
search for Miss l'hlaum. V/lth no little sagacity tlio> suc¬
ceeded at last in finding the object of their search at the
residence of her Blsler, in East Broadway. Mrs. Marks
was present wh<*n the detectives entered the house, and
acted so suspiciously that It was deemed prudent to tako
her into custody. Miss l'hlaum was also arrested and
conveyed with her sister to the detectives' office, corncr
of Broome and Elm streets.

DISCOVERY OK STOLEN PROPERTY.
A personal examination of the prisoners re ulted in tbc

recovery of a gold watch and chain upon the person of
Miss l'hlaum, aud a thousand franc not* upm the person
of Mrs. Marks, which was evidently a iiortion of the pro¬
perty stolen from deceased. 'I he prisoners denied that
they had come into possession of the proper-
ty dishonestly, however, and slated that deceased
had made them presents of it. U,»ou Inquiry,the officers learned that the day after tellner's disap¬
pearance Mrs. Marks, accompanied by young Katzki,
Called u|N>u the landlady ill Brooklyn and staled that she
h 'd been sent to get some papers which were in de¬
ceased's trunk. The lady, beiieviug her story , allowed
her to have access to Felluer's baggage, which was tho¬
roughly overhauled. In a few days afterwards Mrs
Marks aud Katzki called a second time, and saying
that hor sister was about to marry Fellncr, requested
tbat the matter of searching the trunks should be kept a

profound secret. The landlady promised to do as re¬
quired, and as a reward lor lier secresy she received
a,000 francs. The police were now convinced who the
guilty parties were, and strained every nerve to secure
Katzki; but the latter got wind of the proceedings, an
has managed to secrete himself ever since. Tney are
quite sanguine of his ultimate capture, however, and cal¬
culate on arresting biin before many days.

T11K 81TICIDB OK MISS PHLAUM,
which occurred in the Fourteenth precinct station
house on Saturday morning, formed tbo second chapterIn the mysterioi.B tragedy. Albertiua was evidentlyal raid to lace the investigation into the circumstances at¬
tending Fellner's murder, and determined to commit self
destruction rather than submit to tbc slow ordeal of a
trial. During lier Incarceration she appeared
quite cheerful, and no ono ha I the slightest idea
that the gay and laMglnng Albertiua contemplated
hanging herseU. Mrs. Marks was not apprised of the
t-agic end of her sister until she was conducted to Belie-
vuc Hospital, and shown into the dead house. W'lieu re
quested to look at the corpse she readily compiled, and
gazed upon the pallid features of her slater without the
slightest emotion. ,^be was then asked If she coul I re
cognise the corpse, when she coj.lly replied that -be
could, and said It was that of her sister .Subsequently,
when the offic rs asked her if Albertiua was concerned in
the murder oi Mr. Fellner.she replied in the negative, ami
exclaimed, " Oh, no! she was innocent." Mrs Marks
*«.- tlicu conducted to the Klghih precinct-station liotcc,and placed in charge of a watch man, for fear that she too
tnight commit suicido.

MK.i. MARKS' ATTEMPT AT SL'ICIDE.
It was very fortunate indeed that a watch

was kept upon the movements of Mrs. Marks,or she too would have succeeded iu destroyingherself. It is not Pkely, howeverthat she will be permitted to do herself any further harm'
as a strict watoh will be kept upon all lier movem-utsuntil the investigation is concluded.

Anotber IIorriMe Tragedy.
MYSTF.HI0U8 MU1UJKB OF A BROOKLYN MAN AT FISH-

KILL LANDING.
Another tragic affair, quite as startling in its character

as the recent murder of Fellner, which still occupies tho
public attention, but, as yet, enshrouded in mystery as

to tho porpotrator or cause, was brought to light on Sun.
day morning last at Fishkill Landing. Tho victim iu the
pro ent case is Philip Augustus Kmbury 4 son of Danie'
Kmbury, Esq., Pregldout of the Atlantic Bank Brooklyn.
11m body of young Embury was found on Sunday morning
near Meyers' Hotel, at Fishkill I .atiding, having evidently
droppod where the fatal blow had been struck. It is sup'
posed that tho doe.easod, who arrived at Fishkill on ttatur"
day evoniug in tho cars, had started on foot to proceed
to tho upper village, and was waylaid while passing along

