THE HORRORS OP BULL RUN.
Kh'ELINU AT KIOIIMOND, VIKUIMA.

[Written for (lie Mntreal Witness by an ex-Montreal
editor, who lias spent sevoral yoar.s in tlio Southern
States In the >iim» vocation.]
Th -bat tle of Mantissas, or Uull run, as it id Romewhat

|x)lnt«dlv styled by tho Northerners,was a sad victory to
the pe-'plo of Richmond. In proportion, tber woto many
mure citizen of Richmond pre*, nt on the battle field
than of any other city of the South; and the loss of the
Southern army was very much greaier than was sp-
p sod al the North. I have heard Beauregard declare his
beliel that three or four Southerners fell to every North-
cm soldier. Ho this as it may, Richmond,after th* bat tie,
was veiled in mourning. It seemed at if there was
scarcely a family that had not lost a friend or relative,
many had lost their head and evory male member of
their onco 1: vu>g domestic circle. Manassas wasa hardly
gamed vlctoiy. thougli its moral effects were groat;but it was a victory that spread mournirg and desola
tiou over tlio laud for hundreds of the most bclovod
and cherished amongst tho youth of the South, fell m
that fatal day. They had gone forth n the flush and con
fldc-nceof youthful h>p' ami mistaken patriotism, aud
can we wonder that no sounds of rejoicing ware heard,such a* are usual alter a victory, however unexpectedly
or hardly won, even though the wail of the widow, tho
mother or the orphan child mitigh s with the ho.u >e brayof the trumpet and the shouts of tho victors. No soukof triumph was sung in Richmond, or in the sutrot ndmgvillages, and now, for tlio first time, the people up ea .-d
to realize the horrots of tlie war they had entered uponwithout seeming to have calculated its cost. Those who
had clierlsh'd hopts, raised by.the reports that th
they loved weie not (icad, but only wounded, were, alas,doomed to sudor a more bitter anguish than that of their
fellow citizens who wept over the bisrs of the slain. No
pen can adequately describe the horror ol the scenes
witui-s-ed by anxious crowds, at day by d«.v
i he wo ndi'd wo o brought in and carried to
the houses of their friends or to the Ft. Charles
Hotel, which had been tilted up as an hospital. 1
quetlou, indeed, whether many of the battle Ileitis of
Curope have been the aieua of s :cn horrible individual
suffering. I hare read of no rarnpaign, except that of
Moscow, where the French soldiers perished hy tens -if
thousands, in every conceivable agony, that can tT r a
compai.S'n in this respect. It may seem ab-urd to
speak of Moscow and Bull run hi Iho tame breath; hut I
iio nut refer to the re.alive magnitude ol the campaigns,
nor co01 pure the numbers engaged, th duration of tie
struggle, nor the loss ol life. Xiy comparison refers only
to the pecul ar sufferings of the wounded, a -day af;or
day they were brought into the city in every c< nceiv-
able aud inconceivable condition of mutilation,an', writh¬
ing in agony whore mo. tlthatlon had not a. eudy s per-
voued, or where tho stupor which generally prece Icb
denth by violence, had not seize ! upon the hapless vic¬
tim "f this fratricidal strife. In most hunk- lipids
"f modern t ni s skilful surgeons and attentive
nurses tiavo been in prom >t attendance, an.l
the wounded have reci ived every imssible atten
lion compat bie with their tinfortunate posh ion;but with the wounded ortlv- Southern army, at lens1,'this was not the case, ivssibly a sufficient number o;
sitrgeotis could not be provided, and I know that tivtaywho w-re present were |«.orly suppiiod with surgical
Instruments, or with medicines of a nature to allevlaiu
suffering, and that tliey did the Iwst they could under tho
clrcumstancis; hut I saw men broi rht in who had lain
for fo.ir aud twenty hours on the lield whore t: ey had
fallen, unaided, and without even a drop of wr\ter to
slake their burning thirst. I s»w men brought in de
iirious with lever, raving like mailmen, and faliing to
recognise their near> st and dearest friends. Some were
borne past, upon wh> se livid featuies death had already
set b:s seal.the pitiful appealing glance oi the fast
glazing eye being tho only sign that li e still
lingered. Tho features of many were so distoitcd hy
pain that thoy scarcely appeared to be human;and, mist horrible of all, I witnessed at least a do/.-u
poor creatures brought in who had either
lost a limb by a cannon ball or had suffer¬
ed the amputation of a leg or an arm. It is
hard to decide which of,these two classes of victims
had surteicd the greater «g ny.those who had lain tin-
cared for, save by some rrtetidly cuirade who h id be aid
his kerchief over the limb to stop tho effusion of blood,and thus preserve the vita' spark.or those wli h el en¬
dured tho pain of amputation, cither too hurrediy, or
else unskilful.y poriormed. In several of the latter cases
the ligatures had slipped or become loosened, tho handges
liat! fallen oil', ami tlio bones protruded beyond tii«
mangled tlosh, while in h t!i a'l're, the bones "aid ;:.,-sh
were black and lost-ring, ai d swarming with maggots.)'topic shuddered and sickeue is they turned away [rotn
the horrid spectacle; wniuou fainted in the streets .ni l
yet there were si tna bruve women.mothers, wives and
sisters.who dared v. dies* these frightful wounds, w hen
men, used t" witness Wood and suffering, shrunk appullodfrom tho ghastiy scene. Striving to conceal their own
ar to mental fullering, these angels of mercy lingered to
the last over the nying husband or brother.and in
more than ono case, to my knowledge, over tlio
bed or those who were stranger* and friend,
loss.striving to impart that ci mlort to th-
departing sottls, which, Heaven help them, theysorely uoedod themselves. It was a happy thingfor theso jKior victims that in most Instances tbev had
wised to feel pain, whi .. cous-iousno seen raily returned
an hour or two be.ore death; but it is almost needless to
add that recovery, am mgst those who had s >ffe ed in tlio
manner we have describe, waa rare Indeed. We know
but of ono Instance of the recovery ol a man who had
s tl red the amputation of alhnb'on tho hattio Held.
JIturuia Mia!.who, a year or two ag-i, would li-ivo
dare<t to prophecy that such scenes would he wittiefscd
