‘Meoting of Uongre Busiuess
Before It.

At the meeting of Congress in the beginning
of the ensulng month will be presented before
that body the most important maiters that ever
claimed the attention of the national legislature
since the sittings of the Revelutionary Congress
during our first war with England. Before both
houses will be lald highly interesting reports
from the War and Navy Departments, giving an
account of the numerieal strength and opern-
tions of our forces by land and sea, and pro-
bably calling for a large increase of the army
and navy. From the head of the financial de-
partment of the government will come state-
ments of facts and propositions of the gravest
character for o supply of the sinews of war
Abhove all, the President’s Message is expected
to be one of great moment. It will treat of ques-
tions of the highest interest that ever have en-
gaged or ever can engage the deliberations of the
representatives of a great people. It will contain
various recommendations calling for the action
of Congress. These welghty matters will lead
to important debates, particularly the financial
affuirs of the country, together with Its trade and
commeree, The proposition of raising more
troops, perhapa 500,000, so as to lead a million
of men into the field, and the question of build*
ing additional ships-of-war, #o as to bring the
number up to probably fivre hundred, will Le
canvasged, and no doubt carried in the affirma.
tive, the evident poliey of the government and
of the country heing to make tho war a short
one, and therefore tremendous in its charscter,
Next to the machinations of the tories apd
royalists, the greatest dificulty George Wash-
ington had to contend with in the War of Inde-
pendence was the want of patriotic zeal in the
Continental Congress, its slowness to act, its
lack of liberality and its oppoesition to many of
his vigorous measures. The people were far
ahead of it. The consequence was the pro-
tenction of the war for seven years, when it
might have been ended inhalf the time. In
the war of 1512-14 there was the same defl-
cieney of generous ardor on the part of Con-
gregs, and the struggle, on the whole, was car-
ried on with but little energy.
