«andldata4br Mayor, as well as other considerations of
asomentwlll prevent. Continually subject to misrepre¬
sentations 'both as to my motives and actions,Z And it diOcdlt to attempt anything lest the
ingenuity of my opponents may and In it a pre¬
text upon'Which to base renewed calumny. I will, how-
aver.ssismy practice, apeak out plainly, frankly, and,if imasible intelligibly , upon one or two points which I
de -m necessary And Important to discuss at this particu¬lar time. You srre again about to pass upon the subject
of tho Mayoralty*; and in looking at the question mere¬
ly from a municipal point of view, It may with truth
be said that atwter the existing laws It is a matter of
littio momMte whether myself or any other person is
the IncuuibeW. of tho ofllce. By the various amendments
of tiia-tity -charter which during the last ten yearshave been >vuide to that ancient Instrument, the juris¬diction of the oitico ha* been gradually frittered
away imloeucontratod in the departments, until roally it
to now bat an empty honor. Although called tho Chief
ExocuUvo, it i£ absolutely without executive duties at all.
Although ostensibly the head of the city government, It
is the Weakest or the city officials. It has as little to
do with directing the affairs of the Corporation as the
figure bead upon a ship has in steering its course. I
am aware that efforts are being nuide to confuso the
public mind as to the true responsibility for tho in¬
crease of the public expenditures. An effort is beingmade by the abolitionists to place tho responsibility of
this increase at my door. The charge Is scarcely worth

a reply. The Mayor does not handle a dollar of the publie money ho does not expend or appropriate a cent of it.
He cannot contract a single public obligation. His whole
financial power consists in the couutersigniug of war¬
rants, which is alleged in somo judicial quarters to bu a
mere clerical duty, that carries with it no discretion
wliatever. I would not allude to the accusation at
all hut to rofer to the fact that it is singular how thoso
who, liavirg been chiefly instrumental in creating the
difficulty, by unfair legislation, are the very ones to
charge their own oTencos upon me; for it is well known
that it is by decreasing the power of the Mayor, by male
ing the departments of the city government Independent
of him and by the apiKdutinont of independent Uoiuds of
Commission without responsibility to the Mayor or anyother municipal power that our expenses have been
raised from two millions in 1840 to twelve millions in
DWO. Any one conversant with the stitijoct knows that
throo-fourlhs of the taxes paid by our l<eopla are paid to
support institutions and dopartmenUof the Corporationthat have tbolr origin in the Stale Capitol and for 8tal«
reasons of a partisan character. Therefore, It is ex¬
ceedingly unfair and Illiberal in those who have pro¬duced the evil to thus charge it ujwm an officer who has
not had the slighest part in its existence. Without an
amendment to the city charter clothing the office of
Mayor with the nocaasary power, you may as well elect
one man as the other. So far as tho dutita or that office
are concerned, either of the gentlemen opposod to me i.s
aa tairly qualified as myseir. Therefore, in regard to the
municipal aspects of the case, I have but little to say ex
cept that so far as I have had authorityand my intelligencewould permit, I have during my term of office dischargedit folly and faithfully in every re*p«t. Were there no
other aussllons involved than that which appertains to
the ofl)4e I hold, I would sit down without troubling vou
with osotner word upon the subject. But, my friends,there is another question ; there is an issue of vital mo¬
ment, not ooly to the poopto of the citv of New York, but
to the people of the State or New York, and. in fact, to
the people of the whole Union. It Is not merely a quostlon of the election of Mayor of the city of NcW York. It
involves principles much higher, and of more general and
pervading interest. If there was an issue at the last
Presidential election, which we thought important, bo Is
there now in this local contest an issue more grave and stu
pandous in lis consequences to the people of tho
who'* country. Tho issue is conservative nationalism
against abolitionism. It is an issue betweon those of our
fellow citizens who desire a reconstruction of the Ameri¬
can Union, who desire a return of the rebellious States to
their duty and their allegiance, who believe that while
the war should be prneeenfod, and the government sus¬
tained, with all the matetial aid and power at tho com¬
mand of ihe people, yet a the name time that while the
sword is carried in one hand the olive branch should be
carried in the other. I claim to be the representative of
that prlnclplo. Against what do wc contend? There is
arrayed agaiDst ug <,n the other side an abolition faction,w1k> believe that this war should be prosecuted for the
purpose of accomplishing the forcible abolition of slavery
an I ihe destruction of the South. They believe not orlyin the prosecution of tho war for this main object, but also
in Its prolongation. They would continue it so long as
thorc is a dollar of the public money to bo expended in
which they may participate and so long as there is a dropof Southern blood to be ahed , provided they are iu no dan¬
ger. My Friends, in the revolution or partiusand or govern¬
ments there never has been apolitical oraanizatlon b«rore,which combined the peculiar elements or that section or
the republican party against which we contend at this
time. While setting up the highest claim to national
morality, while pretending lobe opjiosed to human bon¬
dage and in favor of the emancipation of tho negre byviolence If n<>cassary.yet, at the same time, they are
the largest participants in the expenditure of tho public
money growing out of tho war. Now, my friends, againstthis raction,and against the representative or thiB Tac¬
tion, I contend. 1 do not believe that the American
people are ready to give up this Union. 1 do
not believe that the American people are readyto sustain this war founded upon principles of
this character. I believe that the whole object or
this war, and of the peoplo of this city In sustaining the
government in this crisis, is to maintain its authoritv
and rorce a recognition or it u|ton the South; to crush out
this rebollion by the cxercisc or every resource at its
commied. It was not designed to carry on a crusade
against tho institutions or the South. We have not given
up our lives arid fortunes for tho accomplishment of anysu£li policy. Ihe forty thousand brave nicn who are
now representing this metropolis in the field are not there
to fight »be tatties of abolition fanaticism. They did
not imaiun" ti< y were to be used as Instruments for
the destruction of ihe civil institutions of the South-
nor can I believe that this government, which directs

