Von and near which we are living.
Ous appeal was not w ithout its immediate effect, and

ghe progress of the regimeut towards completion was
rapid and gratifying. Of the ten companies compelling
the battalion seven entire companies were reerulted lrom
taraioga county, which has sent to the war altogether
awards of 1,200 men; the remaining three, with few
eaoeptkins, being froni Esse* aud Fulton counties.two
Item the former and one from the latter. The men are
hfrnn from various pursuits, but mostly from agricultu¬
ral, mcohanical and professional callings, a large propor
lira of them being farmers' sons a few have left college.hones, and not a few are lawyers, doctors, ministers aud
¦eheol teachers. Tho regiment Is a very strong one, in
tmh an intellectual and physical point of view aud ap¬
pears in New York, eight hundred strong. It is named in
eemmemorative honor of Bemii Heights, a revolutionary¦int of interest, situated about twelve miles cast of Sara¬
toga village, where the trace of battles kuuwn as those of
Bernis Heights were fought on September 17 and October 7
1117. Both of these memorable contests, which arc now
popularly referred to under the different names of the

Colonel McKean responded in a raoflt faeiingand apprnprlate manner, concluding by giving the ensign
to a Sergeant named Bemls, a relative of the proprietorof tho land upon which tho battlts of Saratoga were
fought The regiment left at five o'clock by boat for Am-boy. and tbenco took the cars to Washington.

Kron*. o( the parol* of tbe prisoners takeu by tjcneral
Lyon at Gamp Jackson, id May lost, wtut U> be exebaugod
for Umt of aa equal number of Colonel Mulligan's
men, captured at Leilngton at tbe time the latter
officer surrendered to au overwhelming force of
rebels. Colonel John A. Gurley, of Cincinnati, has
been for several d»yn in negotiation with tbe
rebel Commissioner, D. 11. Barclay, of 81. Louts,
with reference to tho exchange, and has allowed the let¬
ter to circumvent him. For every safeguard and pass
through our lines given to one of the Camp Jacks*® pri¬
soners a similar document, or a release of parole, should
b« granted for one of Mulligan's men. In the exchange
of these precious bits of paper Mr. Barclay managed to
secure eighty-live more than he gave to Qui ley, and ob¬
tained other miner advantages. Yesterday Lieutenant
L. J. Barnes, of tbe First Missouri Light Artillery,
was detailed by General Curtis to meet Mr. Barclay and
complete the negotiation. Lieutenant Barnes provided
himself with a full list of tbe Gamp Jackson prison¬
ers, and the twain met aud proceeded to business.
Mr. Barclay presented several names that were not
upon tbe Camp Jackson list, for whom be de¬
sired safeguards, and also objected to many upon
tbe list as tncladcd In tho exchange, it ap¬
peared that be had been making careful inquiry among
the rebel plotters still in tbe city, and ascertained
who of those captured on the memorable 10th of May
were willing to enter tbe rebel army. He wished to ob¬
tain releaae from parole for these only, and hence bis oh-

I jection to certain ones who did not wish to light.It appeared, too, Uiat Mr. Barclay bad bean making St.
I»<iis a recruiting rendezvous Cor the Southern ariny, andthat he presented as prisoners Of war several rebel re-
rruits who were never In Gamp Jackson, or with anyother rebel force. Lieutenant Barnes, duriug the pendingor the negotiations, sent a gentleman to visit Mr. Bar¬
clay's office, and learned that a small band of newly en¬
listed rebels were making It their headquarters and com¬
pleting their preparations for departure. Mr. Barclay re¬
fusing to bo guided in bis exchange by the original
Camp Jackson list, T.ieutenaut Barnes declined further
)«roeeedlngs in tho matter, and thus the interview ter¬
minated.

