cape. Detective Dusnbury at one tlmo was reported to
have been only four or five hours behind him 011 tho
Erie Railroad.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

Our exports continue to amount to nearly double

our imports, ui:d it is well understood by Congress
that a moderate revision of tlio turilV, with a view
to the peremptory exclusion of all articles Of
foreign manufacture not ubsolutcly needed by the
people of this country, would meet wit.h public
faror. The specie movement continues inward,
(hough there is so little employment for money
here that ninny of the bankers prefer to leave
'heir funds on the other side instead of embar¬
rassing their foreign correspondents by importing
gold. Our importation of dry goods is very light,
and it is evident that the manufacturers who pro¬
duce staple articles this winter will be able to sell
them at a handsome profit next spring. Of groeo.
ries our imports are about the usual average, and
no considerable advance in prices is looked for_

Since then they have
paid into the Sub-Treasury in gold and Treasury
notes $7,000,000; it is not expected, however, so

heavy have been the government disbursements,
that the average will show any decrease to-mor¬
row. Home of the bankers, indeed, figure an in¬
crease, which of course would be fallacious. The
California receipts only just servo at present to
supply the demand for coin for Washington and
the West. Our own banks cannot bo expected to
do more than hold their own until a revival in
trade restores to us the gold which the war is
causing to circulate throughout the loyal section
of the couutry. The bank discounts stood last Mon¬
day at the unprecedented llguro of <1102,790,302
an increase of $4,320,923 lrom tho week previous.
The increase was, of course, due to the recent fli'ty
million loan to government. To-morrow it will be
safe to look for a slight reduction in the discounts,
though it is understood that the contraction in
mercantile paper has ceiwcd for the present, and
that the banks have rather increased their
mercantile discount lino during the week.
The banks have now paid up 90 per cent
of the second fifty million loan to govern¬
ment; there remains only on that loan a sum

of $3,500,000 to be drawn for. If, as is assumed,
the Philadelphia and Boston banks have paid it
proportion to the banks of New York, the govern¬
ment has already drawn out of the bosks, and used
for the war, a sum of $95,000,000, and it ha« sub¬
ject to draft a sum of $55,000,000, which will be ax-

haust'jd in the course of the month of January. It

Call loans are generally quoted at 6 per
cent. We hear, however, of large amounts being
loaned »t 5 prr cent, and the leading houses refuse
to allow over 3 for money deposited with them.
The heavy disbursements of the general govern¬
ment, coiubiued with the cessation of all private
money consuming enterprises, keep money easy at
the great centres of trade; the probability is that
money will fall nrxt spring to 4 a 5 per cent, or
even lower, unless the war hould be brought to a
close before then. During the Crimean war money
fell to a very low vnlne in London, owing to the
want of enterprise* and the contraction of business.
Foreign exchange closed yesterday with some

steadiness, but no activity. Cankers ask 10Sf^ a
101) for their bills on London, and 5.17% a 20 for
their bills on Paris. At these rates, however, there
js very little demand. Our imports continue to
full considerably short of our exports, and thus,
notwithstanding the cessation of cotton shipments,
there are more bills in market than are wanted by
the importers. The recent effort of the brokers
and s peculators to put up bills was aided by the
policy of tome of our foreign bankers, who, in
view of the uncertainties of the future and the
small demand for money here, have been accumu¬
lating heavy balances on the other side. The af¬
fair, however, attracted more attention than it de¬
served. If, by a combination of circumstances,
exchange should rise to the specie shipping point,
nil the bankers in New York could not manage to
sl ip over a quarter of a million a week, for want of
a market for their bills; and one or two shipments
of this amount would be followed by a very rnpid
dccliue in rates. So long as our exports exceed
our imports fluctuations in exchange arc of no
mate consequence than fluctuations in fancy stocks,
and need not be regarded at nil.

98>< n;.^ 9ox so «6>,
At tho commencement of the week a very dull

feeling prevailed, and btocks declined from one to
two per cent; yesterday and day before a reaction
^ct in, and the dccline was nearly altogether re¬
covered. The disturbing element, in the market
continues to be tho apprehension that Great Bri¬
tain may give trouble in consequence of the
Mnson-Slidell case. Anxiety with regard to the
report of tho Secretary of the Treat-ury, and the un¬

certainty which overhangs the financial policy of
tho government, likewise operate unfavorably upon
the market by inducing operators to withhold their
oulers during the period of suspense. These
causes of hesitation removed, it is believed that
business would improve.
The chief point of interest at present is tho

financial policy of the government, which will be
foreshadowed in the report of the Secretary of the
Trea ury. promised to Congrefs to-morrow. No
one knows what the Secretary is going to recom¬
mend, though it is universally assumed that hg
will urge a large expausitn of the currency, part,
ly in view of tho interests of the government and
partly in view of those of the people at large, if
evor there was a time when Congress could re¬
model the financial condition of the country, and
t.trip tho States of the powers.in financial mat¬
ters.which they have usurped in violation of the
constitution and to the injury of the general govern"
merit, this is the moment. There never w as a period
ut which so little inconvenience would be
created by driving out of circulation all the bank
notes now in existence, and substituting for them

a government currency, at par everywhere, and
subject to no depreciation. Whether this should
be done through the agency of a bank of issue, or

directly by the issue of United States notes, similar
to those authorized at tho last session of Congress,
is a matter of secondary moment. It is argued by
some that an issue by government of several
hundred millions of circulating notes, and the
forced redemption of the existing bank notes,
would bo unfair to the existing banks, which have
come forward very libcrully to the support of
the government at the present crisis. This
is a fallacy. Tho really sound banks.
those of New York, Philadelphia and Eos-
ton.could dispense with their circulation
without iuconvenicuco. They earn dividends on
their capital by discounting paper, not by issuing
notes: the latter branch of their business is inci¬
dental to the former, and is a sourco of very little
profit. The New York banks woidd not object to
call in the whole of their nine millions of notes, and
is- ue government paper instCHd, if the ofifer was

mi.de to them. The only banks which would be
injured by au issue of government paper would be
the small country institutions, whose profits aro
derived from tho issue of notes which aro either
never intended to be redeemed in specie, or only
redeemed at a discount. Again: many persons
ask what will be tho situation of afi'airs at the close
of tho war, if the government issues two, three,
four, live or more hundred millions of paper, not re]
definable in coin on presentation, yet drawing no in
terc.it? The answer is obvious. It is probable that
tho ncc ssitie* of government will oblige it to issue
during the war very much more paper than the
trade of the country requires as a circulating me"
dium. Tho first measure after tho peace will be
to fund so much of this paper as is not requirotl by
the people as a currency. Government will give,
say its five per cent bonds at par for two or three
hundred millions of it ; the balance will bo left in
circulation, and will continue to serve tho purpose
of money.a better currency than we havo ever
bad. The war will thus leave behind it-an actual
amount of property bonds and circulating iw»tee
in the hsfnds of tho people equal to the sum ex¬

pended in putting down the rebellion. To all
practical intents and purposes tho effect wiil be the
same as if tho same amount of gold or silver,
or cotton or corn, or property of any otlnr kind,
w»ro created during the war and distributed
among the loyal people. The hands and the circu¬
lating notes will represent the labor expended in
putting doTrn the rebellion and consolidating the
aation; their intrinsic value will be pro*isely equi-
valcnt to that of p^ace, national unity and stable
gnvemnxnt. Th-j case of England iffords an apt
illustration.
