Feeling of the Americans In Parle.

[Paris (Dec. 2) correspondence of the London Herald.]The Americans in Paris are making preparations to
migrate homewards They seem to dread that the
Uritish government will lay an embargo on the American
bottoms in English ports. They loudly assert that the
demands of the Hritisn government are preposterous, and
that the North will spend it* last nsan and its last dollar
befort piling up the Southern Cirmmissioners.
The Southerners, who are numerous here, are In eosta-

f lee, and do not hesltats to proclaim that tho outrage of
the commander of the San Jacinto will do moro to for¬
ward the triumph of their cause tbau any amount of vie-
lories that Beaurgard or Johnston might achieve. Party
feeling runs very high between the Northeners and
Southeners in Paris, and it is not without interest to
watch their demeanor towards each other at the public
places where they are perrorce thrown iu contact with
each other. They avoid speaking, but look bowie knives
and revolvers at each oihor.
At Havro I am informed the animus is far more strongly

displayed, aud the crew of the Bermuda, which has just
arrived there, having, as you are aware, run the block¬
ade at Charleston, have been warned by the police not to
repair to the usual haunts frequented hy tho Yankoe
sailors. Ti e belief in s wsr between England and the
United States ia so general thore that all the Now York
merchants are hastening to complete their cargoes, to be
able to sail aa soon as possible. Havro being the prlnel
pel port In France for American shipping, it is easy to
understand the tremendous senaatIon which the "diffi¬
culty" has created there.

soners without any sacrifice of national dtgmiy. Certain
p.-rsons, whom there is reason to believe well Informed,
express the opinion that Mr. Lincoln will refuse to yield
to the oxcitemont of the people, who have received with
enthusiasm the news of Captain Wilkes' conduct, and
that from political prudence he will hesitate before taking
a resolution tho first effect of which would be to remove
the blockade of the Southern ports to the Northern-
but that hope Is not thared by Mr Adatna, Minister of
the United States at London, who, it is said, considers his
recall at an early date as inevitable. Mr. Adams per¬
sonally has obtained the sympathy of high English so-
clcty; but he Is supposed to have had only very limited
powers allowed him as a diplomatist, and it Is even said
that be received his Instructions week by week from
Washington.

Opinion or Young Italy.

For Italy, because both these govern
ments have been fi lendly to bor, and have been among
the first to acknowledge the new kingdom of Italy; f"r
liberty, ioeai.se England and America have never ceased
to favor lllioral enterprises In Europe. A rupture be-
twe n England j»nd America could not but be hailed with
joy by absolutism, and civilization would suffer thereby.

island:.

St. Promts. MASTraiQDs, Nov. 18,1861.
The papers from this island will inform you that the

South American pirate Sumtor ban been at anchor iu our
bay tor thu last ten ilaya.
On account of informution sent on to St. Thomas by the

last aleamer, tho United States steamer Iroquoia arrived
here on Thursday forenoon lust. Of coureea detalloil ac¬
count of their proceedings Ik contained in our papers, but
aa there ha* been very rtrtmg sympathy manifested by certain
partisasss of the South in our island, which has been
shared men by the government, you will find the pirate
spoken of in the most fiaUtrinj terms, whilst there is scarce¬
ly a word said about the horrible dimes which have been
perpetrated by it up to the very moment of its arrival in
our |yrrt.
The Sumter ia reported to have arrived from Brazil,and among the number of vesaela which It has recentlyfallen m with uml successfully destroyed are the Daniel

Trowbridge,from New Haven, bound for Demerara, with
a cargo of provisions; the brig Joseph Park, Brlggs
ma-stor, from which a aunt of money, estimated at |WOO,
waa takon, and a vessel with stock, which have all been
completely doslroyed.

