A Rifte Bnttery.

THHEE MEN DISCHARGE TWO HUNDHED AND FIFTY
BALLS PER MINUTE.

The rifle battery to which we called the public atten-
tion some wecks since, a5 a Rochester iovention, has been
purfectod, and o battery of full size has heen constructed
and experimented with,  Dr. Bequa and Me. Billinghurst
have periected the jnvention, and produced o completo
batwery of tereible power. This machine was taken to the
East Sido Flaws oo Saturday afternvon, and exbibited to a
tuw pergons who had been lovited «r who Lappenod ts bo
there, All were pleased, delighted with ita operations.
‘Thin battery consists of tweuty-fve heavy rile barrels,
about thirty inches in innflh,md carrying conical balla
weighing about an ounce, It is mounted upon two wheels,
and the whole thing waighs about fiye hunhdred poonda,
It ia loaded at the breech, all the barrels receivivg
churges at the same time, sod L i discharged
by o alogle cap, all the barrels discbarging at the same
instant, This battery, operated by three men, can bo dis-
charged about ten Limes par minuts, and throws twenty:
five balis at each discharge. The barrels are rapged in &
borizontal position, and by a simple movement of a lever
can be diverged 80 aa to cover & greater or less breadth
of ground. In & narrow cavseway or a stree! this im
plemnent would be terribly effective agalost s lurge force
of men.
