VFhen coming out of Port Royal gho came through the
Southeast channol, which has recently been buoyed out,
ead found not Ittt than thirty fed of tcaltr in any part.

The rlevonty ninth regiment had mode a rrconutoswtr.ee

about fifteen milos from Beau.'ort, on the 20th of Decern'
her, and captured six rebels at a plaoo called the brick¬
yards.

At Tybeo Island the troops wore still engaged making
Intrenchments, while Fort Pulaski leapt up a continued
fire on tho island, but did no damage.
The Empire City brings a 'argo mail from Port Royal.
On the 23d a rebol boat came down in Warsaw chan¬

nel from Savannah to reconnoitre, as wr supposed to see
If tho way wasco&r for the English steamer King-it (which
ran the blockado a short time sinco and is now loaded
with cotton) to come out. On being chased by one of
oar ganboats, they ran their boat ashore, and the crew
took to the woods. Our poople caught two of them, who
are now on board the Wabash.

The steamboat Mayflower, Captain Isaac 0. Phillips,

They hat r»s«ed op Broad
river, and had entered Coosaw river, which
proved to he navigable for vessels of six of
seven feet draft. They had proceeded without

^interruption marly ton utiles up the Coosaw, wliou
Hy-y wero flred upon by Infantry staticmd lit a
deih'e wood on tho mainland, and skirling the river bank
The fli'e, at lirst scattering, became general very soou(and for'ytBo dietanceof three or four miles there was a
blaze of fl.'oskntry all along the enemy's shore, which
seemed te dt o«t ilttl# damage, as they mi went high.

Many bullet*, however, i *nfod through the aide* of the
¦ivamor, but did do further damage. The boat waa run
a* faat *a poaatble, and tbe »l>poondor howitaer, in
chargo of a detachment of tWrly of the Third Khodo
Icload regiment, under cointoand of Captain Day, when
the Ore became too hot, nu discharged, and a load of
grape and catimster diatrlhutod in the woods, when the
enemy were oheervod to tiro and fall back, and frueh
man to take their placee. When the howitzer waa din.
charged tbo infantry retired and censed tiring. The
M.yflower, steaming rapidly on, soon came upon a
masked batliry, which at first appeared deserted; but
the Buddon appearance of a man in n red shirt Jumping
npon the rnmpar.h of the work, and shovelling away the
dirt, galmfled thaeo on the Mayflower that they would
.oon ho ilr. <J up in. As tbe river waa too narrow to
allow the steamer to turn about, it was made a matter
of necessity to go ahead and pass tbe battery as soon aR
possible. The men were placed at the howitzer, and the
Mayflower steamed ahead, but at a slow pace, as tbe
chuwe' was unknown and the water rather shallow. On
arriving abreast of the battery the embrasures had been
cleared away and tour heavy guns disclosed. Instantly
the enemy oponed fire upon the steamer, the first shot
going over the steamer, but the second striking forward;
the shut, entering the piankaheer and knocking a horse-
pole to pieces, went olf the vessel on the other side. Tho
howitzer returned (ho fire promptly, throwing shot, shell
and grape, t«D shots being fired before the Mayflower
passed the battery.a period of flveor ten minutes.when
tbe Mayflower got out of range. All but one of tho ene¬
my's shot passed over or astern. One passed between tho
pilot house and tho smokestack, another over ths hurrl-
cano deck. The Mayflower woe within a distance of three
hundred yards of the battery white under fire, and (ho
wonder is nho was Dot torn to pieces and sunk. Poring
'his exciting time Capt. Phillips, standing by tbe side of tho
pilot house, was urging tho artillerists on, calling upon
them to give the rebels hell, and directing
the coarse of the vessel. Peter McNamara, tbe or.ginuer,
stood upon (he pilot bouse during tbe musketry, watch-
ing tho movements of the enemy, until tho battery ap¬
peared, when ho descended to his engine room to attond
to getting the Mayflower on as fast as possible. After
pursing Uie battery In safety tho Mayflower continued on
between two sad three miles, when she ran on a shoal
and stuck fast, as the tide wss rapidly falling, bbe laid
there nearly an hour, when Hamilton's battery opened
from tho ferry at Beaufort Island upon the robot battery.
Hamilton tired thirty shot and shell into tbe rebel bat¬
tery, and after a little received no reply.

