Trial of Gen. James' Rifled Cannon
and Projectiles at Sag llarbor.

The Ctuns, Balls and Shells Used
on the Occasion.

INTERESTING TABLES OF THE FIRING.

llis prosoiit war ha* probably dons more to devolope
tho ronl strength of our people than perhaps anything
elso could have accomplished. It has thrown them more
upon their own resources, and taught them to foci that In
no way are tboy behind other nations. In the time of
peace wc boldly challenged the world to compote with us in
our invoutious. Roaping machines, sewing machines, en
glues, locks, Ate., commanded tho wonder and admiration
of all, and our mechanics contlnuod to astonish the world
by the rapidity with which thov produced this groal la¬
bor sav ing apparatus. But uow that rebellion and tho pros-
poctofavast civil war have darkened our horizon, after
a long continued and prosperous peace, the people of tho
United States are called upon to test tholr inventive
powers iu a way altogether different from that heretofore
exercisod. Wo have uow ritles, pistols, swords, steam
and breech loading cannon, together with an almost in"
Unite amount of (>atcnt projectiles, intended to sweep
our enemies off the face of the earth. Tho most
prominent among them are James, Parrott, Ilotchkiss,
and others, and considerable rivalry exists as to which
Is tho best. Kach party, of course, claims the superiority
of his invention, and has "friends at court'' to urgo hiRclaim, aud try and make the government adopt their
pattern. James and some few others hnvu a num¬
ber of their guns and projectiles already in the ser.
vice; but they have their favorites there as well as else¬
where, and it only makes "confusion worse confounded"
to bear and read tho various rejoins that emanate f ont
our conimunding oflicors, some of which speak lu the
most posiiivo manner of tlio uttor uselessness of u projec¬
tile that m a few days more is spoken of in the most
flattering terms by soma other officer equally oxi>ert-
.need. 01 course a great deal depends on the persons
who lire the gun. as many flue and extremely useful inven¬
tions may be rendered perfectly useless by being operat¬
ed upon by inexpcrieuced persons, while, on tho con¬
trary an inferior articlo may be made to auswor the
purixiso, for a short time, hy being handled by a
person having a knowledge, both theoretically and
pract ically, of the true principles of gunnery. Our naval
and military officers have had too short an experience of
practical war to condemn, upon a short examination, a

thing that has boon entrusted to tliem for an opinion as
to Its merits. A thing hurriedly looked at may be de¬
clared useless, which, upon a closer analysis, might be
found to possess many good qualities. For this reason
many of the new projectiles alludod to are being subject¬
ed to a severe test by the proper authorities, that there
may be a fair derision rendered and no one wronged. We
see no reason w liy there should be so much jealousy ex¬
hibited, as two or three inventors may accomplish the
end desired by different means, and if so,
there is plenty of room for both or all. Tho
L'nitei -States is building up an immense navy,
a* our soacoast will not be In the future left in the de¬
plorably helpless condition that it is in at present, and
has lie.-a for some time. Iho government has taken a

timely step In the matter, aud wo shall want all the good
guns that we can procure for some time Tho great point
to he attained, and to acquire perfection in which all are
trying, is to successfully combine the greatest force with
tho groatest accuracy ;and to accomplish this many have
been vainly trying for years in all countries. Perhaps in
this, too, Amurica will stand pre-eminent, and claim hor
su|>oriority as a nation of inventors, both in time of ]<eaceand of war.

One of the most prominent of those inventors is General
C. T. James, tho inventor of tho projectile and cannon
bearing bis name. He has already a great number of his
guns and balls in the government service; but he is anx-
'ous still further to show the excellence of them by re-
pouted losls and critical examination by the best
military and naval authorities that can bo
found. On# of those Interesting displays took
place at Sag Harbor, I.. I., last vroek, and the inspectingofficer was uo less a personage than Colonel Hudson, of
Q«neral McClelUn'a stair, who has charge of the Ordnance
Department, and bears the character of buiug one of the
best artillerists in the Uuited States. A graduate of West
Point, be haa made it a study fur years, and thu< stands
very high as an experienced artillerist. Colouel Hudson
was selected at the time of the commencement of our
troubles to reinforce Sumter; but our readers are well
aware of the Bight thai met bis eyes wheu the vessels ar¬rived olT that fort to render assistance to that devotedlittle baud of patriots.
The trial was to have taken place last Monday; butthe extreme severity of the weather precluded all ideu ofsuch a thing, and it hud to be postpouod for a short time.The following days proving favorable, the firing was com¬menced on Tuesday afternoon, and continued daily untiltho afternoon of Thursday, when Colonel Hudson declaredhimself satisfied with the result, and the party left forNew York that night.

