Vanderbilt, Captain Lefevre, from Port Royal, yesierday,
we are put in of gome particulars of the battle
of Beaufort Ferry, Port Royal, which will be perused
wilh intercst by those who wish success to the eause of
the Unjon, The result of the engugement at Beaufort
has been an overwholming defest of the rebels, who
became seized with a panic when confronted by
*iYankee! buoilets and “Yonkee'’ stecl. Below we give
all the particulars tnal could be gleaned about the battle.

The Vanderbilt left Port Royal on the 34 inst., and
arrived in this harbor a little after nine o’clock yesterday
morning. She was detalned in the snow siorm for some
time, ana consequently did not reach the Battery until
nearly one o'clock. Ehe brings 2,007 bules of Sea Ieland
cotton eonsigned to Colomel Tompking, United States

COMPOBITION OF THE EXTEDITION.

The military pertion of tho expedition consisted of Gen.
Blevens' brignde, namely—the Houndhead regiment, Col.
Lewsure; Eighth Michigan, Col. Fenton; Fiftieth Penusyl-
wania, Col. Christ, and the Seventy-ninth. New York,
Major Morrison, together with the Forty-seventh New
York, Col. Fragior, and the Forty-cighth New York, Col.
Perry, the entire force bemng under the command of Gen.
1. 1. Stevens.

The naval portion by the gunboats Pembina, Feneca,
Ellen and Ottawa, all under the command of Capt, Ray-
mond Rogers, of the Gagehip Wabash.

MOVEMENT OF THE TROOPS.

The troops were marched from Beaufori, during the
315t of December, to the mouth of Brick Yard creek, within
‘which had been prepared fints and other boats for the
Aransportation of Gen. Stevens’ command. They cronsed
early on New Year's morning, baviog accomplisbed
the passage by eight A, M. They had then some four ur
five miles o march before reaching Port Royal Ferry.
The Otlawa and the Pembina were meanwhile delayed
by the state of the tide at or near the mouth of the
creck, one of them ge:ting aground. A delay also oc.
carred In the movemenis of the troops, owlng, it 8
stated, 10 & misapprehension by Colonel Fenson of the
orders lssucd 0 bim; (his delay, bowover, was but
slight, and oceasloned mo sericus incomvenience. The
Senoca, In this time, had performed hor portivn of thd
task, fired into Poyd's Neck in an alarming manner, and
afterwards, in conjunction with the Eilen, ebclled
the work at Seabrouk, & mile or twu to the west of the

ferry.
THE ADVANCE OF THE TROOPS,

The troops under General Stevens advanced towards
the principal battery (at the ferry) in advance of the
gunbeats, and on the way a =skirmishing took place that
atill longer Jmpedod hem, A force, Judged by Goneral
Stevens to be about one thousand strong, was posted in
some woods on his right, and the first knowledge be ob-
talned of its existonce was by a firing from s light bat.
tory. A part (at least bulf) of the Michigan Eighth was
deployed as skirmishers, to ascertain more particularly
the position and strepgth of this battery, and despite s
firing advanced to wighio & bundred yards of b, acting
with great coolness and conraye, and succooding entirely,
In discovering the position of the guns, and also in driaw-
ing & heavy fire from a body of infantcy, Having thus
accompliahed their object, they retired as akirmisbers
rapidly, but in complote ovder.

THE MOSQUITO FLEET OPEN FINE.

The Ottawas and Pemnbina, being in range of the forry
openad firo upon it with such effect that if any foree re
mained until then in the battery it was driven out before
var troops arrived, they being so complotaly bewildered
as not to attempt 1o come from under cover of the woods,
nor oven atlempting to offer uny furthor opposition to the
advince of our troops.  Bome nine or ten of the Michigin
ragiment were wounded in the #kirmish, incinding Major
Watson. One of the woundoed has sinco died,

GALLANTRY OF THE NEW YORK HIGHLANDERS,

Tie Seventy-ninth New York wag here ordered to

1 on and eanter the fort, which they did in the most
oruerly and brave manuer, bat on reaching the furt found
it entirely desertod—all the guns, exeept one lwelve
pounder, having been removed.

When the Unien regimonts were in possession of the
fort, thé puuboate were signalizod, nnd they fmmedintely
glosed in, i order to eover onr troops; and they at once
commuonesd the destraction of the dort,  The gun was
mecured, the battery leveled, somo remnme of camp
equipage., tents, ko, were demolihed , and two buildings,
used for military purposes by the rebels, wers burmed,
The rebois seeing this, and evidently autieipating so ad-
wance of our loree, sat fire to numerous olbsr buillings.

HEREL PORTIFICATIONS DEMOLISIED, .

A special despatch to the Garette from Huttonsville,
Virginia, says that an expedition, consistiog of 400 of the
Fifth Ohio, 300 of the Second Virginia, and forty of
Brocken's cavalry, which was sent ont by General Milroy
o attack I ille, woa s lot
They attacked the enemy on Baturday morning, con-
gisting of 400 cavnlry and 350 militia. After skirmishing
an hour the enemy rotired with a loss of 80 killed and
wounded. On our ide nono were logt. $80,000 worth of
army stores and clothing were captured nod destroyed.

Cmomxam, Jan. 6, 1862

The Commercial’s despatch from Hutlousyille says that
Huntersville was a depot for supplies In Western Vir~
ginia,

Their cavalry were armed with Sharp's carbines, and
attacked us two miles from Huntersville. We drove
them from poiot to point.  Fioally they beat a
hasty retreat out of town as we cbarged through it-
Their supplifs, consisting of 360 barreis of flour, 300
salted beeves, 3,000 pounds of salt, large quantitics of
sogoer, cofles, rice, bacon and army clothiug, worth from
twenty-live to thirty thousand dollars, were entirely de-
stoyed. We captured a large number of Sharp's carbines,
sabres and pietols. The Stars and Stripes were left float-
ing over the Court House. Our iroops retarned to Hut-
toneville In fine spirite. -
