Rappahannock river, and the probability is thought to
be tnattho York river Is the point of attack. Batteries
were erected on the York river as long ago as the 1st of
June, and were described in my letter of JuneS. The num.
ber of these batteries bos been gradually increased since.
But since General Burns id u's expedition began to be
talked of, the greatest activity has prevailed in the
mounting of additional guns, supplying tho magazines
with ammunition, 4c. The most reliable accounts from
there state that Magruder's Tores along the river, from
Yorktown to Weet Point, ia not less than fifty thousand
strong. It will be remembered that the York river is as
wide as the Potomac at Alexandria. It is well, however,
If Burnsido's expedition really is destined to usceud mis
stream, that it is strung both in ships and men, Tor there
is no question as to the ability of the rebels there to d«;
feat an expedition of ordinary strength.

The annual report of the Board of Police OoinmiSMonere

of New York was yesterday laid before the Legislature.
It is as follows:.
The Board of Police, in conformity with the thirtyninthsection of the Police act, respectfully submit the

following report:.
The Police Department of the State government, within

the Metropolitan district has continued to perform its
functions without interruption. The public peace hue
been maintained, the laws of the State and of the local
uniuiuiw uitvo uum auimou, auu uio vw iuuv uuur»

confided to the police have, it is believed, been faithfully
niscbarged,
The police force consists of one Superintendent of Police,

four Inspectors. 38 Captains, 180 Sergeants, and 2,000 pii
trolmen, of wnom 30 Captains, 129 8ergeants aud 1,800
potrolraon are statloued in the city of New York, and the
remainder in the city of Brooklyn. Since tbe date of the
last annual report the. Supervisors of the city or New
York have authorized the increase of the patrol force of
that county from 1,400 to 1,800 men.a number ample to
repress any outbreak against the public peace and to protectproperty and life.

It is estimated that, for the proper protection of tbe

public interests, tbe police force of a city should be as
one policeman to every Ave hundred inhabitants. This
proportion is maintained in tbe city of New York, but in
Brooklynwhich contains three hundred thou-and
inhabitants, there are stationed but two hundred
patrolmen, or one to every one thousand Jive hundred
inhabitants. Repeated applications have been made to
tbe authorities of that city for permission to increase the
patrol force, bufwithout effect. The Police act of 1880
provides for tbe appointment of forty captains and sixty
sergeants. The incrsose of the patrol force in New York
renders it necessary that tbo number ot'ofllcers should be
increased. It is respectfully recommended that provision
shall be aaade for tbe further appointment from time to
time, ns the requirements of the service shall dictate, of
ten captains and forty sergeants.

sanitary police.
The act of 1880 directed the Board of Police to set apart

a portion of tbe force as a sanitary police, to Inspect lite
safety of ferry boats, manufactories, slaughter houses
and edifices regarded as unsafe, and to take all necessary
legal measures for promoting the safety of life in such
houses and factories. Under this provision the Board of
Police detailed a sergeant and a squad of eighteen patrol
men In tbe city of New York, and a sergeant and similar
force in Brooklyn,as the sanitary forces of the twoeitics.
The squad in New York are divided as follows.For the
examination and test of boilers in ferry boats and factoi les,
five men,experts; for tbe inspection of tenement houses.
six men, unsafe buildings, nuisances, sc., seven men.
A physician. with the pay of a patrolman, is attached to
the squad, whose duty it is to visit cases or infections
diseases, and to provide for their removal to tbo proper
hospitals, and to oxamine nuisances respecting the public
health. 2,504 steaio engines in New York. anil 607 ots in

engines in Brooklyn, of which 454 were found to be detective,and wore remedied by order of the Board of Police.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

Wednesday, Jan. 8.6 P. M.
The upward movement in gold continues; todaymost of the brokers quote it 4 per cent

premium. Exchange is also better; the best bills
are held at 114% a 115; but, as usual on Wednesdays,there is nothing doing. People are wonderingwhat should make gold worth 4 per cent. The
reason is very simple. Pending the inaction of
Congress on taxation, people are not willing to
hold Treasury notes, and a large proportion of the
merchants iuvest their mcaus in gold and exchange
as the safest kind of property to hold. As soon as

Congress passes a proper Tax bill, exchange and
gold will fall, and the holders and receivers of
Treasury notes will begin to invest tiiem in dividendor interest pitying property of some kind or

other.
The money market is easier; we hear of severe]

loans at six per cent, though seven is still the
regular rate. Paper is scarce; the best going is
what brokers are beginning to call "shoddy
paper," viz: acceptances of merchants and
bankers here drawn against goods made in the
country for government use.

Stocks were less active to-day than yesterday,
but there was a great deal of outside buying
never) heless. At the opening in the morning,
stocks were very Arm and tended upwards. On
the call, however, an increased supply came from
some of the jobbers, and prices gave way a fraction,closing weak. After the board the market
steadied, and gradually gained strength, until, at
the dose of the second board, it was quoted strong
at a small advance. The features of the situation
appear to be a scarcity of stock, and a gradual
increase of outside business, coupled with a tendencyon the part of the street and board jobbers
to move with caution so long ub any doubt remains
with regard to the action of Congress on the
financial question. The new financial policy of
government and the expected news from England
are regarded as likely to assist the market; the
only remaining "card" of the bears is the prospectof a disaster to our forces on the Potomac.
Government stocks continue to appreciate; the ti's
of 1KM rose %, and so did the 5's of 1874.
There was an active demand for Treasury notes.
Among the State stocks, North Carolinas rose yt,
and Missonris %; Virginias declined %. it
is rurions that the bonds of Virginia, which
owes $43,000,000, is thoroughly ruined by
the war, and cannot for many years, if ever,
pay bur iuterost, are aclliug at eight per cent
above the bonds of Missouri, which only owes $<
000,000, and will probably come out of the war a

free Slate, with greater resources and greater capabilitiesof wealth thau auy other State of the West#
The favorites among the railway shares continue
to be the Krie, Central, Toledo, Catena and Burlingtonand Quinfy. Central rose to-day %, Erie
preferred %, Unions %, Michigan Southern %,
Michigan Central %, Toledo %, Rock Island %,
Burlington and Quinry %. Tlierc is considerable
inquiry for trie securities, which, under the new

organidation, appear to be attracting some attentionamong capitalists. It is figured that in the
