Albany, Jan. 8, 1862.
Bat little has been done to-day by either bouse. There

appears to be, in fact, a disposition to do as little as possibleuntil the committees aro appointed and tho policy
of the djminant party is developod. Under tho surface,
or, as I might moro appropriately state, the tub rota
W'Wk is all directed towards bringing influence upon the
Speaker and Clork, tho latter to appoint bis deputies, and
the former tbe officers of tho House and the arrangement
of his committees. The list of the committees will cot be
stinounced until about Monday next. The Committees
of Ways and MeanH, Militia, and Cities and Villages are
looked upon as the important committees of the session,
end thoro is a great scramble for place on tbe two
latter. Madame Rumor has already made out those committeesfor the Speaker; but inasmuch as they are not
fixed by Mr. Raymond himself or the decrees of Madame
Stumor ratified by him, I refrain from giving them, knowingthat they are entirely unreliable.

Both houaee had short sessions to-dny.only about one
bour each. In the Senate several bills wero noticed;
among them was one for fortifying Cape Vincent, at tbe
tormlnus of the Rome and Watertown road.

and Brooklyn should have a different militia system from
the rest of the Slate, and it creates confusion and want
of uniformity of action.
Sixth.The enactment of a series of articles of war

for the government of troops in the service of the 8tate
in time of war, when not mustered into the service of the
I'niled Stum*, to be prepared u]>on the basis of those of
the United States, with such modifications only u are
nfict'krarv to ftHunt thorn to the State catvice.
The Judge Advocate fays .Many of the suggestions

contained in this plan for organization loolt to the permanentimprovement of the militia. There are others relatingto ita speedy organization for the defence of tbo
State should its services be required for that purpose.
It is of the first importance that skeleton organizations
at least should be created at once In every regimental
district of this State, so that by volunteering or by drafting,they may, if necessary, be filled up at very short
notice to the proper standard; and to effeot this some
further legislation is necessary, the details of which are
submitted. It Is my opinion that your Excellency would
Qnd it impossible to proceed under the militia laws as

they stand at present, in a case of emergenoy, and that
the modifications and amendments suggested are imperativelynecessary.
