THE NEWS BY THE CANADA.

Httirax, Jan 8, 1882. <

Tho steamship Canada, from Liverpool at throe o'clock j
-on the afternoon of the 28th, via Queenstown on the 21 th
mt December, arrived here at nine o'clock this (Weiines <

day) morning.
The dates per the Canada are two days later than those 1

already received.
The Canada brings about 300 troops, a strong battery of

artillery and over 900 tons of military stores.
'

The Canada has also twelve passengers and £60,000 in

niecie. (
When the Canada left Liverpool a state of suspense

prevailed, and tho greatest anxiety was felt relative to

the advices per the Africa, then due, in response to those
from England by the Europe.
The .learner Hibernian was to sail from Liverpool on the

Sd of January, with 800 to 700 troop., touching at St.
Johns, N. B., to land them.

Ihe steamship Africa was to sail from Liverpool on the
8th of January. She would alee take a number of troops,
landing ibem at Halifax.
The iron-plated frigate Warrior had got her sails heart,

and was to be kept in readiness to leave, pending the sohition of the American question.

Great Britain.
Deputations from reiigtous denominations, Including

the Congregational Union, the Baptist Union, and the
Baptist Board, bad an interview on the 27th of Decern-
ber with Earl Russell an the subject of the threatened
war with America.
The English papers continue to teem with articles on

the American question, but as they are mostly confined
to speculations, on the eve of solution, it is not essential
to give them.
As the nearest precedent yet quoted to the Trent case,

the London liwut draws attention to the aflhir of the
Dutch brig Hendrlc and Aieda, captured by the British in

1777, while she was bound to a neutral port. She had on
hoard five officers for the American army. The ship and
efficerg were released by the British Admiralty, tho
Judge ruling that although the officers frankly admitted
their positions, yet as they were passengers on a neutral
hip. which sailed from a neutral port for another neutral

Bort, the proximate destination of the passengers was entitledto be regarded aa an innocent destination, and they
were consequently set at liberty.
The London Tim. t claim? that this case plainly ottabUabe«the principle that between one neutral port and

another all persons and things^ whatever may be legallycarried.
The I.ondon Daily yam, in a letter from Hamburg,

gives an account of a meeting of English merchants
there, at which a Mr. Ward, British Charge d'AOairesi
read a paper purporting to be Earl Ruasell'a note to Lord
Lyons in regard to the Trent aflair.

It
is well known that Prince Napoleon visited the Northern

of iho old Union. In fact, the Prince, takingthe views of the war which Uu.se around
him painted out, camr to the conclusion that France
should give warm encouragement to thefederal government,and look upon the Confederates as rebels doomed to defeatend punishment. These opinions have certainlytnude very little impression on the French goverunieiil,which, like our own. has resolved on strict neutrality,ami it may be that subsequent events have olierod the
zeal which had been excited in the Prince himself byNorthern hospitality. However, he is still supposed to
sympathize with the federal States, and the Opinion ,\a
tionale, of course, exaggerates and burlesques the sentimentsof its patron. Hut at this momentous crisis what
is the worst that an unfriendly writer can say of us? Not
that we are in thu wrong.not thut wo have shown cap-
tFineness or arrogance.not that we havu failed in any of
the duths of a neutral.uot thut we shall overstrain our

England and Franca to Rule tlia World.
[From the london Times, Dec. 26.]

