basement. The trick was effected by means of
a trap door, but In this Instance the springbecame rusted and would not work. Justice
Connolly held Hughes end Earls to bail, each in the sum
ef $800, to answer; but discharged the remainder of the
prisoners on their own recognisances. The affitir created
