Fire and Explosion In Williamsburg.
About ten o'clock yesterday morning a Are broke out

in the oil factory of Faigle A Williams, at the foot of
South Second street, Williamsburg, caused 6y the burst
log of a still. The oil manufactured at this establishment
was not kerosene, as many supposed, but the Pennsylvaniaoil, which is pumped up from subterranean wells,
and has to undergo much preparation before it is At for
use. It appears that the raptbn, which is generated by
the boiling oil, came in contact with the Are in tho furnaceand exploded with a terrific report, complete'y
stripping the building of tho roof, tearing down a portionof the side walls and covering with llames all the
combustible material in that portion of tho building. It
wm fortunate that the building in which the explosiontook plauu was detached trim the muin
portion, or the consequences would have been much
more serious. The main building was completely
filled with materials for an extensive conflagration. The
lire Department of the district was promptly in attendance,and did mi st efficient service in preventing the
extension of the Humes. No accidents of any kind occurred,with the exception of one mau belonging to tho
factory, who was soin what injured by tho explosion,
but not to an extent to prevent him from attending to
his usual labor. During the fire the Greenpoint and
Brooklyn cars were prevented from making their usual
trips. Sometimes a dozen and more were waiting until
tho removal of the engines off the track would allow th 'm
to nrneeed. The fire was totally extinguished.after three
hours' hard work, by the firemen. The loss Is estimated
at about $6,000, on which there is a slight insurance, but
in what companies our reporter could not learn.

Tlic resolution referring the communication to the
Committee on Supplies was then adopted, twenty three
voting in the affirmative and eleven in the negative
A commiinicati >n was received from the Committee on

Free Academy soliciting the Board to memorialize the
State legislature to appropriate the sum of one hundred
thousand dollars for the purpose of erecting a fireproof
building for the library of the Free Academy.
The communication was laid over for further considerationat the next meeting of the Roard.
Mr. S. s. Randall, the City Superintendent of Public

Schools, presented his annual report, from which It np
pears that a million and n half of dollurs was expended
in the support of our public schools last your, and nearly
on equal amount lias been raised for their maintenance
during the ensuing year. Eight hundred and twenty thousandd: l.'ars were | aid to the teocbe s, male and female,
who conducted tho operations of these schools; seventysixthousand dollars for scliool apparatus, and two hundrcdfind flftv.ninn fhmiKand for hnildinrr rnmndftlLncr and
furiit lung school houses, and upwa ds of one hundred
and fifty thousand dollars for the support of tlio
numerous evening achools, the Free Academy,the incidental expenses of the Board of Educationatid the salaries of its officers. One bundrel
and sixty thousui.d children, between the ages of four
and twenty-one, were under instruction for a greater or
lees period during the year, in the several public and
day schools, exceeding, by nearly twelve thousand, the
number taught during the preceding year; while, in the
forty evening schools, taught during a period of flvo
mouths, from fifteen to twenty thousand pupils were
under iflstrurtii D. The average dahy aliendaiKO of pu-pll8 In the several day schools, during the year, was up-
wards of sixty-two thousand, exceeding, by nearly live
thousand, tho uverage of the preceding year; and in the
^Veiling schools this avcrago amounted to about ten
thousand. srventhen hundred teachers, about fifteen
hundred of whom were females, have been in daily attendanceupon these schools, and a largo proportion of
them have been cngagod in the tuition of tho eveningschools.

The fuueral of Col. Sam Colt took plan- on Tuesday
afternoon,al his late residence on Wuihendtvld avenue.
The time lor the obsequies was iixed at three o'clock, but
two boors before the appointed hour the |>copio begun to
gather ou the axeiiuotu frent of tho bouse and on tiie
grounds about it At two o'clock tliero was a stream of
iieonir .p.-1. both Sidei of Maui street hudiiur to lbs
place. Upon no occasion hnve the people of the town
come out id such force as tliey came out yesterdsy to
testify their respect to thu man who bad added bo greatly
to the prosperity of hi.* native city.

