captured a ship laden with arms, ammunition, Ac., tryingto run our blockade. She was at once sent North with
a prize crew. The particulars of the dimesionsof the
gallant Augusta are:.Length on deck, 220 feet 8 inches;
breadth of beam, 35 feet 4 inches; depth of bold, 13 feet;
depth of hold to spar deck, 21 feet 10 inches; draft of
water, with armament, Ac., 13 feet; tonnage, 1,350
tons. Her hull is of white oak, live oak tops
and ends, and chestnut, and is square fastenedwith copper. Her floors are moulded sixteen
and a half inches, sided sixteen inches, and her frames
are thirty-two inches apart from centres. Around these
frames iron straps are diagonal and double laid, four and
a half by three-quarter Inches, thus rendering them very
secure. She is fitted with sn engine of the oscillating description,having one cylinder eighty-five inches in diameterand a stroke of piston of sight feet. She is also suppliedwith twoordinary return flue boilers, built in 1559,

This morning, at ten minutee pest two o'clock we again »

Six hours after we were abreast of
Fort Beauregard, at Port Boyal, where we anchored near
to the flagship Wabash. It wonid he impossible for me
to enumerate the many vessels wo found there.
There were frigates, sloops-of-war, gunboats, harks,
schoousrs,ferryboats, and the old whalers composing the
stone fleet Our vessel was literally besieged by the officersof the other vessels, and to nuay of their hearts
we sent a thrill of Joy by the good old letters we de
ltvered them from their friends at home, hundreds of
miles away. We have discharged a considerable-quantity
of our government stores here for the nee of the difforent
retsels. As yon will receive later and more correct
na.ui from vour correspondents here relative to current,
affair* I wilt not teach upon matter* outside the ship. We
tear* bare to morrow tor Key West, where we coal.

Tnraroav, Dec. 12,1801.
W* left Port Royal in the afternoon, but sight approachingbefore we were enabled to eroas the bar, we stopped

our engines and came to anchor, intending to remain until
next morning at daybreak. The evening wee beautiful.
The full orbed moon roee in splendor, and the aky overheadseemed to have mora and brighter Mara than aver
before. Their combined silver light danced upon the
wavee, and myriads of water stars formed upon their
tops as they rolled lazily towards the shore. But this
was the calm before the storm, an suddenly, at half-past
eleven o'clock P.M., a heavy squall cams upon ua, striking
ua with terrific force. You can have aome conception of
its tremendous power when I tell you It parted both our
anchor chains as easily and quickly aa a giant would top

athread. Anticipating a pleasant night, we were under
banked Ireo at the lime, and our steam, as a matter of
coarse, was very lew. After toeing our anchors our
safety depended upon the time it required to ran#
sufficient steam to ensule ue to battle with the drifting
force of the waves, which were fast sendlog us shoreward.
Thanks to tba promptness and efficiency of our worthy
engineers, this was accomplished in the incredibly,short
period of thirteen minutes, and pushing our nose tieswardwe soon found ourselves in deep water again, where
wa considered ourselves comparatively safe.

Our engines arc behaving splendidly, and we trust
to weather it without further lose.

SamtnaT, Dec. 14,1801.
Last night was perfectly terrific. All hand* were on

the vessel st eight o'clock, clearing the decks, and causingmany to think their time had come to bid farewell to
terrestrial matters; but our gallant craft withstood the
shock, and went manfully on. At the period of my writing(nine o'clock A.M.) the clouds are breaking and the
god of day again beginning to shiae, indicative of an
abatement. That it may be eo is the earnest prayer of all
on beard.

SisiDAV, Dec. IS, 1881.
The storm caased last night, and the tun nose in uncloudedsplendor this morning. A fairer day never

dawned upon lbs deep, and with a fair wind we aro

again on our courts, bowling along at the rate of thiriaen
knots an hour. Ws anticipate reaching Key West in the
morning, where we shall remain two or three days.

