Forgioy IntervesTioN.—From the brief ab-
stract of the Fremch Emperor's speech which
bas reached us by the Jura, there would appear
40 be no immediate purpose on his part of
breaking the blockade. We must not, however;
-trust too implicitly to the ambiguous assurances
that he has employed in his address to the Corps
Legislatif. It is true the State Department at
‘Washington gives out that there is no reason to
apprehend that either England or France has
.any intention of interfering with us. Accord-

It is only deceiv-
ing the public with false impressions of the real
<condition of things, just as it sought to deceive
s in the affair of the Trent. Were it not for
the mewspapers the public both here and in
Bagland would have been left in ignorance up
#0 the ‘last moment of the purpose of the go-
vernment in regard to the surrender of Mason
-and Slidell. It is from the minigterial journals
abroad and the private letters received by com-
mercial houses here that the disposition of both
governments can best be judged of. The tone
of these contimues to be anything but reassur-
ing. The only security we have against foreign
interference isto press on military operations
-a8 speedily as can be done with safety, so that
we may be able to crush out the rebellion be-
fore the iwo governments can find a decent pre-
‘text for intervention.

The Senate Finance Committes has agreed upon sundry
amondments t0 thoe House Treasury Note bill. Among
them are:—To striks outthe declaration that the su-
thorization Lo lssue $150,000,000 is to meet tho necessities
of the Treasury and to provide a currency rcosivable for
the public dues, and to insert that the notes shall be re-
ceivable in payment of all public dues and domands of
every description, and of all claims and demands against
tho United States cf every kind whatsoever, except for
interest upon bonds and notes, which shall be paid in
coin, ana shallalso be lawful money and s legal tender
In paymeat of all debls, public and private, within the
Unitod States, except intorest as aforesaid,

The commitiee also proposs new eections, authorizing
the Secrotary to receive from any person or corporation
United States notos on deposit for nob lesa thun thirly
days, in sums oot leas Lhan $500, with any of the Assist-
ant Treasurersor designated dopositariea suthorized by
tha Secretary to reccive them, who shall issue therefor
cortificatos of deposit, bearing interest al the rate of fve
per centum per aunum, and lotercst to cease at Lhe
pleasure of the Secretary; and the aggregate of such de.
posits shall at no timoe exceed the amountof $25,000,000:
Providing, that all duties on imported goods,the pro-
ceeds of the sales of public lands, and Lhe procesd®
of all property seized sud wold under the laws
of the Unitod States, as property of rebels, shall
be set apart as a special fund to be applied, drst,lo the
payment in ool of the interest of the debi of the United
States; second, to the purchase or payment of ous per

The officers of the brigade occupied the two
tables, extending the entire length of the long marques,
The banguet was prepared in elegant stylo, quite to the
astonishmont of the guests, who did nol anticipate sucy,
a graod display in camp, nearly s dozen miles rom the
capital.

Captain Lynch, of the Bixty-ninth, in behalf
of the ofcers of the Irish Brioade, read &
brief address of congratulation and wolcoms. Tt stated
that In this day of trial and danger, when ths
couniry demanded the devotion and service of its people,
it was fitting that General Meagher should become the
ropresentative man of that race which bad suffered so
much and po deeply the wrongs laid heavy upon her by &
deapotic government,and that, baving sided insaving
the land of thelr adoplion from destruction, it might by
bis proud privilege to be with them in the affort to secure
for their natbive land the blessiogs of freedom and good
government which they had exparienced in this.

Gen. Meaghor roplied in a spesch which was distin-
guished for eloquence and warmib "o returned his
sincere thanks for their congr (ons upon his assump
tion of a grave and serioua trust, upon which, hesald,
not only his ewn honor, but the honor of his race, as
repressaled by the Irish brigade, was vitallly invelved;
and he would add, also, the honor io some degres, sofar
as three thousand men could affect it, of that hitherto un.
impesached and inviolable flag under which thoy were
proud to enler on military service. Complimenting
General Shields, he paid he would feel it too great an as-

ption to take d of the brigade in his presence,
were hie oot satisfied that a higher position awaited Gens_
ral Shislds than that of which he now seemingly deprived
him. Heo responded to the sentiment, that the edacation
the Irish soldiers were now receiving might be of service
in the future lowards the achievement of the independ_
ouce of Ireland. He promised his entire devotion
