question has been satisfactorily settled by the restoration
of the passengers to British protection aud by the disavowalby the United States government of the act of
violence committed by their naval officer.

States are therefore unimpaired. Her Majesty willingly appreciatesthe loyalty and patriotism which have been
manifested on this occasion by her Majesty's North Ame"
rican subjects.
The wrongs committed by varices parties and b^sticcessivegovernments in Mexico upon foreigners resident

within the Mexican territory, and for which no satisfactoryredress could be ubtamed, have led to the conclusion
of a convention between her Majesty, the Koiperor of the
French and the Queen of Spain, for the purpose of regulatingcombined operations on the coast ot Mexico, with a
view to obtain that redress which has hitherto been
withheld. That convention and papers relating to that
subject will be laid before yon.

was sot in nearly every town a chamber of com
moree, sitting an a coiomiitee of vigilance, watchingthe progress of all questions efleeting the
industry of the country, aud be though tho
rtiflereut chambers might be associated ou a
byroad .and liberal basis with tho best effect, becauswh at affected one trading community afleeted all.
If chambers of commerce declined to discuss any importantquestion because it inigbt bo inconvenient to a
minister or alloct partus- in tbollousc of Commons, they
should not pretend to take commerce under their guardianshipat ail. The corn laws aud the tariff were essentiallypolitical questens, yet they had been cuoussed
with advantage by chambers id' commerce; hut such
chambers had boon foeblc, and consequently disregard
ed, bran. they had not sufliueut se t respect or did
not appreciate the duties they hud undertaken, and they
sometimes subordinated the luteri-sts of commeroe to
the temi>orory interests of particular parties. Three or
lour years ago chambers of commerce took it up, but did
not proceed with the question ot maritime law, urging
that war should be conflned to ves.-els armed for war,
aud that uonoty should interfere with the property
being innocently carried across the ocean. It was argued
against this view that you should do as much barm as
possible lo your enemy; but if this should be the rule at
sea, why not also upon land, where the property of privatepersons is respected'/' JJ Fngtand is superior in
|i«vvr and mischief on the sea, is she nut also the must
powerful in the amount of property at sea Y We have,
probably, property worth* a hundred millions sterling at
tea, and in the event of a war with a couutry like the
United States we should doubtless receive more damage
to our commerce than we could inflict u|ion them. The
jroieina expenditure of the government teas another fjiistliun
with which chambers of commerce might ileal. The
expenditure was three hundred millions sterhug over the
amount in the preceding twenty yoars. The question of
cottou supply was anothor that might be dealt with. Mr.
Bright alluded lo his unsuccessful efforts to obtain a
royal commission to inquire into the cotton growing capacitiesof India, especially or Bombay and Madras; aud
quoted from former speeches made by him to prove
that he had foreseen the disrupture of the American
States and the consequent dearth of slave grown cotton.
He recalled his plan for dividing India into separate pre-

coast. At this moment the population of the States now
under the Washington government was greuter than that
of all the States in 1850. All the maritime wealth and
power now belong to the North A'othing could be more
ignorant or more foolish than to speak of the
northern federation as of a few disconnected

It would lie a misapplicationof terms to call the clique of usurpers who have
boon successively ruling, or ralhar grinding down, that
[>eople as in any sense a government. The republican constitutionhas, in point of fact, been long annulled. The
inevitable result of the advance of the Alliet it thefall cf the
existing tyranny. The people uiust then be consulted.
And when wo say tho people, we can hardly go further
than the lCuropean or semiKuropeao races. Theniserery reason to believe that this communitywill cheei fully and thankfully receive a
constitutional sovereign, presetted to them by
the common voice of their de'ivorers. They havo tried u
republic, and it has sunk away under a succession of
atrocious military tyruunies. They are believed to be
convinced that a monarchy will give thorn order,aud that
a constitutional monaichy will cusure them the only
freedom they can possibly maintain. Wo believe that
the Archduke Maximilian, both by character ami by descent,will provo just the sort 01 prince that the Mexicans
would desire. He is understood to bea liberal Catholic.
a follower of the. religious belief of his family , and inclined
in politics to the tei-e and mxterate couum-Is of his astute re
Intiieby marriage, the ire<ent King of the 'Helyinu. This
it certainly the sort of monarch for a Catholic yojAc who
wish lo lie free. , The Archduke Maximilian is also
the dueet descendant of the Kuiperor Charles V.,
wt» was Kuig of Spain and I lie Indies, and
of ferditiand and Isabella, tho founders of the
transatlantic dominion of Spain. He is, more
over, collaterally descended from all the tlerinau Kings of
Spain, from the accession of 1'hilip II., in l.\56, to the death
ol' Charles II., in 1700. The present ruling family, indeed,who acceded to the throne of Spain only in the age of Its
dccropitudc, with the acceaaion of Thilip V. in the last
uamod year, are not associated with any of the traditionsof Spanish Colonization in Mexico. It ici'l not impossibly
be found necessary to maintain an army of m-cupar ion in
support of the new government until it shall have derired sufficientstability to stand alone. Meanwhile, we shall of
course pursue our original scheme of indemnification at
the ports on thetfulf.

interest in seeing founded in North Amoricaa dynasty,the issue of tho Hapsburge. I<ot this project be realized,
and next to Moxico it is Europe entire which will be
called on to applaud the creation of this monarchy. Cons'itutcdwith all tho clemeuts of a durable prosperity, it
will serve as a model in a country which imoatiue revolutionshave ravagod too long, and prevent the sudden
stroke of the hour when it will be too lute fur tbem to
uso.a|>o ruin.
