The stook market was more active and more
excited to-duy than we have ever seen it. This
wasdue parily to the nnderstanding that to-morrow

the ¢heerful news from Missouri and Tenncssee,
and the advices of the. passage of the Treasnry
Note bill, with most of the Senate amendments,
throngh the Honse, naturally epcouraged the buli
operators, aud increassd their nnmbee. . Thapoby
lic are buyimg Tenncssces, Missouris and olher
Southern State stocks with more reckless
ness than jndgment.  The subjugation of the
Tenucwane rebela has only just commenced, smud
no one here has the least iden of the condition of
the financea of that State; i can hardly fail, in
auy event, to come out of the war erippled,
ravaged, und with credic and resources gravely
impaired. Yet there are not wanting buyers of
its securities at 61 cents on the dollar. Missouri,
perhiaps, orcupies a better poaition, us the war
will probably render hera free State.
