tary Stanton, which many of the country editors
do not seem to have yet properly compre-
hended. It etands to reason that the object
of the order in question will be defcated
ffit is not equally raspected by every journal
in the country. The press, it must be remem-
bered, is as much a part of the government as
any of the official departments at Washington,
and it Is the duty of every newspaper to assist
in keeping secrot every movement of the
foderal army the prematnre disclosure of
which would be of advantage to the rebels,
There is no reuson for muking public what
wought to be kept secret. The public do not de-
sire such news, and nothing but harm ean re-
sult from it. These are extruordinary times,
and, although interference with the press in any
less important crisis might be open to grave
objection, the restriction imposed is one which
all ought to unite in observing for the common
weal.

Aorivity oF TuE Tuscanoua.—The Tuscarora
baving been detained by the British authorities
twenty-four hours after the sailing of the Nash-
ville from Southampton, her gallant command-
ar, Captain Craven, finding that pursuit under
such circumstances would be almost hopeless,
wisely directed bis course to the Mediterranean,
where he kuew there wus other gume that
might be bagged.

Debate on the Public Defence Bill—=Royal
Plhclps Defenids England—Remarks of

The bill providing for the public defeuce camo up as
the apecial order m the Assemhly this moruing.

He
cited the Northieastern bouudary questioa, Lue New
Fouudiand fisherica, right of seirch, ssisure of San Juan
and Vincouyer's (slinds, andheld Ll in tho sottiement of
all af thess our govermment had rocetved greator bobolits
than England. In regard to the selaure of Vancouver's
Lslund, if England had done what we did on thet occasion
thiio woud have boss war immudistoly,  1u connerciag
relattons Fogiaod had besu libural twwards us, fur more
than we wore to her,  Hhe had repealed ber Corn laws,
which bad worked greatly to our Lunefit, He then re
ferred to our laws (o rogurd to coast tende aud other im-
portamt yuestious. Thess questioas, he said, be rolerred
L for the purpods of guunteracting Bume of the feollug
it seomed to exist bere, and to ghow that the Hritish
govermuent had  boon  furbon ing  towe d8  um
bt ik to deleaas that government,  We bisined Eu(ln.nd
for recoguizing the south wa belligerenta.  Fiaoce had
done the sume thing; bat theoo wis no ery agalast her.
