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THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

WasmmeTon, March ¢, 1862,

The President to-day transmitted to Congress
the following message:— :
¥Feurow Crrizexs oF THE BENATE A¥p House oF

REFMESENTATIVES:—

I recommend the adoption of & joint resolution

by your honorable bodiea which shall be substan-
tially ae followe:—
" Resolged, That the United Btates ought to co-
eperate with any State which may adopt a graduul
abolishment of glavery, giving to such State pe-
camiary aid, to be vsed by such State in its discre-
tion to compenante for the inconveniences, public
and private, produced by such change of system,

If the proposition contained in the resolution
does not meet ile approval of Congress and the
eoantry, there is the end; but il it does command
such approval, I deem it of importance that the
Btates and people immedigtely interested shounld
be at once distinctly notified of the fact, o that
Ebey mey begin to consider whether to accept or
reject it. The federal gortment,_wf_u‘i\d find its
highest intérest in such & measurc,as one of the
most efficicnt means of self-preservation.

The leaders of the eyisting insurrcction enter-

tain the hope that the government will, ultimate-
1y, be fcrced to.acknowledge the independence of
some part of the disaffected region, and that all
the slave Statcs north of such parts will then say,
“The Uilen, for which we bave stroggled, being
already gone, we now choose te go with the Eouth”
ern eection.” To deprive them of this hope sub-
stantially endsthe rebellion, and the initiation of
emancipation completely deprives them of it. As
to all tke Stntes initiating it, the polt is not that
all the States tolerating slavery wonld very soon,
if at oll, initiate emaneipation, but that, while the
offer in equally made to all, the more nothern
sball, Ly euch initiation, make it certain to the
more southern that in no event will the former
ever jon the latter in their proposed confederacy,
T eay *initiation' because, fn my Judgment, gra-
dual and wot eudden emarcipation is betier for
all
t In the mere finarcial or pecuniary view, any
member of Congress, with the census tabics
and the Treasury reports bLefore Inm,
ean readily sce for himself how very eoon the
current expenditures of the war would purcliase,
ata fair vnluation, all the slaves in any named
Etate. Such a proposition on the part of the gene-
tul governnent sels up no claim of a right by
federal authority to interfere with elavery within
Btate limits, referring, as it does, the abzolute con-
trol of the subject in cach case to the State and
#ta people immediately interested. It e proposed
as a matter of perfectly free choice with them, In
the anncal meseage last December T thonght fit to
eay :—*' The Unlon muct be preserved, and hience
all indispensuble meaps must be employed.” 1
eaid this not hastily, but deliberately, War bas
been and continues to be an indispensable means
to this end. A practicsl reacknowledgment of
the pational autherity would render the war un-
peceeeary, and it would at once cense. 1f, how-
ever, resistance comtinues, the war must also con-
tinue, ond it is impossille to forexce all the inci-
dents which may attend and all the ruin which
may follow it. Such as may seem indispensable
or may ebviously promise great efficicnoy towards
ending the struggle must and will come,

The proposition now made, though an offer only,
1 hope it may be esteemed o offence to ask
whother the pecunimy eon leration tendered
would not be of more value W the £ «leg and pri-
wate persons concerned Lhan are the lustitution
and property ' it, in the present sepect of affuirs?
While it iu true that the adop' 'm of the proposcd
resolution would be wmoerely initiniory, and not
within itself a practienl measure, it is recom-
mended in the hope that it would soon lead to im-
portant resulte,

In full view of my great responsibility to my
God and to my country, I earnesily beg the atten-
tion of Congress aud the people to the subject.

AFFAIES ON THE LOWER POTOMAC—INCREASE OF
THE REBEL FORCE NEAR AQUIA CREEE—BRIEK
CARNONADING ON BOTH EIDES.

The gunboats Satellite, Acting Mastor Fostsr, and Island
Belle, Acting Muster Harrls, discovered on Wedneaday a
pumber of rébel cavalry near Aquia Creek, and compll-
mented them with a Yew shicll, when the rebels precipi-
tately ceamnpered away, aod tho stoamers returped to
their anchorage.

A brisk fire was opened thia morniag, at about three
o'cleck, by the lower flotilla, causing gront alarm, st least
ameng tho rebels.  The long roll was bosten, commene-
ng at Ayuia Creek, nnd extending along up the river as
far as Evansport. 1he call of the roll extended through
o groater unsbor of camps thau at any time before. The
cunp fires within a fow days past hnve materially mn-
creased, showirg a considerable augmontation of the
rebel forces in this viciuily.,

Thw rebels opened fire upon the Budd's Forry batiery
at cleven o'clock this morning. About twenty or thiryy
sliote were fized, without doivg any damsge,

Tha steamer Yankes to-day went in within half a mile
of Lbe Yiginia shure, and sbelied s new batlery in pro-
cess ol eveciion in the rear of the position of their old
bultery at Freestons Point The rebels wore ferced to
evacoate Lhe premises,
