Twenty-four pieces of heavy artiUary, twenty-four and
thirty-two pounders, and at least two millions of dollars
worth of army stores of various kinds, disappeared within
a few days previous to the arrival of one of the military
divisions. Two bridges across thoCumberland,erected
at an aggregate cost of nearly half a million of
dollars, have bean dsstroyed by the rebelsThedivision arrived on the hank opposite the city on

Tuesday, February 26. The city at once surrendered to
our troops, notwithstanding the destruction of property
by the rebels, n large amount of commissary stores fell
Into our hands.

He entered West Point as
a cadetjin 1833, and woe appointed a second lie..burnt
of tho Second United States dragoons nn tho 1st of July,
1838. Whan he graduated be stood very low in hie lass,
io tho list of which appears the nanios of a cumber of
rebels, Including Hardee, 4c. ITe was promoted hint
lieutenant in March, 1840, and actod as adjutant from
1841 to 1847. In February, 1847, he was appointed, and
breveted major in July, 1848, which rank he held when
he left the army to join tho rebels. His military «x;>erieuceis therefore not ve/y great, and his blatant probationdocs not speak too highly for his literary talent.
