F INANOIAL AND COMM ERClM...

Frivay, March 14—6 P. M.

The news from Europe per Africa, which ariived
to-day, is extremely favorable for American pro-
duace and American seourities. The French de-
mand for breadatuffs was improving, and in Lon-
don American securities were {irmer. Thongh the
intelligence of the capture of Fort Donelson and
the fall of Nashville were not known at the time
the Africa sailed, the public of (ireat Britain and
France seemed to be forming o juster apprehen-
sion of the nature and prospect. of iiw contest,
and realizing that the war would Lie over before
midsummer. All the financial circulurs report an
incrensed inquiry for American seceritles, and
the private letters state the «ome thing.
One letter from a leading London liouse to a house
in Wall street, after alluding to the ease of money
and the anxiety of the speculators on the London
Stock Exchange to find something new to eperate
in, goes on to say that one more vietory on the
part of the North will undonbtedly lead to an
active speculative demand for American secun-
rities, especially for Erie Railroad steeks and
bonds, which are faumiliar securities on "Change
in London, and are likely to become more popular
thitn ever now, in concequence of the large enrn-
inga of the road. Within s day or two after this
letter was written the mews of the fall of Fort
Donelson will have reached England.

Money ia very easy,and the complaint of the
brokers is of the want of paper. Call loans are
yuoted six per cent, with a few exceptionsay
seven. The government certificates of indouted-
ness will not appear in the market before the mid-
dle of next week, and partics who have been to
Washington to sce about them fear that stily
further deluy will occur at the Treasury Depart-
ment.

Foreign exchange is dull and weaker. Some
sight bills on London, bankers’, were sold in
second hands to-day at 112, The leading houses
ask 112 a 4{ for their sixty day bills, snd 5.083{a
324 for francs, but there are no buyers at these
rates. Some mercantile bills on Paris were sold
to-day at 5.10.

We bave again to report an extremely buoyant
stock market, though the street has been destitute
of news and sensations to-day. At the merning
bourd the market wns not very active, but prices
were firnlly maintained. Between the boards