a narrow path between tho hotel and the bridge.
As yet the cause of tho melancholy evont, or anything

which may lead to the detection of the perpetrator, has
not transpired. Tho tiiwaipfachabl? character of tho
young man, who was of strictly temperate habits, and of

a nature so genial and kind as to cause all who knew litm
to love him, disjiels any thought of enmity toward him.
The deceased, it appears, was Ui the habit of visiting

friends at Flshklll, arriving usually by tho^yenlng train
|ind was by thom met at tho dejiot with a carriage;
but upon tho occasion In question liis friends did
not anticipate his arrival, on account of thu
storm, and it is supposed ho startod to walk to his place

of destination. Tho terriblo deed was evidently commit¬
ted with eithor a leng bowio knife or a bayonet, which
was thrust lu at his left side, penetrating through the
h"dy and breaking off at tho point, which was left pro
trudlng at tho wound.
There was found upon tho body lils gold watch, about

$24 in money and a diamond breastpin of considerable
value.
Mr. Embury was about twenty-five years of age, a resi-

deut of Brooklyn and was at the time of his death engaged
with the .Marine Insurance Company of this city as book
keeper.

Further information will doubtless bo elicited at th0
Coroner's investigation of tho affair to day.

ship, but before slui could bo brought to the wind,breakers were discovered, and she struck uu Egg R *i-
omet lines called Ball Rock.about one mile eot-l of Bos-
ton l.iglit. There was a vory heavy sua uu, which con¬
stantly broke over the vessel with a terrible vio¬
lence. Notwithstanding this, the sltip'B long boat
wus scon got ovoi board, five of the seamen
got Into it to run a small line ashore
(not knowing where they were) to which a hawser was
to be attaclh-d, wiih the idea of suving some of the pas¬
sengers, but tlie boat was stove almost immediately aiul
the men hauled back on board the ship. Iho other boats
were also soon crushed to atoms, ou the davits, by the
sou. The marts were cut away about threo A. M., when
nothing remained to be done but to wait |>atloully for day¬light. Captain Wllliitins maintained the utmost soil
possession, and endeavored to make all as comfortable as
po sible umii r the clrcumtttncss Theshiii, being ftvery
strong niie, held together until morning, leaking but lit¬
tle (had no water bctwoen decks), but dialing very
har.-nly on tho rocks. About seven A. M. on Sunday
t apian Williams was amidships, whou he noticed that
the vessel was breaking in two. He shouted, " 1/ ok out
for yourselvesl'' but sp>ko no more. The ship separated
just where he stood; he fell below, and waa crushed to
death as she closed together again. The scene which
ens ued Is described as terrible. The affrighted passengers
andcrcwhad lost the guiding spirit of the vessel, and
amid Intense excitement and confusion they struggled
against the fearful death that stared them in the lace.
Five soatnen swain ashore and seven others saved them¬
selves on tho poop. The remainder of Hie crew and pas¬
sengers were swept off iho wreck and lost. The body of
Capt. Williams was found. His head must have been
struck by a limber, as it was dreudfully jammed, 'iho
M. had a crew of twcuty-twoall told, and live male and
ten female passengers.

PROCLAMATION BY T1IK POSTS! ASTKK OF.NKltAL.

Whereas, by the provisions of tho third section of an
act of Congress,' approved August 30, 1861, entitled