I Ins war upon our aide, will so declare or order. Theywent at ibo call or the country to sustain tho govern¬ment; they went to put down the armed raimticg or theSouth no more dangorous to the Union than tho ranatlc*
of the North. And when the rebellion shall have been
orusbed, and Hie mutinous Stales compelled to return to
thair allegiance, I hope our government will use evory
means in its power to restore the prosperity of the South-
era Slates and to win them back into rraternal bonds
with their brethren of the North. New York.which
may {airly be regarded as tho great nat lonal city of the
Union, it we hope to seo the thirty four stars restored in
all their former brilliancy to the national banner.New
York must not do that by this election which would
place harm a hostile attitude towards those with whom
we have been at peace in the past, and with whom we
ean have so much right to expect peace and its profitable
roaulla ta the future. This, then, is the issue involved
In the coming oierfion. I claim that my republican oppo¬
nent.the only gentleman who has got the least chance of
IKipular support at this election beside myself, repre¬
sents the principle* to which I have alluded. How¬
ever unexceptionable personally that gentleman mayl>e lie stands forth upon this occasion as the simple
representative of others. IJis success is the success of
the abolition section of the republican party. He is
the representative of a destructive principle, and his
success »s a declaration to the world that New York ishostile to the return of tho Southern Stales to their al¬
legiance and duty under any circumstances, til! slaveryisabolisbed within their borders, and the basis uponwme.a their property rests is totally destroyed. Now, myJr.ends, you need not be told that were these Staleswiupimd tato submission to morrow, their people would
character^ Tn° ,l ti L'"'k" U"'!,'r of thisonaractar.

THE IR181I BRIGADE.
During the past, week two rogimcuts of the above

organization have departed for the Feat of war. Tho
other corps from this State.tho Fourth regiment, Colonel
Baker, and the Fifth, under the command of Colonel
Meagher.will leave ou Monday next.
Tho Sixty-niuth, Colonel Nugent, are at present cn.

Camped on Meridian Hill, outside of Washington. This is
the ground formerly occuplod by tho Seventh regiment.
Ample space and comfortable accommodations In this
vicinity have been allotted at this point for General
Meagher's men, the government being anxious to have
our Irish follow citizens now in the army couceutrate.1
and combined.
The Sixty-ninth havo in their ranks many of the mem-

borg of th<- old regiment. Campaigning to ibom in, thero-
fore, nothing new. The committee, however, must look
out that, above all other things, each man in the brigade
have an India rubber blanket.