(leneral D. If. Frost, of the rebel army, whose parole
was riven up in exchange for Colonel Mulligan, arrived
in this city from Memphis three days since, and is now
stopping at the Planters'. His business here is to take
through our lines, in the direction of L'oluiubus. tbe re¬
leased Camp Jackson tes and the recruits for tho Confede¬
rate States army. He has been delayed by tbe Interrup¬tion of negotiations. and may be obliged from that cause
to remain several days longer. He boards at a prominenthotel and has tho largest liberty of the city, through vir¬
tue of the flag of truce under which he came, liioughGeneral Frost hss, from the beginning of the rebellion,shown himself a gentleman, and during the whole
time his parole listed never made any attemptto violate it," still. It hardly seems proper
to tiavo a rebel oflicer for days wiihiu our
lines w ith tlie privilege of learning all ho pleases. Should
one of our officers enter the routines of rebeldom under
ever ao large a flag of truce, he would be closely watched
and circumscribed in his movements.

A rebel prisoner who was lately furnished with a re-
lease ana safeguard visited a village a fen miles from
St. Louis, and at once commenced the most violent trea¬
sonable harangues, and ended hU entertainment byknocking down a i>«.iceablo I'uion msn who wss endeavor
Ing to persuade him to be quiet. As a safeguard give* a
persou full protection, aud proclaims deuih foi anyonewho i»haH force it, nobody dared to Interfere with the
bellicose rebel, and application was write to General Cur¬
tis lor instructions. That officer at once said the safe-
guard only placed the prisoner on the footing of a private
citizen, aud that if he commit' oil any outrage, or indulged in ollenshe public remarks, he would he liable to ar¬
rest.

Tbe M *-
aouri ami the upper Mississippi are now quite low and
rapidly falling, an.l even if ice does r.ot close tbe river
our heaviest boats will find great difficulty from low
water. 'ihe gunboats, without their guns on board, draw
four and a half or live feet, aud, with the guns and their
complement of -shot aud shell, cannot require less than
six feet of water to move with certainty and celerity.
Tbe transports can go wherever the gunbtets can.

(ieneral Halleck'e order o>warning the exclusion of fu¬
gitive slaves from our lines is causing much discussion
in St. l.ouis. "the advocates of .Tim Line's policy, and
that adopted by tieneral Fremont, argue that, as the war
wis commenced in the iuteiest of biavery . it can only be
ended by ytriVlug at the canRe Itself, and thus making the
slaves free. Their opponents contend that we are not m
the field for Ihe purpose of exterminating slavery, but
that o'ir business is to put down tho rebellion. From
these two buses spring nu'oerous arguments /ward con.,
which one hears from "rosy morn till <1e*y eve," every¬
where throughout the city. The satisfactory solution of
tho negre question for Missouri and for the Union army
v.l'hln her borders is the most difficult t:wk yet set be¬
fore our generals. The man who succeeds in ridding the
department or the Missouri of further trouble with the
ubiquitous nigger will be ni»re deserving of publio grati¬
tude than ho who invents a dozen new pleasure*.

The advance of (be rebels, which w»a eipected after

oar evacuation or Springfield and the Southwest, appears"
to be a fixed fact. Our telegraphic advice* of thia after¬
noon inform ub that a body of Texan Rangers holds L»ba-
non, fifty miles this side of Springfield, and that severs)
of Colonel Boyd's pickets have been taken prisoners
by the advanced videtteg of the enemy. Colonel
Boyd is encamped ten miles from P.olla, on the road to
Lebanon , and baa bis pickets thrown out for a long dis¬
tance from^that post, to give early notice offiuy advance
of the rebela.

It is not considered at all probable thai UcCulIocb will
venture to attack Bolla, or that he will come much fur¬
ther east than Lebanon. His movement in that direction

is undoubtedly In conjunction with 1'riee's advance upon
the Osage, where he will doubtless make a stand at some
point whence he can threaten uur army at&dalia. He will
hardly dare to cross taat su earn, but will keep on the
southerly side, whero his lines of retreat are open and
sure. His utmost attempMn case he crosses the river?
will be to reooenpy Lexington, and make use of the foun¬
dry there, which, by some oversight on the part of
our commander!, lias not yet be»n destroyed. That he
may attempt to tako possess ion of Letington as soon as
the Missouri river ceases to be navigable U within Un
range of possibilities.
The rebel commissioner, whose business with Lieut.