After having given chase to a brig from New Tork to
our very doors, consigned with a cargo to a merchant <f
our city.after having boarded and searched a French
v easel hound for the same destination.tho Sumtor pussed
in front of our bay and dropped anchor at Fort tie Franco.
The captain of the piralo immediately conferred with the
government, and requested to he allowed to take in pro¬
visions and coal. You will And in tho 1'ropagatcur that
the lioveruer refused at first to grant the request, resting,without doubt, bis refund on the decree of the Km
l>oror, which is similar to that of her Majesty the
Queen of Knglnnd, by which no ship of-wsr or privateer
of the bolligerent parties is allowed to remain longer in
any French port than twenty four hours, and by which
every Frenchman is prohibited from aiding in any way,either by arms or equipage, any such vessel.

Hut you will be astonished to learn that the partisans
of the South in this island, who represent the slave par-
tv, and have not had au opportunity for the last
thirteen years,Stm e the emancipation of the slaves was
decreed, to manifest their sympathy towards tho sup¬
porters of the slave system, that this same faction who,
in 1848, wcro driven away by the revolution and wol-
corned by the Ijoumlanians, wishing to repay the greatdebt of gratitude contracted at New Orleans, succeoded
iu turning the Governor from his resolution, at the In¬
stance of the captain of tho Sumter.submittingtbe fol¬
lowing questions to tho Privy Council for consideration.

1. Whether the article of coal ought to be considered as
contraband of war.

2. Whether giving power to the Sumter to coal was con¬
tributing to equipment.
These two questions were duly submitted to the PrivyCouncil, and, after due dollberation, tho right to coal was

granted to the Sumter, and permission to remain four
days and engage in transactions with our merchants.
At tho request of tho United States Consul, Mr. Alexan¬

der Campbell, the Sumter landed sixteen or eighteen un¬
fortunate prisoners who had been takenfrom on board the
vessels already mentioned, and which had been burnt, and
then came to St. Piorre and cast anchor in a line with the
American vessels In that part of our bay consigned to that
llag.
Scarcely, however, had the Sumtor finished coaling,and at the very moment when tho Southern faction were

conferring ou Its olttpers a thousand congratulations, and
even made uso of the the terms "Uonrlable gentlemon"in regard ts them, the Iroquois made her appearance in
our bky, to the very great surprise of the Sumter and her
partisans, but to the intense gratification of alt those who,forthe interest cf humanity, would wish'to see a dissolution ofwhat has been the sewroe of so mneh disquietude and trouble.
Although It is scarcely possible te expect that cither

tho North or the South should have the sympathies of
the people of color in these islands, yet it has been reallyremarkable to see with what satisfaction, what Joy, the
arrival of the Iroquois was bailed by them. But, on the
other hand, the representatives of slavery, who form no
inconsiderable part of the community, were greatly In¬
censed; and the greater hesitancy the government mani¬
fested in solving tha questions submitted to them, the
greater was the ebulition of reeling on tha part of this
taction.
As far aa the paople are concerned, the Sumter would

be immediately given up to the Iroquoia aa its prise; with
regard to ihe faction, thay would have the governmentcompel the Iroquois to depart, and give all protection to
the Sumter.

Sentinels have been put to guard tha moorings of tha
Sumter to prevent them from being secrotly out, and this
In spite of the popular reeling.
The Iroquois has not dropped anchor; but asked per¬mission to do so wltbln a cabled length of the Sumter,which was rafused. She thm preferred to sail off and on,watching and defying the 9aenter, just like the cat which hat

lii eye on the menus
The Sumlfr has not at all announcad her Intention to

quit the port; but It la credibly reported that, durlug the
night,allof her gold exceeding four milltousof franca,has been asfaly lodged In the b&dk.
The French ateam gHardship Acheron, Commander Du-

chaxel, has been sent up from Fort dd^France to St. Pierre
as a sort of medium between the government and these
two American ships
The matter remains In this state. Yesterday It wasthought there would be somo final action taken, from the

last letter of the eaptatn of the Iroquois to the Governor,but nothing has transpired and nothing has baen done.
Ia this moat anomalous state of allhira the'conduct ofthe government ia moat incomprehensible. But are these

vessels to ba allowed to remain In our bay Indefinitely,and to the groat danger of our comrae: ce? Such culpableindecision would net be tolerated in'Barbadce*.