Altogollier, the trip of tho Mayflower, though rather
too warm for comfort and pleasure, developed many new
and Important facts that will have an Important bearing
on tho campaign in this quarter. She will soon undergo
tho repairs mado necessary by tho heavy gnlo through
which she passed in coming South, and will then be ready
.gain to engage in any service which she may be culled
upon to perform.
Another of a series of important recoDnoissancAg pro¬

jected by Hag Officer Pnpont was successfully performed
last week by tho gunboats Pawnee and Sonera, piloted by
the surveying steamer Vixen, under tho command o,
Oiptam C. II. IkmteHo, or the toast Survey ; tho expedl-
l'on undor coramund of Commander Terclval Drayton of
the Pawnor. The force left here on Sunday morning, and
proceoi.od up tho coast to the mouth of the North y li»Io
rlvcr, whero they cxpoctcd to find a strong rebel battery
protecting tho entrance of tho river. Upon getting near
tho entrance, a rebel work was discovered, and suv rnl
sheils were thrown into the work. No reply being elicit-
ed, a couple of boat, were sent ashore, and the work
found to be deserted aud partially destroyed. AU tbo
guns bad been removed by the rebels, aud such portion,
of t he tort as would hum were consumed by lire. Tho ne-

groes reported that the rcbals had evacuated and destroy-
cd the work two weeks ago, and conveyed all tho guns
by a small steamer to Charleston. It undoubtedly
mounted seven or eight guns. The vessels of
the fleet laid at anchor during the night
o.l Wordlaw Island, upon which the deserted
battery was found, and en the following morning the
Seneca, Commander Amn.en, was despatched up the
river to search for a schooner which had been observed
en the previous day to run up anchor, on our appearance
and tail up (lie Htmiro.
The Seneca ran seven or eight miles up tho river, and

came upon the schooner, which had been run ashore She
was taken poisesIon of by our forces. A small quantity
of cottou Mnd provisions woru found inhor.but nothing
of great value. The Pawnee camo up the rivor and
.helled a roc nd battery on Iho rlvcr bank, but, like tho
oue on W.-.rdluw Bland. it had boon evacuated and destroy¬
ed by the rebels.

incendiary. But to return to tho recnnnoissance. Tito
gunboats proceeded a short distance farther up the river,
and dlacovered a rebel encampment of four or Bve hun¬
dred men, A negro bad prevlo sly informed our officers
that the rebels hail hastily fhd from it; so our forces
landed and took pcaeesslou of it. On a'l sldos were

found evidences of a most busty and shameful flight-
Swords, pistols, tont furniture and everything that
would add to the comfort or the olllcsrs wore found in
abundance. Forty-flve tents were taken and brought
hers, and a storehouse full of baoon and hominy, which
were also taken. The camp waa destroyed. A bouso in
which a rebel picket was concealed waa shelled by tbs
Senses, and the rebels driven out and put tonight. A
sloop, containing cotton and other staples of some

value, was captured before the force returned. Alto¬
gether the expedition was very successful, aud added
not a little important information to our already largo
stock. Two crack companies of tho Charleston troops were
amopg those which occupied thoenoampmcnt atRookville.
But they evinced but little of that courage they talk so
much of and exhibit so seldom. Six dree were seen burn¬
ing at one time by the fleet, on the islands about them,
end doubtless every particle of cotton in that neighbor¬
hood has been destroyed. They are -good barnburners,
hut seem to have but little taste for lighting. The expe¬
dition returned to Port Royal on Saturday night, shortly
after the Ottawa got back from Charleston bar, too lato to
send details by the Marion on Saturday.
Tho possession of Wordl&w Island gives us a fins har¬

bor at North Edit to, and our cruisers are already enjoy,
lug it. H relieves them of the necessity of laying at an

expo*ed anchorage olf the bar, which a severe gale obliges
them to leave.
South Ed lato has also been occupied, I understand,

the batteries at that point being deserted by tha enetny.
It is now quite evident that the rebels have or will re¬

linquish the possession of all their scacoast batteries ac¬

cessible to our gunboats, and retire to tbc midland. The
lesson taught the rebels by our naval batteries on the 7th
of November last has been of great value to us. It has
saved rs a good many pounds of powder and a largo quas
tity of shells which we would liavo bocn obliged to ox]
pend on these small batteries, before we could have driven
them out. 80 the results of the victory of Commodore
lrnpont at lort Royal llow on aud ud, and become more
valuable every day to us. We do not rightly appreciate
tbem as yet. Time only can fully dovelc pe thorn.
Apropos of the Charleston flro: one of the ottlcers of