THE OUN8 USED.
Tho guns used by General James in his interesting ex¬

periments consisted of one forty-two-pounder, one thirty
two.peuuder (both of iron and one twelve and one six
pounder brass pieces. Tlisforty-two-pounder was mountedon one of the old fashioned gun carriages, such as wereused in the olden time. It was ruther stiff, hut taken onthe whole worked very well. The thirty-two-poundorgun had the advantage of being mounted on an entire¬ly new carriage, made for it tho day before, and the con¬sequence was that the working of it was as near perfec¬tion as was possible without the aid of practiced artlller-'sts. The small guns were both new, never having beenbefore Both of them wero brought to the city
bv th«. float"''011' for the express purpose of bomg"use* J>C """ occasion.

THK PROJECTILES.
It is tii these that the invention of General James con¬

sists, which la the combination with a cylindro conoidal
projectile of an expansible ring or band, so (.hat the ex¬

pansive force of the gaws generated by the explosion of
the powder shall be exerted against the inside of the
ring, and press it into the rifled grooves, thus giving it

ila rotary motion on lea.-mg the gun The mode of con¬

struction is to make the pr jectile with a broad recess or

groove around (ton thecylindr.oal part from|wiik;h recess
ducts or passages extend thr .gh to the rear hollow end
of the ball. To this is fitted a ring or band of metal,
either lead or tin, so connected with the rscene that
it cannot be turned wi'hoit comrnun.cai.ing its mot,on to
the projectile. This Is covered with canvass saturated
with groaw. The force of the powder f..-,.es this ip into
the groove, stopping all escape of the gar *nd g g n,
ball Its tcrritlc velocity and power.

It has been urged as an objection to this kind o' projec
tile that the packing separates frotn it, and scat tern ->
that it might prove disastrous to some of the sots,.,,,
that H was not intended for , but the most reliable m
tary authority states that it is no more dangerous than
.be ord*»ary wadding of a cannon, and, from our own ex
perience, e can say that it is perfectly harmless. The
Board of Ottv «rs appointed to inspect and report upon the
projectile Ray,in regard to this:."The observat ions of the
Board on this point hint them to the conclusion that there
la no more force tn his object ion than will apply for the
aauue reason to the jank waifs of heavy cannon

For the shells a very simple and effective device has
been adopted. ]( constats hi an iron phmgor set into tho

cannon hut the canvass strip, it iH utterly Impossible forthe gun to receive any injury by friction of two metals,thus rendering tho grooves uneven. The Military Boardreferred to, in their report of the trial at Watch Hill,R.I., last year, say of tho projectile.1" that it is ad¬
mirably adapted to the various calibres of gnus now In
use, requiring only that they be rilled, which can bu done
at any fort or place, ami supplied writli the proper ammu¬nition,'' and " thai in mulling now riilud cannon for nso
with James'projectile, tho weight of tho gnu to throw
the same weight of metal may, it is believed, he mate¬
rially decreased." Aud they furlhor recommend that
fifty por cent of tho serviceable cannon at our forts anil
arsenals bo rilled at nucc and supplied with the neces¬
sary ammunition. The cousoipieiice is that General
James has us much hs lie can do to supply tho domand
made upon him en all sides. Tho projectile was patented
l ebruury 20,1856, and roissuod Ileccmbor 11,1860.