A correspondent, whose letter we inserted a few (lays
ago, has accused us of overlooking the point of Mr. Cobden'sarKument m favor of arbitration. To whoso arbitrationshould tbo question be referred? England, as
having made the proposition, would be called upon to
name an arbitrator. But to any one whom she should
same there wonld be sure to exist the strongest objections.If site were to name the Emperor of the fronuh,
America might argue, with great reason, that the Emperorof the French had already expressed an opinion advcrsoto and subversive of her claims. If we should
take the Emperor of Austria America might urge that he
would be a partial judge in such a case, from the treatmenthe received in the rescue of Colonel Turr; and,
indeed, by the very last advices wo observe that Count
Recliberg nas intimated to the American government that
the British demand for reparation is fully justified. If
we took the Emperor of Russia, something might be
made of the very close relations which exist between the
colony of Sitka and tho Hudson's Bay Company. One
Power would be too small and another loo laigo, and it is
impossible to say how long diplomatic industry might
keep tho decision in suspense. On tho other hand, supposingtho olfer to be made by America, with every conceivablecircumstance of apparent fairness and moderation,what third Power are wo likely to agree upon as the
arbitrator of the question at issue, and tho holder of the
prisoners pendente tile? France hue already spoken, and
has pronounced in our favor. With England and P. ance
tu/reed, what third Power would be listened to if it presumed
to differ?
England Suspicions of l.ouls Napoleon

and Why.

That Louis Napoleon desired to participate in our proceedingsis known; but most certain it is that any intimationto tliut effect baa been, on our side, tti inly b it
courteously declined; arid wo can easily poceive that the
Emperor has only respected us the more for that decision.Wo shall, however, understand his conduct betterif wa glance at a precedent which a[fords far m. ro
than a parrallol to the present' situation. It will cnublo
us to nndoisUtid why tho reigniug sovereign of France
ilosircs tlial England should not have a monopoly of the
glory in any At antic war, and still more that she should
uot carry on the war at all. That purchase of Louisiana,
which Mr. Jefl'orson thought so expedient for the
United States, although so unconstitutional, was
attended, at its very birth, by some curions and
complicated questions. Even then the Texan dillleuity
was foreseen. Tho magnificent territory virtually belonged,by tho right of discovery, to Louisiana, and the
cession of the one almost implied the cession of the other.
"Was this distinctly understood?'1 asked some anxious
politician; on which Mr. Monroe urged that the Americansshould not trouble their hoods about their Texan
rights, but should concentrate their attention on securing
Louisiana, since Texas would as surely fall to them as the
poar when it is ripe would fall into the lap from its stem.
Tlie simile was afterwards publicly used by Mr. Adams;
but its real author was Monroe, who was subsequently
harped with the special mission of ascertaining
whether Spain Interposed any obstacle to the
session of liOuisiana from Franco tc the United
States. All doubts of that kind had beenremoved,and Monroe had Joined the other plenipotentiaries
in Paris;every condition had boen settled; nothing remainedbut to affix the signatures to the treaty; and all
the ambassadors were assembled for tho purpose, awaitingonly tho presence of Napoleon I. Ho entered tho
room, folded his arms in the manner so characteristic of
miu, ami, necmiug ui lurgei me wora in nanu, warned tip
and down with an abstracted air, as if tbero wero still
much to ponder before proceeding to btieinees. Suddenly
he looked round and asked *W tint price wee to ho given
fortheced'd provinces?" lu otter astonishment at a que*,
liou io lato iu the proceedings, Mr. lavir.pstou replied that
the price already proposed and accepted by Fi ance was
sixty million*of francs. "What 1" cried Napoleon,''a
mere bagatelle!" and, from the indignation
of his manner, the plenqiotentiarlc* imagined
for a moment that ho was about toretractfrom the bargain. But suddenly changing he exclaimed,"Very well; let it go. It will create a power
that will one day or other contest the supremacy of tho

Deductiug,however, the sum of 83,000,000 obtained by the nlienatiouof 35,000,000 of Neapolitan and 28,000,000 of S-ici
lian rentes, and also part of tho proceeds of the last nationalloan, tho dettelt in 1882 would bo reduced to
169,000,000 lire (about $30,600,004). The minister proposedto covor this deficit by means of new taxes, which
would yield 139,000,000 lire. Tho balance of 20,000,000might he covered by a fresh issue of Treasury binds, tho
amount of those already in circulation being onlyOff,000,000 lire. An extraordinary bitting of the Chamberwas held in the ovening.in which tho budget was
provisionally approved by 202 votes aguinst 39.