At throe o'clock tbare was a dense mass of men, wo
meu and children packed upon tlia walks and street in
front of tha house. At that tuue, too, the workmen In

(20th September, 1861), 1 found several appropriations
appertaining to th.s department nearly exhausted. among

sand d.-llars ($7,000), and tho slate ot the roads was such'
as to require considerable work to place them In a |*sas b'.econdition. 1 was convinced,after a personal exuminati'n.thatunless the woik already commenced was proceededwith, that which had b.-en done, and the amount*
paid therefor, wuuld be oi no practical benefit to the publie.1 deemed it for the best interest or the city to have
tho work progress, which has resulted in placing the
roads in a fair condition, and tho crcaliug of liabilities to
abrut seventeen thousand dollars ($17,000). nearly sixUen thousand tiodars of which is lor day laborers, and
cuinot be paid uulil ibe appropriations for this year shalli
have s«*syd your honorable both t and be confirmed by,
the Staie Legislative. '

Bunting of tlie Government House, Toronto,Caiiails.
lb' Toronto papers of the ldtli iust. contain the particular-ofthe burning of the Government House in that

city on the 11th inst.:. '

The buildiug was lately in the occupation of Mrs. Mer
car. iind used us n boarding s« h >ol lor young ladies, and
the Hon. Mr. Killuly, Commissi ner of Public Works, had
others in the north wu.g. as ha also Col. Macdougall, In

spieling Kield (tfliccr of Militia. All these parlies, how
ever, vacated the premises early last week, the governmenthaviiur craned the use of them to the officers of the
Thirtieth regiment.

Fifteen of these gentlemen, including Major Fil'.on,
Captain llrooko, Captain Clinkson, Lieutenant Morewood,
Lieutenant Gornett and otheri, moved into the building
on Fri'iav last, and had not gut comfortably selticd in
their new quarter* before tlie lite camo to eject them.
Ilia flumes were .first discovered a few minutes before
eleven o'clock by sonie of tbe sot vauts in tJm establishment,when tlio ulnrm whs Immediately given. The bugle
call ol -'fire'' was sounded at the CJtieea's printing olUce,
where two hundred men of the regiment are garrisoned.
They turned out nnd made their way te the lire, where
they were actively employed iu removing and protecting
furniture and endeavoring to extinguish the tiamrs.
The lire had reached the roof nearly urer tlte main

entrance, and whs spreading along toward the West oves
the apartments occupied by tbo Prince of Wales when be
visited Toronto, und also over the grand bull room built
for Sir Ldrnuud Head, the late Governor General. The
flames progressed slowly, the heavy rough cast walls
preventing ihetu bursting through to the exterior. The
lower part ol the building appealed Pi be untouched, but
the (Ire obstinately made us way nlong the second story,
defying the utmost exertions of those who maimed the
entities.

Tl.e lire cr.ntinued till six o'clock in the morning, at
which tinio lilt grcattir part of the main building was

gutted. th' tipper story being almost completely de
strayed. The only |airtion saved was the norlborn wing,
but it was much damaged by water. The servants'
apartments and kitchen on the northwest escaped. The
drawing and hall room overlooking the p irk on the south
front, and the suit uf rooms occupied by the Prince ol
Wales and the I dike of Newcastle on the s ound floor
were almost entirely consumed the walls alone being
lef t standing The hall ro ira was a very handsome and
capacious apartment, beautifully decorated and finished,
as w«i also the drawing room adjoining They were
both unoccupied. The furniture and other effects of the
officers were nearly all rsirui ed in safety, but of course
considerably injured.
Tbe origin of tbe lire appears to be enveloped In con

colorable mystery. All wo know Is that at first the
flames appeared to have greatest volume and strength in
the second story, nearly over the main entrance. Ibe
opinion is general, however, that the tire was purely accideutolThe building was, we believe, fully Insured
Within the nart ten rears it had undergone considerable
repair* and recelved'extensive additions. The main porlionwas arocted upwards of thirty year* since. and wa>

occulted successively by Coventors Sir John Colborne
Sir Franc.* lloml Haad, Sir (leorge Arthur, Mr. Pouleit
Thompson, afterwards Lord Sydenham, and Sir Edmnud
Head.

In 1847, tne acat of government being then in Mod
treat, It was occupied by the normal achool establish? I
In that year. On the return of the government to TorontoIn IMP It was uaad for departmental purpoaea. In
1866 many additions were made to the building and the
whole thoroughly repaired for the occupation (J Sir Ed
mund llcad, who for four yeara found In it a pleasant and
comfortable residence. In I860 It waa refitted for the
Prince of Wales, and last year Mrs Mercer obtained the
use of it from the government.