the blockade. The secession feeling ia strong in Nassau
f

and when the officer* of the Flambeau first went ashore
they were insulted by hoys running before them waving
secession flags. The Flambeau also states that there
were two privateers at Nassau, and that one of them
went to sea, in hopes that they would give chase and
enable the Gladiator to leavg. The Flambeau remained
until tier coal waa nearly all gone, and bad barely
enough to laat ber here, and when ahe returna in all
probability there will be nothing there. We have been
aery fortunate in having had pleasant weather our entire
passage; for if we bad had any heavy storm I tlynk if
extremely doubtful whether I should be writing this
letter, unless there are accommodations for doing so at
the bottom of the briny deep, and a submarine mail runningto New York. Our crew is very much like the
Massachusetts .regiment in which were to be found mechanicsof every description, with only this slight
difference between the two.tho Massachusetts men
were go^d workmen,and made better soldiers, while
ours are miserable mechanics, gpd make worse sailors.
Owing, bowsver, to the untiring and unceasing efforts of
our First Lieutenant (than whom no better officer or
more perfect gentleman ever trod a ship's ^barter deck),
our crew now begin to act more like sailors than they
did; so that before long this unpromising material will
be moulded into some sort of order, and 1 hope if we
have an opportunity to participate in the festivities of a
bombardment none of them will be found to havs an

antipathy to gunpowder.
Our officersjwith the exception of the captain, first lieutenant, master and ono midshipman, have never been in a

a man-of-war before, and are consequently green in the
ways of the service. I, myself, although I bad made it my
especial study to become perfectly conversant with naval
etiquette, and congratulated in>sell on my proficiency,
was guilty of the heinous offence of appearing on the
quarter deck in a straw hat, instead of a cap, and whs
requested to remove it, and array myself iu the regulation
head covering, the inventor of which regulation
cap may congratulate himselfon having made the ugliest
and most uncomfortable skull protector possible; and it
is weil for him that the prayers of the wicked avail little,
or our auathemas would consign him to a place considerablywarmer than Key West. I in vain pleaded the
excessive heat and the necessity of keeping my head perfectlycool,'as 1 had a strong predisposition to brain (ever;
so I was obliged with a regretful tear to consign my
obnoxious straw hat to oblivion. Nothing (worthy of
uoteoccured on ear passage down, except the frequent
visits of that never welcome guest, sea sickness. Only
those who have been to sea can appreciate the intense
gratification afforded to an old stager by seeing the
i(6nizing struggles of some poor unfortunate not to appearsick, until, finding the task too Herculean for him to
iccomplUh, in au agony of despair he wishes himself
lead, and can fully enter into the feelings of the person
who wrote:.

A life on the ocean wave;
% The man who wrote it was green;

The author bad never been to sea,
And a storm be never had aeeu.

Almost all ofour crew, and lam sorry to say some of the <
ifficers,so far forgot themselves as to indulge in this (
imusement; but now they are all eailors, and when they

hemaelves. On the 3d instant we passed onefiiargc ehlpff-the-line,four frigates and two gunboats, all of which

But little has transpired of any moment

during the past ten days. A portion of the squadron,
composed of the Pawnee (flagship), Commander
Drayton; the Yandalia, sloop-of-war, and the Wyandot,
are holding this point, while the Flag, the Seminole, the
Alabama and Henry Andrews are blockading Warsaw
passage.

shore, witnessing a very efficient regimental drill of ColonelRosa's regiment, who invited us to his quarters (the
lightkeeper's former residence), where we were cordiallywelcomed by his statf and handsomely entertained.
Major Zlmmer, who has seeu much service in Continental
Europe, was particularly kind, and afforded ne much Interestinginformatien. The Forty-sixth deserves much
praise for its proficiency in drill, and reflects great oredit
upon its commanding officer. It numbers about seven
hundred and fifty men, who have all the energy and determinationwhich characterize their countrymen. The
Seventh Connecticut are also encamped here, and cannot
fail to attract attention from their soldier-like bearing
and efficiency on parade.
General Wright is In command of the brigade, to which

the two regiment* are attached. Officers and men alike
complain of the masterly state of inactivity to which
they are obliged te submit. The feeling attains to a great
extent in the squadron, nor can I learn that any strategic
movement is contemplated by the government. Vessels
of light draught are muoh needed in the service; they
are more effective than those carrying heavier batteries
and drawing more water, and are of Immense advantage
in a reconnaissance or in ferreting out the enemy's works
in bays and inlets whert the water is shoal, tatelligence
was received here this morning that Prince Albert had
deceased, and that the British government wae on the
point of declaring war against the Unitod States. I shall
wait for news more reliable to confirm the latter statement.I have seen but oue newspaper, and (hat the
Heiui r>, since we have been on the station, now over a
fortnight. Mail matter comes to hand but rarely, as its
transmission is entirely by United States vessels to
Port Royal. The vessels belonging to the Quartermaster'sdepartment of the army carry the army mail
only. It would be well if some arrangement could be
made by which tbe two arme of the eervkse would accommodateeach other in this reepect. More anon.