" An act to collect, for distribution, the moneys remain-
ing in the several Host Offices of the Confederate States
at tho time the postal set". ice was taken in charge by said
government," it is made the duty of tho Postmaster
General to make proclamation that all persons who ure
citizens of the Confederate Stales of Amroica, and who
may have rendered postal service in auy of the States of
this confederacy, undor contracts or upjiointmcnts made
by the Cnited Stales government before the Confederate
States government took charge of sucb service, shall
present their claims to this department, vcrlQed and es¬
tablished according to such rules as he shall prescribe,
by a time therein to be set forth, not less than six
months, and requiring the claimant Ut state, under oath,how much has b. eu paid and the date of such payments,
on account of tho contract or appointment under which
said claim occurred, aud what I'uud or provision lius
been set apart or made for the further payment of the
whole or any portion of the balance of such claim by tho
government or the United Slates, or of any of the
Statis; aud they shall also stale, on oath, whether they
performed fully the service, according to their contracts
or apitoinimenis, during tho time for which they claim
pay, and if not, what partial service hey did perform,
and what deductions have been mado from their pay, so
far as they know, on account of any failure, or partail
failure, ut perform such service.
Now, therefore, I, John H. Reagan, Postmaster General

of the Confederate States of America, do issue this, my
proclamation, requiring all |>ersons having claims for
jvostal service, under the foregoing provisions of the
third section of the above named act, to present said
claims to the Auditor of tho Treasury for the po,-t Office
Department, for examination, on or before the 13th day
of March, 1862, In order that I may mako a report to
Congi ess of tho amount thereof, us required by law .

Blank lornis lor presenting and verifying th'i claims
will be furnished on application to the Auditor of the
Treasury for tlio Post Office Ivpartmoiit.

The eighth section ot the act of 1VJ0 de¬clares that if any person fijion the high seas shall c( it mit
murder or robbery, or any other offence, which, ifi m-mitted within the b >dy of u couuty, would, by the law , ofthe United States, be punishable with death, iu< h offendershall be deemed to be a pirate and fe on, ami, on con¬viction, shall suffer death. And the nintli sfction if anycitizen shall commit any piracy or robbery a- alorosaid
or any act or hostility against tho United states, or anycitizen thcreor, upon tho high Beas, under color of anycommission from any foreign prince or Bute, or on pre¬tence of authority from any person, such offender shall
bo deemed a pirate, relon and robber, and, on conviction
shall sudor death. Tho third suction or the act of 1 HliO
declares that ir any person shall, upon tho high seas,&c.,commit tho crime of robbery in or upon auy ship or ves¬
sel, or upon any ship's company of any ship or vessel, or
u|-in the lading thereof, such person shall be adjudged a
pirate, and, on conviction, sliall sutler death. The
crtmo of robbery or piracy under these acts
consists in this:.Tbo felonious taking of tho
goods or properly of another on the high s'-as against his
will, by violence or puttiug him lu bodily fear. By "fe¬
lonious taking" is meant a taking with u wrongful in¬
tent to appropriate Uie goods of another Tho esses
usually ariBiug under these acts consist in the commis¬
sion of tho crime by portisaus in armed vessels u, onAmerican uuormod ships or vessels on the high s< as, bytaking forcible possession of them and of the cor n, und
appropriating thorn to their own use, or Cor gain. Tile
ninth section or tho act of 1790 provides against tb'jse
crimes wbe.n committed by citizens of the United
States, and distinguishes them from tho cases is winch
they aio committed by foreigners, by excluding the de¬
fence set up of an authority or commission rrom a
foreign nation. By a rule of intornati< nai law. in ease or

a war existing between this government ainl a foreignnation, and u capture of our vessels on tho high s as by a
private armed vessel or the enemy, a commission rrom
his government would be a protection against the chargeof robbery or piracy, even in our own courts. The ninth
section cuts oil' this defence in case of a citizen engagingin that service against his own country. There are also
charges in the list of the District Attorney against Eras-
tus II. Booth, master of tho bark Buckeye, for piracy,under tho fourth and lifth sectii ns or the act of 1820, for
having been engaged in tho slave trade; also against
John Turner and others, of tho ship Falmouth,
Tor voluntarily serving on board a vessel engaged
in this trade, which come under tho twenty-second and
third section of the act of 1800, and against Albei t Horn
for fitting out tho brig Signet, and Antonio Hose for fitting
out the brig Falmouth for the slave trade, which como
under the second and third soctions of tho act of
1818. The fourth section of the act of 1820 declares that if
any citizen or tlio United States, of the crew of any foreignship engaged in the slave trade, or if any person of the
crew of a ship owned, in whole or in part, or navigated
Tor or ou behalf of any citizen of tLo united Stales, shall
laud from sui h ship, and, on any foreign shore, seize any
negro or mulatto, fcc. with intent t«> make him or her a
slave, or shall decoy, or forcibly bring or receive lmn or
heron board any su.h ship with tho Intent aforesaid,such citizen or person shall be adjudged a piruti ;and, on conviction, shall suffer death. The fifth sei -