In this connection we would state that the Germans
of tho metropolis have equipped eight complete regi¬
ments. Of course tho committee of the Irish Brigade will

THE NEW YORK EXCELSIOR RIFLE LEGION
This newly authorized regiment, whoso principal officers

are Colonel Bingham, a cavalry and infantry officer, and
some of tho prlnclpa! members of the United States Chi¬
cago Zouave Cadets, of the three mouths' service, pro¬
mises to be a splendid corps of picked riflemen, from Cen¬
tral and Western Now York. It is exi>ectod that it will

go irto special service on some of tho Southern expeditions:
and Colonel Bingham hope* to arm the regiment with Heu
ry's repeating rille, a lift* on Sliiotur. Wo have seen the
rifle, which is a formidable weapon, and weighs but I' n
pounds; it will throw a ball twelve hundred yards, and
will discharge sixty balls In three minutes, and not beat
tho barrel. A thousand men, armed with this weapon,will possess the lighting strength of more than ten tlion
Kind, for there is greater concentration of Ore, with ten
tunes less exposure to ouo thousand than to ten thousand
men. It is a rory valuable arm. Good young men, of the
tho int'-rlor and westorn portions of tho State, will liud
this a first class regiment, for nono but good mcu will be
received into tho organization, and they will scon find
service in a warmer climate. Lieutenant Colonel Dc-

NEWS FROM GEN. BANKS' DIVISION.
Destruction of the UoiUvllle (#I»I.) Jail by
Kirt-The Cuse of l.a nitgun, (he Ulur-
(Icier of Major Li wln-Kxumlnu tlon of
tHc Suiiltury Commission, die,,

IUhnksiowk, Md. , Nov. 27, 1801.
Tho jail of Montgomery county, at Hockvllle, waa en¬

tirely destroyed by flro last night. It wai a dilapidated
and insecure cot.corn, aud has long been an eye sore to
tho most respectable clliteus of tlio county. The Ore
was the work of an incendiary , a prisoner who waa in-
carcerated for firing grain in tho stack not many week*
ago. Tho I'rovoat Guard of the Nineteenth New York
under Captain Cannon, secured the prisoner! and confined
Uiora in the Court Houeo. Tho incondiary, on being in¬
terrogated by Captain Cannon, exulted over his act, aud
.aid he Bred the jail to get into tho penitentiary. Thero
were sixteen prisoner! in the Jail, all of whom were se-

eured. Tho lire was discovered about four o'clock this
morning.
Owing to a want of stabling , scarcity of forage and tho

bad condition of the roads leading to railroad* from
whence supplies only are to be obUinod, the Second
Rhodo Island battery left this forenoon for Fooleavillo
Four companies of the Van Alen cavalry will also go
thither to-day or to-morrow, and other movements with
a similar view are In anticipation.
The court martial w^ioh originally tried and convicted

Lanahan, for the murder of Major Lewis, or Mm Forty-
sixth Pennsylvania, was reconvened last week
to reconsider that case. It appears that the
first court was convened by the commandor ef UUn divi¬
sion, whereas it waa requisite that H should have l"ts
convened by th« Commander-in-Chief. The latter reor"

[ ganizM the same court, and yesterday Lanagan waa
brought before It, Your correspondent waa kindly ad¬
mitted to the prisoner by Lieutenant Veorheee, of the
Provost Guard, after his return from court. and the fol¬
lowing is the substance of what transpired:.
Lanagaa's manner waa thoughtful, firm, but resigned,

which, in fact, has been the csseever since his Imprison¬
ment. He said that when called upon to plead he re¬

plied. "Guilty; for," he said, <«l committed the
deed, and am willing to Buffer for U, although
I had no desire to take his er any man's life. The only
witness against him," he said, "did not exaggerate his
offenoo, but had stated ons or two incidents connected
with the affair, of which the prisoner had no recol¬
lection; feat, as he had previously been partially in¬
toxicated, and had hut an indsllnlte conception of tho
whole transaction, it was possible nothing had been mis¬
stated or modified. " He spoke with much feeling of the
officers or the Provost Guard, enumerating byname
Major Stone, Captain Wenrlck, Lieutenants Augustine and
Vorhocs, and Adjutaut Patch. "The other prisoners,
too," ho said, "had respected bis condition, and through
the can vacs of his tent he had often hoard expressed fer¬
vent hopes for his welfare, and his escapefrom the extreme
penalty of tho law. Rut he had no hopes of the latter
Tho sentence of death had been or would be pronounced
against him, and he was, through tho consolations of
roliglon, ready to cxplato his crimo. He thovght great
forbearance was oxhlbltod towards him that ho was not
killed on the spot when ho shot Major I.owls, and for this
ho was thankful." He said, "on tho opeulngof this war he
had loft his h<>rae in good health and with a warm heart
to aid In preserving tho government and the Union. He
served three months, re enlisted far the war, and, up to
iho timo or tho act for which he expected to suffer,
he had no other object to accomplish, and no hostility
against any one save the euemies of his country. Ho was

crazed," lie said, "when he fired tho fatal shot."