Barnes, aa stated in my last, wss brought to mch a sud¬
den close, has again resumed and completed negotiations.
He has furnished papers for the release of upwards of
thirty of our commissioned officers now in rebel hands,
in exchange for an appropriate number of the Camp Jack¬
son oflleers and privates, the rule being to give two pri¬
vates for every second lieutenant, and two offi¬
cers of a lower grade for one of the next
higher. Before any exchanges were made Lieu¬
tenant Barnes required that Mr. Barclay should
give certificates for eighty flvo men in retnrn for the
eighty -five the latter bad received from Colonel Garley,
and for which no transfer had been made. General Frost
still remains In St. lxniis, but appears anxious to leave
soon for Pixie and take with him aa many men aa possi-

The merchant rhlps which will trade between Europe andthe Confederate states hare only to hoist aa iliglish or a
French IIaj;, and tho great war RteatrerB of the CnltedfSUtesNary must, in obedience to tho law their own govern¬
ment has in other esses enforced, allow them to pass.Their holds may be full of warljlce materials, thoy mayhe crammed with the Armstrong guns sow being bought
op at Liverpool; but. if the tri color Is flying at the mix-
en, the Minnesota cannot fire a shot to bring one of those
vessels to at sea without peril of a war witn Francs.
Now ail this is sheer misrepresentation, without a

shadow effeundatisn in truth. A brief retrospect wifl
make tlus clear. The British government claimed the
right In time of pesce to search our vessels upon the

c essi, and made the slave trade a protest for the asser¬
tion or this pretension. Our readers « ill recollect with
what high banded proceedings thts claim wss enforced
and the great number of vessels which were boarded In
the Gulf of Mexico In the spring of 1167. They will rcool-
lect, also, the excitement which prevailed tbrosgli the
country on that occasion. The national honor, as well

ss theuational feelfrfg, demanded the interposition of the
.government, end atom remonstrance was addressed to
the government of Orsxt Britain, distinctly declaringthat novation, in time of peace, bad the right to search
or visit upon tike esean the vessels ofany other Power,anil that this country would submit to the exercise of no
such right. Orders were at the sams time given to our
aruvd cruisers to orotect our vessels from any suth at¬
tempt. f.eneral Cass, then Secretary or State, in his

i letter npon this subject to Lord Napier, deled April 10,XS08, thus lays down the dsotrius contended for by our1 government. Ilie letter Is to be found among the Cou-
gregional documents

.'The United States deny the right of the cruisers of
any w her Power whatever, for any purpose whatever, toeuifr their vessels by fores in time ot peace. No such
right is recognized by ths law of nation*. Lord Stowell
said, 'I can tlnd no authority which gives the right of in
tsrruplion to ih« navigation of States upon the high seas,
except that which the right of war gives to belligerents
againtt neutrals. Np nation can exorcise a right of visi¬
tation and search upon the cemmou nnd unappropriated
parts of the ocean, exoept upon the belligerent claim. "

I ordStowell. whose authority in here referred to, bet
»»r known under tho name of Sir Wil'iam Scott, \tuk the
Judge of the British High Court of Admiralty, snd the
received expounder for the Uritlsh government and
people of all international questions affecting the na¬
vigation of the high se«s. the remonstrance
of our government produced "s legitimate effect,and In the following month of June this claim
to s«arch our veweis in time of peace was for-
uu'lly relinquished by the Ilritish government,

The country does not need
tho silks, laees, dress goods, costly oarpets,
jewelry, fine wines, Ac., which we are in the
habit of importing from Europe, and during the
war we cannot afford to pay for them. A. pro¬
hibition duty levied on such articles, as a war
measure, will furthermore have the advantage of
teaching tho manufacturing nations of Europe that
their interest, Hko onr own, Is inseparable from
the success of the United rttateB government; for
until that success is complete, they will find no
market here for their gootU. The war ended. Mr.