track, warning him to bo careful; that Charles told Moore
if ho thought he was a detective he would dump
him right overboard; Moore said he took boaid
at Mr. Belts', and was in tho habit of going
out fishing with Chsrlcs Jeffords: when Charles
came into my store I believed that tie was the murderer
of my brother, and I also believed that l'ascall knew who
murdered my brother; I think that Mrs. Walton planned
the murder of my brother, ami that her Ron (the prison¬
er) executed it; I did not tbink that Ih- confersion of
Charlos would have the effect of discrediting her testimo¬
ny In respect to the suits; ore of the witnesses on the
former trial told me that Pascall said to him that it was a
fam ly quarrel, and that ho knew who done it.
The hour of adjournment having arrived, the further

cross-ozaminatinn of this witness was suspended till to¬
morrow (Friday) morning.

Sketch of Colonel J. T. Pickett, the Rebel
Commissioner to Mexico.

[From tho Mexican Extraordinary ot tlio 27th November.]This gentleman, who ie the diplomatic agent of the
Southern confederacy near the government of Mexico,
was put undor arrest some three weeks since on the
charge of having committed an assault on tho person of a
citizen of the United States. Col. Tlckett was taken to the
Lieputacion, but on making known his character was per¬
mitted to return to his rooms to await farther proceed¬
ings. A few days later he wm called before a criminaljudge, and again pioaded his official character, and was
permitted to return to his rooms. On the night or the
15th, at ten o'clock, he was suddenly seized by the police,
while preparing to retire to bed, und was carried off to
the peputacton, where he was placod in a small and uncom
fortablo guardroom. There bo was forced to remain, in
company with three others, during tho night. Room was
scarcely to be found to extend himself on the cold floor,
and he consequently spent a sleepless night. All tho
next day be remained in tbie miserable apartment, but
In the evening be was transferred to the house of a friend
of the Judge, as a special favor, on ball.
Th«W IffflfeMInge have drftwn forth lengthened com¬

ments from the prels, And tberf bofnulTilt fio doubt of the
well known official character of Col. Pickett as confiden¬
tial agent of the Southern confederacy. The native prets
generally insinuate thai, an the gmemment ofthe Southern
confederacy hat not been recognized by Mexico, Col.Pickett
it not entitled to the rights and immunities of a diplomatic
character. Now the facts of the case are about these:.
Shortly after the arrival of Col. Pickett in this capital he
presented his credentials to the Minister for Foreign Af¬
fairs, who fecelved thefh, and not only wrote an auswqj
to the Secretary of State of tne Southern confederacy, but
Las siuce had fjjatlous wjtli Ool. PJfrkott gf |ljp agent of
that government. A public reJepiiou aid not take place,
nor has the Mexican government formally recognized that
of the Southern confederacy, although it has thus formal¬
ly treated with It. Had, however, the Mexican govern¬
ment havo refused to treat with Col. Pickett as the
agent of the Southern confederacy hie rights as agent of
the government of that country would not have boon di¬
minished. His rights come from his government, and
cannot be impaired by Mexico, and the law! Of plvlllzed
nations exact that whl'e ho be in this republic, fri his
omelet capacity,he shall enjoy exterritorial rights, andtherefore be exempted from molestation by the local ua-thorltles of the lioilfilry. The recognition by England of
the belligerent rights of theSouih-rn confederacy secures
to the ngonts of that country the samo respect that is due
to tho agents of the moat powerful uafon on the face
of tho globe. Even the ancient Mexicans well under¬
stood this principle of courteous intercourse, and the
agents and raes-eigers from hostile tribes or nations
were always treated with the most distinguished con¬
sideration, and BDy Infringom »nt of this law was con¬
sidered an unpardonable offence The usuages of modern
slvilizod nations have placed the matter beyend dispute,
as to the rights of a person in Colonel Pickett's position.We fear bad friends of the government have urged on
the proceedings which have taken place againit Colonel
Pickett from motives of personal revenge, or with the
view of increasing the calamities of this unfortunate
country. Wo are the more induced to believe this from
the fart that the person upon whom the assault was com¬
mitted has declared that be baa no feeling of animosity
againW Colonel Pickett, and has even proposed to with¬
draw bis action. It is therefore clear that he has not,
of his own will, been Instrumental in sousing these pro¬
ceedings.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