the Florida, engaged in blockading service ofT that port
at tbo time of tho conflagration, informed mo the other
day, while we were sinking tho stone fleet, that he read a

newspaper with the greatest ease at midnight from the
light of the burning city. The Florida was at le st eight
miles from the city at the time, and one can easily com
prebend from this fact alone the magnitude of the confla¬
gration. The City seemed to be ono shoot cf angry flames,
that threatened to utterly destroy every building in tho
town. 1 shall endeavor to rend you papers conli lung
full details of the fire by the Empire City to morrow.

The United States steamer Santiago do Cuba, ten guns,

arrived from Havana, sixty hours passage, with spccta]
despatches of the highest importance to Flag Officer
Pupont ,from tho United Status Consul at Havanajslao with
despatches for the government at Washington. She also
brought despatches from tbe American Consul at Nassau*
New Providence, relating to transactions of British offi¬
cials at the latter place, Involving questions of the mot
vita] interest to our government and flag. I presume you
have received via Havana the full particiibirs of the un¬

pleasant difficulty between our Consul and Naval Repre¬
sentative at Nassau and tbo British authorities.

It seems that the English author Idea refused to allow
a coal ship belonging to our government to give
coal to our vessels in that harbor, or to place tho
coal on shore for the same purp>so. This action
gave rise to an exchange of several warm communica¬
tions between our Consul aud tbe Governor of the Island
Our Consul drew tho attention of the Governor to tb.
fact that at that moment the steamer Gladiator was lay¬
ing In port, loaded with arms and munitions of war, well
known to bo owned by and destined for the rebel govern-
mont. No objection to her presence had been made by
tho Governor, and he well knew that the articles contra¬
band of war were being transferred to schooners along-
slie, which openly sailed for Southern ports, to elude, h
possible, tho blockade,and Illicitly convey the arms in the
rebels, In violation of tho professed neutrality of Great
Britain. lie also called tho Govnrnor's attention to the
fact ihat the steamer Isabel was In port, with a large
cargo of cotton; that her flag had been illegally changed;
that she was then coaling for a voyage to England, and
that no notice of this violation of tho principles laid
down iiy the Governor in his communication to tho Con¬
sul, a> controlling his action, hud been taken by the au¬
thorities. Ho pointed out the manifest injustice of the
thing, and ibe partiality shown tbe rebels, 'lhe cor

rcspindeace then closed, and will be submitted to the
government at Washington.
No one who has not been in Nassau can realise

the true character of tho feeling among the
authorities and inhabitants towar In tho United States.
They liato tlio North, and attest in every manner their
sympathy towards the robot". 'Die latter are fehd and
shown every kind of attention by tho English, and
Union men nro treated In the coldest manner, and openly
abased by these misorablo pirates and wreckers
N..rsa is u rimiexvons of privateers, and the ft uutnin.of
that trade in arms ,.Dd articles contraband of war which
has supplied the rebels with a la-go quantity of arms
and other necessary articles.

We could now distinguish the Hugs of
the difl'eroiit Consulates, and it was with much pride and
pleasure 1 discovered tho glorious old Stars and Stri|iea
living from the Consulate of tho United States, from
several merchant vessels and from the United States
steamer Flambeau, I.loutenaut Temple commanding. 1
was terribly inortifled, however, by discovering tho no.
tortons "Stars and Pars'' of Jelf. Davis it Co.'s confede¬
racy flying from a steamer which 1 recognized as the oM
Gordon, or Theodora, as alio Is now culled.

After crossing tho bar at tho entrance of the harbor
we proceeded to our am borage, within a half milo of iho
city, which is beautifully situated, faying tho ocean, ami
apparently clean 111 <1 well cared for. Tho entrance is
well guarded by powerful fortifications, although, as far
as I could sen, but fow guns arc at prevent mounted.
Ax soon as we had anchored tho ship w as surrounded

with numerous boats, seeking passengers for shore; and,
taking advantage of a notice suspended to tho side of the
captain's room that the ship would not sail until the next
day, I made a hasty toilet sn<l departed to visit once more

the land of cocoanuta, bananas, Englishmen and contra¬
bands.
On reaching tho shore 1 proceeded to search for our