T11K 81'OT SELECTED KOK HKINll.
The placo on w liiub Uouaral James' battery is mounted

is a piece of open ground on tho shore, that rises as it
approaches the water, giving a natural'elevation to a gun
when it is lying at rest on the carriage. I' ooiuplolely
commands the ship channel, and offers a terribleob.-tacle
to tite entrance of a hostile licet, should such a thing be
attempted. Immediately In frout of it lies Cedar Island,
at a distance of four miles, Willi Its lighthouse, looking
like a comlortable farmhouse. On the right of it is
situated a douse wood,-, iulo which shut aud shell may bo
thrown with the greatest saluty, aud the sand bunks
along the shore afford splendid targets. Stretched behind
this eminence, to the right udU loft, lies the quiet andboautifui little town of Sag Harbor, with Its handsome
dwellings and tastefully arranged gardens, the cotlun
mill towering above all like u watchful guardiuu of
its smuiier and let s pretentious neighbors. The steam¬
boat wharf lies about a quarter of a mile to the lol't of
the bill, and commands a splendid view of tho firingwhen the Ganerul happens to try his favorites It is also
so situated us to command every |siiut of the horizou,
aud from it a fine view of tho harbor isnbluiued. Should
we have trouble wilh any foreign Power, the peace¬ful residents of Sag Harbor need not foar intrusive visi¬
tors win e they have a good battery of rilled cannon,
properly mounted, upon that hill, aud strong uud bravo
hoarls to mau them.

1 UK FIRING.FIRST DAY.
Owing to thu exposed situation or the battery ami the

heavy wind that wits blowing, it was l'ound impossible to
try (hit guns with any degree of dependence on Tuesday
morning, and it was accordingly deferred until the galo
should have somewhat lessened. In the afternoon the
guns were loaded anil prepurcd for action, under the pur-
Houul supervision of Colonel Hudson and General James.
The tlrst two shots flred wore from the forty-two-pounder,with the intention of showing a straight shot and a rico¬
chet shot on water. The distance selected for the tlrst shot
was one and throe quarter mile, the elevation of the gunbeing six and one-half degrees. The word was given to
Are,and uway sped the iron messouger on its errand,andwell It performed it, striklug u point on the bonk within a
few feet of tho spot aimed at. The ricochet was next, and
a splendid shot it was, skimming over tho water, makingthree or four graceful curves in Its course, which w is
straight as an urrow. notwithstanding tho wiud was blow¬
ing very hard.
The thirty-two pounder wa° next tried with a shell, at

an elevation of three and a half degrees. The charge whs
six pounds, and the range 0110 mile. Three of these shots
were fired, two of tbam bursting in the bank aimed et,sinking themselves several feet before exploding. Tho
oth"r tell a little short, although jierfectly in line. Two
or three more shots were tired; but they had to cease on
account of the high wind tlmt provailod, preventing
accuracy at a long range. Although but a small begin¬
ning of the flriug, colonel Hudson expressed his plea¬
sure at the result.

THK SkCOND DAY'S FIRING.
Very little improvement was visible in tho wealliar on

Wednosduy morning when the party arrived at tho hill to
commonce tho day's work. There was a perfect gale
blowing, and the air was so bitingly cold as to laugh al
gloves and overcoats, and render a hasty retreat udri.
sable to all but those intimately concerned. The conse¬
quence was that the audience was vory small, until the
blowing abated a little, and the hill was more endurable.
The tiring on thu second day was vastly superior to.that of tho llrst, and was continued both morning andufternnon. Several splendid shots were made, and some
of very long range. The tiring commoncod at about
cloven o'clock, two line ricochet shots being llrod from
the forty-two :pounder, both solid shot, weighing eighty-four pounds each. Tho elTcct of those riooch't shots on
the water is vory hue, and tho spray they throw as theyrieo from the surface of the wutcr is astonishing in its
eflect. At one time the ball will strike thu water but
once, dashing the spray in all directions, and then it will
take on upward fight, and with a graceful curve buryitself In the woods miles away. At another time,when flred at a lower elevation, it will, after first touch¬
ing the wuler, tako six and even ten bounds boforn dis-
ap|>oartng in the banla The next shots were timed, the
caunon being loaded with shell instead of ball. The fol¬
lowing is a table of these shots, showing the length of
time taken:.