Burning of a Light Vessel Under the Guns of tort Cos
well, N. C, by the Boat* of Me United States Steamer
Mount Vernon, Commander O. S. Glisson.Details of
the Operation.Gallantry of the Men Engaged.Bold
nets of the Plan of Attack.Successful Movements, rfe.
We have been blockading oft this port since the 11th

»f December last, having come here from Beaufort, N. C.
Dn our arrival here,we saw that the rebels had taken the
iight vessel which was formerly on the Frying Pan shoals,
tnd anchored her closo to Fort Caswell, where she served
ss a beacon for vessels going in and out of the harbor;
they also used to hoist lights on board of her at night to

annoy us.

Captain Gllsson determined to destroy her, if possible, to
provect the rebels making use of her for any purposo. He
accordingly plumed an expedition to go In and set Are to
her. Every officer and man being a volunteer for tMs
service, tbe only difficulty was to determine who should
remain on board. He selected doting Masters Aleck
Allen and H. L. Sturgees, Mr. J. P. Foots, coast pilot; ono
boatswain's mate, one quartermaster and nine men to

perform thishasardous duty; and at midnight on December30 the party left the ship in two boats, divided as

follows .The cutter, under cpmmand of Acting Master
Aleck Allen, with Mr. J. P. Foote; David H. Thayer,chief
boatswain's male; William Beutal, Quartermaster, and
three men. The gig, under command of Acting Master
B. L. Sturgees, with six men. The eutter was provided
with combustible materials, and the crew were well
armed, aa were also the orew of tbe gig, which boat,
having a compass, led the way into the liarbor. and on
the cutler going alongside of the light vessel laid off on
ber oars, ready to support her In the event of an attack
beiug made. The boats pulled quietly Into the entrance
of the harbor, whore the cutter took tbe lead, and when
h* Lad got the Light vessel between her and Fort Caa
well she pulled gently down for her with two oara, and
got on bar atarboard quarter without discovery. Luckily
a rope waa found hanging over the quarter, by Ute aid of
which Acting Jfaater Allen climbed on board. He waa
quickly followed by Mr. Foote; the boatawalo'a mate and
Quartormaater A. Hauling ware then cent down for thn
combustible materials.

After a careful examination It waa discovered that
there waa no ona on buaA; but there were evidences or
carpenters having been recently employed In putting up
berths and cutting gun )io"rla. The vessel waa pierced for
eight guns, and the lighting .bolta ware in the deck and
everything waa nearly ready for mounting her battery.
The rebels doubt leas intended to use bar for harbor defence.There being no ladders ahipiiod, the Quartermaster
was lowered down the after hatchway, where he soon
collected a One heap of boards, to which were added the
combustibles brought in the boat After well saturating
the whole with turpentine ha sat Arc to it. The party
then retreated to their boat, which shoved olf directly,
llotb boats pulled their harden in the directIbn of the
ship. Nor ware they any too soon in doing so; for, owing
to there being side lights In tho vessel a light could be
distinctlyseen on shore, and Just before the pile was dred
we board the sentries on shore giving the alarm.by
calling out "Watch." They were toe late. A little betterwatch on their port would have eat ed the embryo
Cooederaic war vessel; for she was anchored ontyaahort
distance from the ramparts of the tort. The fort com
mem ad firing her bavyg ns in the dirsction of the
boats; but they were out of harm's way.

communicate with the man ef-war, and was abont returningas we arrived.
We reached Tort Royal neat morning, and remained

until Ave P M., when we stood out; but beiag over talssn
by darkness bafora we could gat ontaide, we anchored for
tha night and banked flree. About midnight a gale from
Ibe northeast came up suddenly, parting tbe starboard
cable ae soon as tha squall atruck tha ship.