tiou annexes the same penalty for forcibly confining or
detaining such persons en board tliu vessel, with the in¬
tent to make tliem slaves, or in aiding or assisting in so
doing, or in the attempt to soli them as slaves or the
lauding of them on shore from on board tho vessel, with
intent to make sale or them as slaves. The act of 1800
makes rt a crime to serve voluntarily on board of any of
the vessels engaged in theslave trade, punishable by line
and imprisonment a iltie not exceeding two thousand
dollars, and imprisonment not exceeding two years- The
third section of tho act of 1818 prohibits tho
building, fitting out, equipping, loading, or other¬
wise prupariug or sending uway any ship or
vessels at any port wltiiiu the jurisdiction of tlie United
States, for th'< purpose of procuring any negro or mulatto
or person or color rrom any foreign kiugdom, place or
couutry, to bj transported to any port or plaeo what¬
ever, to be held, si Id or otherwise disp< sod of as slaves;
and, on conviction of the offence, tlie person is punish-
oblo by iuiprisonmenf for the term of not exceeding seven
years, nor less than three. From the number of cases
on the District Attorney 's list of charges for a violation of
tbo acts of Congress against the slave trade, it would
seem that tho crime was increasing in this country, in¬
stead of diminishing. It is some satisfaction, however,
that the evidence tirus furnished oT the apparent in¬
crease or tho crime shows a vigilance- and
energy on the part or the public authorities to
detect and bring to punishment the offenders. Tho offence
against those laws is among the most alrocio' s on the
statute book, and should be inquired into by your
body with a patience and jtorsevoj ance rrom which no
person or persons cau escape who may be guilty within
the limits or your jurisdiction. Tho duty und tlie power
of ext irpating the offence so fur as your great city may
tie implicated belong to, and rest upon, in a good degree,
the Grand Jury , who constitute the grand inquest of tho
city and county, us respects crimes against the laws of
tho United States. '1 bo remaining offences to be inquired
into, submitted by the i'istrict Attorney, are cases < f less
magnitude, but of more frequent occurrenoe, and deserve
your particular attention. They are larcenies u poll the
high seas.endeavors to make revolt assaults witti dan¬
gerous weapons on board American vessels.purloining
letters from the Post office, and tho enibozzh mcnt of mu¬
nitions of war, which is made punishable under the act

of 171K). The unhappy c< nditlon of our country, arising out
of the unnatural struggle of a portion or the Union to over¬
throw their government, has created new relations among
and imposed now duties ii|x>n the citizens, and which have
brought intooperution crimes and guilt that, to the groat
credit or tho country, liave lieretoleic been rare; indeed,

] may say, almost unknown to her laws and Judicial tri¬
bunal. 1 refer to the crime of treusonaghinst tho United
States. Although no case of this description has I e"ii pre¬
sented by the District Attorney to be specially submitted
to you, it may not t>e out of place to call your attention,
in a general way, to the elements constituting tills offence.
It is the highest crime known to society, ana w.ts deemed
by the founders of your government of such importance,both in respect to tho government and the citizcu, that
they specially detlned it In tho constitution, thus taking it
out of tlie power of legislative regulation. The definition is
round in the third section of tho third article, as foil ws:.
"Treason against the Umtod States shall consist only in
levying war against them, or in adhering to their mo
mi s, giving them aid and comfort. No person shall be
convicted ol treason unless ou the testimony f two wit¬
nesses to the same overt act, or ou confession in open
court." The power to annex the punishment was left to
Congress, which annexed the penalty of death. This defi-
nltion of the erimo was taken from the statute of 26 Kd-
ward III. of Knglund and w hich has been several times
reaffirmed for tlie purpose or correcting abuses that had
growu up iu that kingdom in respect to the law, both by
acts or Parliament and tho decision of courts, under the
tyrannical reigns of the Tudors and the Stuarts. Those
abuses were well known to tho founders or oiir govern¬
ment .and doubtless led to tho peculiar phraseology ob¬
servable in their detinition or the crime, namely.that It
should consist only in levying war against the United
States or adhering to their eneini' s. giving them aid
and comfort; and to tho other equally stringent fea-
tuio, that no person shall be convicted of tho offence
except on tLo testimony of two witnesses to the same
overt act. Tho first prohibits Congress from making
any other acts of the citizen than tin se specified
trensi n, und the second prevents the introduction of con¬
structive treasons, which had been engrafted upon
this statute of Edward III. by judicial decisions.
Under the first clause or the provision levying war
against tho United Stati s.there can bo no great difficultyin determining the racts and circumstances w hich estab¬
lish the crime. There muMta on actual levy ing or war;