Thursday, Deo. 19.« p. if.
The bank presidents met this morning at tea

o'clock, and, after passing a resolution do-
riuring that they would receive no money on
special deposit, scut for Mr. Chase, to hear what
tie had to say. The Secretary addressed them at
some length. He referred to the conduct of the
war, and undertook to promise that, in the course
of a month, events would occur which would
entirely change the aspect of the finan¬
cial question. He had money enough-
he said, to carry him through the next
thirty days, and it would then be time enough to
devise new ways and means. As to his plans, he
referred the bankers to his published report.
Referring to the Mason and Slidell question, he
seemed to intimate that it would not be found in¬
capable of a solution by diplomacy or arbitration;
and he finally assured the banks that, so far from
being their antagonist, he was and desired to bo
their friend and ally, and hoped that they wonld
co-operate together for the public good. At the close
of this speech, which seems to have disappointed
many members of the association, by reason of
its failure to shed any light upon the Secretary'!
schemes, half a do/en members moved an adjourn¬
ment. The motion was declared not debatable,
and was put and carried at ouce. Thus ends tho
conference between our banks and tho "Secretary.
It has been, beyond a question, less fruitful than
was expected when Mr. Chase was requested
to come to New York. "The bankers ex¬

pected Mr. Chase to explain to them his
plan for raising money, and were prepared
to place him in a position which would
have rendered it difficult for him to escape
assuming the responsibility of a suspension of spe-*
cie payments. This plot was defeated by Mr.
Chase's reticence at the meeting this morning;
and, on the other hand, if Mr. Chase entertained
pny hopes that the banters would muke proposals
to him, this expectation was disappointed by the
motion to adjourn. Both parties are thus left
facing each other as they were, and a truce for .
month has been declared. The hope of the more

sanguine among Mr. Chase's friends ie, that before
Jannary 15 our armies will have won such victoriee
that the cause of the rebellion will be plainly
hopeless, and money will be tendered to our go¬
vernment, not only at home, but abroad. In
this event, the Secretary may carry out bis scheme
of issuing a currency based on United States se¬
curities, and will find no difficulty in floating al
he requires.two or three hundred millions during
the next six months^ If, on tj^e other hand, the
expected victories should not be won, and the re¬
bellion should not be rendered hopeless by Janua¬
ry 15, Mr. Chase will j>f course issue demand notes,
and will redeem them as long as be can.
The question will then arise, how shall thd
banks deal with these demand notes? And, however
that question may be answered at first, it is evi¬
dent that eventually tho banks will be compelled
to receive end pay them out as money, to d»
which it will be necessary for them to suspend
specie payments. How much specie they will then
have In their vaults, and how much it will be found
that they have gained by repelling the advice of
the soundest financiers in the country, and persist¬
ing in fighting the public and the foreign bankers
for the sake of an untenable abstraction, tim*
alone will show.
The flurry in the money market continues. As

banks refuse to lend on call even at 7 per cent, and
a good deal of inconvenience is thereby occasion¬
ed. This will remedy itself in a day or two, as, if
the banks persist in keeping their paeans idle, tim
depositors will begin to lend in their stead. Money
can readily bo used in Wall street at 7 per cent on
undoubted security.
Nothing was lone in foreign exchange to-day.

Stocks were considerably better at the opening

this morning, a general advance of 1 a 1% par
cent having taken place throughout the list. At
the close of the first board, however, and between
the boards, prices declined % a % per cent,
mainly in consequence of the spasm in the money
market; speculators were obliged to sell their
stocks, from the difficulty of finding money ta
carry them. After two o'clook a better feeling
prevailed, and Central, which had sold
down to 75%, rallied to 76%, the prica
of the morning.