active and energetic t'cuml, Captain Wliitlug, of steam¬
ship Marlon notoriety, ntul found him at tho I'cst Olllcc,
awaiting tlie mail to he assorted. I was most hospitably
received, ami am indebted to him for much valuable in¬
formation.
Wiiiln waiting at tUo Post Office I had a good opportu¬

nity < f obecrving li e different classos of inhabitants of
Na»snu, tho roost prominent, of course, being the officers
of lUu (Second W< ut India regtmmt, four companies of
which arduow r-tatiunof hero. They are ttBmistukeable
everywhere, hot especially hero, whore their c. urn is
so very inappropriate to the climato; the small cap it
sido wbiskere,rod sboll jackots, dark hluocloiU pa,
with h' avy marching ahow. enclosing feet of the rro t
enormous proportions, prove them at once to bo officers
and Englishmen. As it wan Sunday,oveiy no wan in
holiday costume, and the dregs of the fetnalo contra¬
bands waa without doubt iho most striking of ail. The
moat gaudy pal teriiH suit them best, and, while tho co¬
lore of tho rainbow could bo n-en ou neariy all, fow could
be found with oheoe and stockings.

After leav ing our Consul I proceeded to the Royal Vic-
toria Hotel, a new building, conducted upon the Ame¬
rican pl.ifi, and most udtniritbly kept hy Mr. John S.
Howell, a Nr v Yorker. Tho location in excellent, the
rooms lati ulry linn beautifully furnished, and the
table I nded tates all over. 1 never expected to see
gucii a hotel in the West Indian, and there never would
tun « been except for the enterprise of i.g Yankees,
u The past week has been "no of tho most exciting ever
known m tho annals of Nassau. At least so says tho
oldest inhabitant. On tlie Oth inst. there arrived the
schooner Prince of Wales, <f Nassau, aim a sloop, both
loaded with cotton and rice, having run the blockade at
Charleston.

sau, the United States steamer Flambeau, Lieutenant \V.

What bur
mov< men's aro 1 know not, neithor did I consider it;-ro¬
pe r or appropriate to inquire. It is sufficient to know
that -be is here, that she Is well armed.commanded, "Ul¬
cered end maimed, ami that tho interests of our country
will fie attended to and cared for as far us is iu the jiowor
of her commander. 1 visited and found her a pattern of
discipline, cleanliness and pood order, and reflecting
great credit on all attached to her.

It h an established fact that the inhabitants of Nassau,
from the Governor d >wn to the lowest contraband, with
the exception of throe or four, aro now not only sympa¬
thising with, but openly aiding and abetting the rebels
In their operations against the government or the Chitod
Hates, As an Instanco of it I will mention one case. Two
schooners, with oal for the vsaeis-of-war of the United
States that may call here (ran time to time, bav-.-ar
rived in this port, consigned to our Consul; bo solicited
permission to land the cargoes, which was refused, and
ho ivwi lo.'d that no armed vessel of the United Slates
could receive coal In that harbor; and at tho same time
tho Theodora was allowed to coal and undergo repairs
without any restraint. What are we to infer from such
conduct? Tho Consul has rMaouptrated, but all to uo
purpose. w
The neutrality of England WIS for some timo been con¬

sidered a farce, and tho conduct of all tho officials at
Nassau proves it to be so. They ure not only not
neutral, but openly give aid and comfort to our enemies.
The citizens of Na-ruu are insulting in tho highest de¬
gree to all citizens of tho United Mates whenevor tho
opportunity nffers. It is inu*>fgible to walk the streets,
when you aye known, without being annoyed by the re¬
marks of those you meet, and the conduct of the negroes
israpidiv becoming unbearable. Onoof the Junior offi¬
cers of the Flambeau and several of our passengers have
beeo stoned by tho nogroes, and I should not consider It
safe to b« beyoud the limits of the city- alone, and have It
known that 1 was a Yankee, which is tho term they
appiy.

As soon as ibis report reached the ears of
tbe Governor, the troops wore ordered under arms, and
were marched to a water nailery of four guns command*
ing tho channel, and had orders to resist hor passage
should she m ko tho attempt; but as the Flambeau re*
mutucd at her anchorage, nothing cuine of it and "no Ona
was hurt." Tho battery is manned at nlgbt, however)
ever slr.ee, and will remain so, 1 suppose, while the YauT
kce gunboat remains in tho harbor.