We give the above as a fair sample of the whole, show¬ing as it does the immense power of the projectile. Colo¬

nel Hudson made the remark that some of the shots made
wore the best he had ever seen; in fact, be could And no
fuult with any of them. Quite a number of the shots
made were for the purjmsc of testing the accuracy of tbe
tiring at long ranges, both with shot and shell. Instead
of tbe usual style of erecting targets at stated distances,and tiring at them to determine the accuracy of the pro¬jectiles, different objects were selected, such as a clumpof trees, or a spot upon some of the sand banks at a greatdistance from the battery. This system reduced tho
practice to what would actually occur upon the fluid
of battle, and was the most severe test
to which anything of tbe kind could be
subjected.
One of the principal point? in artillery practiceis to make what arc termed lino shots, and to this

much time was devoted. Several distances were chosen,such as one,one and three-quarters, two, and three miles,and the experiments went very far to prove the superi¬
ority of .Tames- projectiles. In many instances the halls
or shells would falla little short or go some distance be-
)ond the points aimed at, but in almost every case the
shot would bo in a direct line for the spot indicated. The
audience, which by this time had groutly Increased,
would watch with breathless anxiety tho course of the
hall or shell, and as they saw it wtrtke or hurst in a lino
with the object, their admiration knew no bounds, and
they would gaze at the cannons us if tlioy were some¬
thing supernatural.

Aftor a recess for dinner the firing was commenced
again; hut It dififered very little from the morning's prac¬
tice. Severn! excellent shots were' made.line, ri-
cochot and long range shots.all of which gave the great¬
est satisfaction, everything working to a charm. At sun¬
set the firing was ceased, and matters wore put to rightsfor the next day's practise.

THE THIKI) DAY'S FIRING.
tin Thursday the tiring was continued. The morning

was remarkably line, scarcely a breeze stirring the sur¬

face of the water, affording a most pleasing contrast with
tho two days previous. Quite a number gathered to¬

gether on the bill to witness tho trial, amoDg whom wero

several ladies, who helped to enliven the scene, although
artillery practice was entirely at variance with their
ideas of enjoyment. Tuesday and Wednesday having bean
devoted almost entirely to the heavy guns, on Thursday
the twelve and six pounders were principally used. A
target was placed on the beach, about one tiiousand yards
from tho gun. at which shot, shell and cauuister
were discharged. Some of the shots weru splendid: but
tho target waa soon rendered useless by the use of shell
and catinister, smashing it into such small fragments
as to be suitable only for firewood. The guns
wore thou turned towards such targets us na
ture afforded, und they were legion. Tho guns
were loaded with caim.- ter for thepur|>ose of showing Its
ellect upon water, a thing almost impossible upon land,
as it fails to show in what direction the halls go, while
upon the water every shot and its cficct is clearly seen.
A second or two after the discharge of the piece the wa¬
ter would bubble as if a hail storm had suddenly struck
it, and that at a distance that put any fear as to the in¬
jury of our own troops entirely out of the question. After
being tired with this practice, line glints wore again tried
with tho most signal success. A stake statuling upright
in the water, at s"mo distance, was selected as a guide,
and towards It oil the shots were directed The first
went a little short, tho second struck directly at its bese,
the third a little beyond it, and tho fourth just grazed the
top. Every one of thoso shots was in a line m direct as

possible; not one of them would have missed auobject as

large us a horse, much lees a egiraent. A battery would
not be secure from such firing unless entirely out of
rang*?.
As Colonel Hudson was desirousof reaching Washington

witbiu a certain period, it was deemed advisable to bring
the firing to a okHe on Thursday, Ihe Colonel having ex¬

pressed his entire satisfaction at t 1m result of the p ac¬

tion, there being no point at which ihe slightest obiection
could be made. Everything was perfect, and there was

no unnecessary delay, as is customary upon such occasions.
As the CeDeral was anxious to show the effect at long

distance of the guns, it was arranged that as soon as the
steamer that contained the party bound for New York
hail reached a certain distance, three of the guns should
be fired.the signs! to be a dipping of the llag. As soon as

me boat got just opposite Cedar Island lightiiouse. tbo
flag was dipped, and a while smoke from tlie shore
was the response, shortly followed by a rushing
noise, not unlike the passage of a railroad train
The shots rushed by the boat, and buried themselves at a

TIIK QUESTION OP THK RECOGNITION OK A DISSOLU¬
TION OK OUK UNION BY KNOLAND OB ANY OTHER
EUROPEAN POWER.