the rebel schooner Venus, loaded with ooppen, tin, load
and wool, bound for any port where she could get In.
Arrived off Galveeton on the 37th, where the frigate Santeeis blockading, leaving Lieut. Bart, late of the Vinoennee,to assume the duties or ezeeutive officer on board
that vessel, in place of Lieut. Jewett, who was detached
to take command of the steamer Montgomery. On oar
return we were unable to find the steamer De Soto at her
station off Barrataria, but learned the cause when we
arrived at the Southwest Pass. She came in collision the
nigbt before with a French steamer, and was towing
her to Ship Island, as she was so disabled that she ooula
not go by herself. The l^e Soto had somewhat marred
the symmetry of her wheels, but was not materially injured.On the 81st an expedition left Ship Island for
Biloxi, consisting of the Water Witch, gunboat New Londonand steamer Lewis. When we left, that evening, we
had not learned fully the result of the expedition, butit
was considered no failure. The rebel gunboat Florida^.
the same that had an engagement with the Massachusetts.isin tha hahit of atlac sine our vassals occasion-
ally, and then running away. She attacked the Wissahioknnoff Horn Island, and the Hunuvtlle off Mobile, but
was unable to stand the Huntsville's battery.
New Year's Day was celebrated by another bombardmentat Pensacola. We arrived there at balf-paat three

P. M., and they had Just commenced. The rebels sent a
steamer down to the Navy Yard, and Col. Brown fired
upon her as soon as she was within reach, to which the
rebel batteries replied, and the firing was kept up on all
Bides until seven P. M., when Col. Brown gave the order to
cease firing and Fort Pickens shut up shop for the night.
The other batteries did not cease, however. Fort Barrancas,the Navy Yard batteries and the battery near
Fort McBae all played upon Pickens, but without doing
any damage, although the shells fell fast and thick in the
fort.
The naval vessels present were the South Carolina,

R. R. Ctiyler and Rhode Island. None of them haviDg a
sufficient armament to attack Fort McRae, we contented
ourselves with standing by to prevent any lauding on the
island, should it be attempted. Two shots only were
fired at us; but they did not reach. We were within
range of their guns; but they could better employ their
energies on Colonel Wilson's battery, which kept up a
vigorous fire. The officers in Fort Pickens feel perfectlysecure against any force the enemy can bring
against them, and could, with the assistance of a few
war vessels, drive them out, if they had force enough to
hold the points after taking them. No shots were flred
from Fort McRa?, but from the battery alongside, which
made good rhota, throwing a shell Into l'iskcns about
every time, the only trouble being that they did no essentialdamage. McRae would be a good fort if it bad a

good foundation; but the sand washing away, it has settledsomewhat, and the walls are said to bo cracked.
One shell fell into the culinary department
of Fort Pickens, disarranging matters there to
some extent. Another struck the wall, and,
glancing off, struck a man obliquely on the back. He was
considered dead for a few minutes, but was soon bimseif
again. The firing, with the exception of Fort Pickens,
was kept up pretty steadily all night, and at eleven
o'clock the entertainment was variad by the addition of a
fire. The officers' quarters and several buildings in Warringtonwere burned. The firing was not renewed in the
morning, the rebels doubtlt-ss considering it a waste of
ammunition. The gunboat Merccdita arrived on tho
morning of the 2d. Capt. Alden, whose energy hae made
theSouth Carolina a notorious vessel in the Gull, came
on board to take passage home with ns.
Arrived at Key West on the 6th, and left again on the

8tb, speaking steamer Philadelphia, from New York.
Spoke United States steamer Bienvil'e, off St. Johns.
January 11, met United States steamer Connecticut, at
Port Royal; January 13, passed steamer Ericsson* bound
South: January 14, experienced a heavy gale from the
northeast.

Cl.ilb. Jackson was generally denounced as a puce, havingforsakan the ltissouriana andgone South. Joff. Thompsonwas escorting a heavy train ot supplies from Pocahontasto Sprmgfield, via Fayettevilie. His route passes
through the northern counties of Arkansas, in which a

siippriessd Union feeling prevails. The Missouri rebels
are anxious to have the scourge of war visit Arkansas.
The Arkansas Irooie have grossly traduced the Mlssouriaus,and the fooling between the two faction* is anythingbut cordial; but the superseding of MeCulioch by
Mcintosh wll tend to harmonise matters.

Work Before the Legislature.
BILLS IN TfiE ASSEMBLY.

Mr. Pbcccls's bill in relation to the wrongful convey
eion of public money provides:.

clerk, or clcrh of any court, or any public officer not hereinbelnrrmentioned, or any deputy, assistant servant or agent
of auy atich ofllcer, who shaU|wrangt ully and corruptly convertto hia own use any money or property received or held
by any such ofllcer, in tils official character, shall be deemed
guilty of a|misdeineanor, If the amount converted dors not
arced twenty-live dollars, and of a felony II it does exceed

twenty-lire dollars, and may, upon conrlction, be punished
to the some extent as if guilty or stealing a like amount.
The provisions not to apply to any offences committed

prior to the passage uf this act.