a consultation or c.>nspii«PlM» so is not an overt act
within the constitutional dcfinWh. There is more diffi¬
culty in determining what constitutes tho overt act
under tho second clause namely, adhoring to tho enemy,
giving him aid and comrort. Questions arising under this
clause must depend very much ujiou the racts an circum¬
stances or each partic ilar case. There are some acts or
the citizen in his relations with the enemy which leave
no room Tor doubt.such as giving intelligence, with intent
to aid Iiiiu in his act of hostility ; sending him provisions
or money; furnishing arms, or troo|is, or munitions
of w.ir; surrendering a military post, fcc., all with a
like intent. These and kindred facts are overt acts of
treason, by adhering to tho enemy. Words, oral, writ¬
ten or printed, however treasonable, seditions or crimi¬
nal of themselves, do not constitute an overt act of trea¬
son within the definition of the crime. When spoken,
written or printed in relation to an act or ucts which, if
committed with a treasonable design, might constitute
such overt act they are admissible as evidence, tending
to characterize it, and show the Intent with which the
uct was committed. They may also furnish some ovi-
denco of the act itseir against the accused. This is the
extent to which such publications may be used, either
in finding a bill of indictment or on the trial of it. An
ul tempt was made iu tho Parliament of Fug.aud duringthe reign of James the Second to make treasonable
words tlie subject of this crime, but It was resisteo by the
friends of constitutional liberty, and defeated, and since
that time it has not been renewed. Such publications
aro misdemeanors at thocommon law, imllctab.e and
punishable by One and imprisonment. But a^ there are
no common law officers cognizable iuthe federal courts,unless mado so by act of Congress, and as Congress has
passed no act on the subject, this Court has no jurisdic¬
tion over them. Tbo only act passed bv Congress on tho
subject was tho actor 14tnof July, 1798. Tlie second
section ol that act provided, tliut If any person shall
write, print, utter or publish any ral«o, scandalous and
malicious writing or writings against tho government, or
either house of Congress, or of iho President, with Intent
to defame the government, Congress or the President,
or to hrmg them er either or them Into s intempt or
disrepute, or to excltc against them or either
or them the hatred or tho seditious people
or the United States, or to stir up within the same,
or to exc.te unlawful combinations therein for opposing
or resisting any law, or any wot of the President done in
pursuance thereof, &c., such iierson, os conviction, shall
bo punisliod by fine not exceeding $2X100 and im¬
prisonment not exceeding two years. The act was
a temporary one, and expired on the 8d of Mnroh,
1801, by its pwu limitation, and no similar act has

There Is a recent act of Congress, |iassi d July 111 to
which it is pro|Hised to call your attention. It provides

ment, or to levy war agulnst it, or to oppose by force its
authority, or prevent the execution < f any law, or selae
tho public property, or prevent nny person from accept
ing any office, the offenders, on conviction, shall bo pun¬
ished by line or imprisonment, with or without hard
labor, or both, as tho Court may dctermiae.
The Judge then proceeded t>> Instruct th Grand Jury

on the law which governs their body and the number re
iiuired to be present to find a bill.