OUKKKLATIONH Wim FOREIGN POWERS.

Washington, May 21, 1861.
Our government, It is quite understood, have docidod

on Iboir course should any foreign l'ower display aiiy dis¬
position to truckle to the rebel States. Any act of Inter¬
vention which affords direct advantage to the insurgent
States, and which tends to hamper or obstruct the action
of our government will load to the most docisive measures
on tho part of the administration. Frequent consulta¬
tions are tuking place on the best means of avenging any
interference in this domestic brawl, by England or other
Powers, and a completo programme, it is rumored, will
shortly ho settled upon.

It appears that moro than a month ago our govornmont
gave notice to the Powers of Europe who look part in the
Congress of Paris, in 1866, that they were willing to ac¬
cept the code hoy adopted at Lhat period, which declared
privateering to he piracy. How, thou, will it be possible
for England, ouo of ih Powers in question, to refuse to
accept the unqualified offer of our government to adopttheir own code? And how will it bo possible fur her
after this, to Heat tho rebel States simply as belligerents,
however pliant may be the opinions ol the legal advisers
ol' the crown? Is England disposed to become tho patronand partnorof pirates i.for such her own luws pronounce
privateers to be.
This timely act of our government places England in a

false and untenable position if she persists in regardingtho privateers of tho South merely uh belligerents.
Tills movemeet iu the liritish Parliament is considered

by the administration merely as a party measure, meunt
chiclly to embarrass l,ord Pulmerslon. they feel sure
thai the people of England are strangers to it.

It will be gratifying to the country to learn that our
government lias received the umplent assurances from
Austria I lint she w ill hnvo nothing to do with the rebel
States whatever: whilst Prussia has not hesitated to
lnauitcst iu plain terms her unequivocal gymputhy with
our cou.ilry.
The Secretary of SUte lias given notice to Mexico an-,

to other States thut the Monroe doctrine will be carried
out with all the energy and resouroosof lbo government,
and that nothing in the shape of foreign Intervention will
be tnlorated or submitted to for a single hour. Mexico
has boon assured In tlio most positive language that she
can depend on the active und determined support of this
country, should any European Power attempt to violate
her soil. A warning has been given to Spain that if ghu
ventures to accept tho artful profliir of Dominica she will
do so at her peril. This subject is one of too much deli¬
cacy to treat with freedom; but if I may tnf'or from tho
droppings of those who are tho best Informed,! should
say that Spain would do well to oxorciso the utmost dis¬
cretion in her foolhardy attempts to extend her dominion
in this part of tho world.

It is certainly remarkable thst tho three most despotic
European governments, those of Prussia, Austria and
Russia, have hastened to express their sympathy with
our internal troubles, and intimate their hidis|a>aitiiin to
give any direct or indirect aid or comfort to the Southern
rebels, while the rulers of England and France, whose
boast is a eertaiu liberality of political sentiment and
action, are slow in assuming a [sisition on the side of
law. and justice,and humanity, against anarchy, usurpa
tion and barbarism. Russia has evidently well remem¬
bered tlio American sympathies shown to her during the
Crimean war.
Tho government regards with absolute certainty the

involved. On this vital matter the President, the Secre¬
tary of State and all theCabinet entertain 1ml one view, and
uro animated by tho same sentiments. They feel they
can rely to any extent on the courage and energy of the
uation, which will sustain them at every sacrifice against
England and all the world, when they seo their dearest
rights assailed and their best interests rudoly trampled
on. It is fortunate for tho couutrv, at this momentous
crisis, that there should be no division of counsels as to
the best and safest policy both at home and abroad. II
Is equally fortunate that tho President and Cabinet put so
bigli an estimate on the sagacity and flrmness of tho
Secretary of State, as well as upon his thorough knowledge
of the condition and Interests of Europe, ihut they are
content at nil times to defer to his views and support his
suggest ions. !i cannot but (III with surprise all who mav-
liave followed the career of this utile statesman to see
his usual caution and Moderation suddenly converted by
the force of events into bolduessand derision. It is eori-
gol ing to think that wlulal ttie |«>rlfollo of the Stute De¬
partment Is in his iiands there will be no blunders to
regret, and certainly no timidity to deplore.

THE TRENT SETTLEMENT.
IMPORTANT FROM WASHINGTON -MASON AND SLIDRI.L

TO BK DELIVERED !'P IF DKMANHKD.
[From the New York Herald of Doc. 21.]

According to our latest advices from Washington, all
apprehensions or a rupturo with England u|g>u the late
alihir of the Trent may he dismissed. Our Cabinet, we
uro informod, looking to the absorbing and paramount
issue.the suppression of this Southern rebellion.will
yield to the present demands of England as tlio conditions
of her neutrality, even if these demands involve the res¬
piration of Mason and Slidell to tho protection of the
British flag, and a disavowal of and an apology for thoir
seizure by Captain Wilkes.

lu adopting this alternative of submission to these per¬
emptory demands, tho administration runs the hazard of
di.-api>ointing tho popnlar sentiment of [our loyal States.
But a little reflection will satisfy every intelligent mind
of the wisdom of deferring a linal settlement with Eng¬
land until wo shall have made an cud of thisNoiithcrn
rebellion. There hav«) been some conjectures that
arbitration may ho resorted to; but it is better
gracefully to yield to tho exigencies of the crisis,
and promptly relieve England of her convenient pre¬
text for n quarrel, without the intervention of any
third party. 1s t our government, thru, meet the requi
sitions of 1-ord Lyons, in the restitution of Mason and Sll->
deli to Br.iish protection, and in an acknowledgement
that, while Captain Wilkes would have been right in seiz¬
ing the Trent steamer aud in bringing her before a prize
court for adjudication, he was wrong in limiting his pro¬
ceeding to Ihe seizure of his prisoners; and that we re¬
gret that his controlling considerations of International
courtesy and leniency should have resulted in the very
oHence which it wa= his particular object to avoid.
An explanation of tins character, we presume, will bo

considered amply satisfactory, as an atonement to the
insulted (leg of England. It may be painful and hu
radiating to us. But who will reproach tho surprised
traveller tor yielding to the demand of "Your money
or your life,'' with the highwayman's pistol at his
h'-ad? Our government will be amply justitiod in this
reparation by the public opinion of our loyal States, con¬
sidering the rejoicings of our rebellious States at the pros-
ucct of securing the aid of England's lleots and armies in
the enterprise of the occupation of Washington. We are
called upon now to exhibit the virtues of patience and
moderation towards a domineering foreign Tower, and to
submit to its arrogant demands and pretensions, in order
to grapple-the more effectively withfio insolent domestic
.¦nainy beleaguering our national capital. Hut as Koine
remembered Carthage from the invasion of IlanuibaL, uud
as France remembers fit. Helena, so will the people of the
United States rumember and treasure up for the future
this little affair of the Trent.
Nor do we suppose that the pacific, solution or this diffi¬

culty, upou the basis of England's offensive ulUmatum,
will be without equivalent or compensation. We expect
that it will secure a raoro decent, regard hereafter for
England's professions of neutrality than she las hereto¬
fore exhibited; that such scandalous neutral hospitalities
as those lately extended to tho piratical steamer Nashville,
at Southampton, will not be repeated; and that such
commercial ventures us that, of tho steamw Bermuda
10 Savannah will cease to be aiade by British subje .is
from English ports,under the connivance of AerMajosly's
government. Granted that tho&e demands of England in
this matter of Maaon und Slidall were framed for war,
and not for peace, we have the eight to ca'J for a faithful
adherence to thin peace which has boon canceded where
war was exi>ectd«i and designed. Hut wo are asked why
theso Immlliatleg concessions spon a qnitble anil a pre¬
text? If England's purpose is war, will she u»t find
some other pretext upon whivh there can be no conces¬
sion? tV'c answer, that by yielding to the arrogaut de¬
mands of England upon the protext of to day vu shaJI
have reduced her to bonds of peace from whictxsha can.
not eacaps except as a reckless filibuster, liable to be

other European Power.outlawod by every
Meantime, with the re establishment of our peaceable

relatione with England, we shall be at Libetty to bring
our whole military power to bear by laud and sea u|xm
this domestic rebellion. We hope, too, that .admonished
by tho restless impatience of Rug and and Franco for
cotton, 1"resident Lincoln and his Cabinet will vigorously
push forward the movements of our fleets and armies,
and put an end to all European notions of an inevitable
Southern confederacy by the c|>oody overthrow of tho
spurious revolutionary Icugue of Mavis and his confede¬
rates. Then, with this rebellion suppressed, with our
revolted States restored, with an army of a million of
men iu tho field, with a powerful navy, Including a good
proportion of iron-platod ships, and with oursoacoast
anil frontier dofctices upon a war footing, we shall have
the power to settle, not only our outstanding accounts
against England, but tho power to prescribe the extent
and the limitations of European authority on this conti
nent.

TOTAL ECLIPSE OP THE SUN.

Tlie Law of Bellj«srn.'Tl»e Kcllpse of the
Sun thin Morning.Diugrnms of the
Phenomenon at Different Point* of the
Globe, &c.
Tho almanacs of J HOI have Btutod that a total eclipse of

tho huii w;ih to take place to-day , visible only as a partial
one ut Washington.

Before entering upon a description of tho present
eclipse, a Cow simple words ou that portion of tho law of
eclipses referring to that of tho sun may not be out of
place. An eclipse of the sun is caused by tho moon in Its
transit around the earth passing bolwoon tho sun and the
oarth; and, as both moon aud earth receive their light
from the sun, tho Ural in passing obsoures from the earth
tho light of the last, causing a partial darkness. At
those places where the total eoltpso is soon in its entirety
a darkness is thrown upon the earth almost equal to
night, so much so that birds have even been known to go
to roost. An eelipso of tho sun can only take place when
tlio moon is at that phase kuown as new moon.
By the lunar tables of Hansen and those of the son by

Ia Vorrior, the path of tho centre of tho shadow during
the proscnt oclipso will bo as follows:.

of the Isiaud of Trinidad, to the Atlantic Ocean, where,
in longitude forty-two degrees west. It attains its least
north latitude, six and one-fourth degrees; then changing
its course to the northeast it touched Africa uear Cape
Verd; thence pnsscd across Sonegambia. the Ureal Desert,
Tripoli, and the Mediterranean to Oreoce, where it left
tho earth near the ancient city of Corinth, having occu¬

pied in its passage across tho earth three hours uudi forty
seconds.
The width of tho moon's shadow on the earth did not

at any place oxcoed forty mil 's, anil tho duration of total
darkness a minut&unil a third; where the moon was low
the width of its shadow did not exceed ten miles, and tho
duration of totality lasted only a few seconds. In the
southwest part of Trinidad it ^as fifty-nine seconds.
Nevertheless tins eclipse will be tho last total obscuration
of the sun which occurs undor favorable circumstances
for observation until thapof April 25,1865. since, although
tho moon's shadow will roach tho earth ou May 3, 1864,
it barely .duos so, and only in distant points of tho Pacific
Ocean.
The wholo of the eclipse lias been visible as a J

partial one in the British Provinces of Prince Edward
Island, Vew iiruuswtok. Nova Scotia and Newfound¬
land, but ut ad places in tho United States ox'

cept Past port tbc sun did not rise until after the
commencement of tho obscuration.

CASK OF JEFi KKD8.

At tho opening of the rourt yesterday, the District At¬
torney stated that he had received a letter from Mr.
Brady stating that his throat continued in auch a condi
tion as to prevent his appearing in court, and that he de¬
sired the sentence of lefferds o lio over for a while longer.
Mr. Waterbury conferred with Mr. Iloiinee, the other of
Jcffi'rils' counsel, aid theu stated that ho would consent
that the mailer should go over to Saturday next.

I he reason.- for this delay were stated by Mr. Holmes
whon the matter was before tho court on Saturday last,
who then said tha. the defence should contend that un¬

der the statutes ias they now stand, no punishment what¬
ever can be inllhted on a prisoner on n conviction for
murder in the Irst degree. Or, tr a punishment can b#
inflicted, It catamount only to one year's inoarceration
in tho Slate H ison, and that any sentence to doath would
bo entirely imperative an i void, for Hie reason that the
death penaty in all cases ho* been abolishod.
