The Second Congressional district is made up of the First,
Second,Third, Fourth, Fiitli, SevuuiU, E..vauth, Tltir
teeuth, Fourteenth and Nineteenth warda of the city of

Brooklyn. The Third district comprises the Sixth, FigUih,
Ninth, Tenth,Twelfth, Fifteenth, Sixteenth, Severneouih
and Eighteenth wards of the city of Brooklyn. The six

districts of New York the same as 1 telegraphed last

night Several of the country districts are partly agreed
upon; but there is such a contest over them that thoy
may be changed at a future meeting of the committee,
and a prediction of the probable result can hardly be
made. There is, however, but little doubt that
(.'later ami Columbia will form one district, uud Albany
and Scbcuuctady another. Kvery aspirant for t uugrvss
has a district to suit himself, and this, as a matter of
course, im!ces many conflicting plana and a spirited controversy.The first nine districts may therefore bo said
to be the only districts fully agseed upon by the committee.
The Ways and Means Committee, at the request of Mr.

Loutrol, have agreed to send for Benj. Y. Brady, of Now
York. who Iras made himself famous in engrossing on

l«arcUment, for the purpose of making arrangements with
trim for oug.ossrng on parchment the resolutions of Mr.
I.outrei complimenting Mr. Ericsson and the officers and
crew of the Monitor.
But little was done of general interest in the Senate

this mortnng. A majority of the Judiciary Committee
reported adversely to the bill relative to the premium
notes of insolvent mutual insurance companies. Tha
minority of the Committee reported another bill as a substitute,thus leaving the matter still opeu lor future discussion.That branch of the Legislature adjouruea at an

eariy hour until Monday evening.
This being the last day for introducing bills, every

member introduced all that he had on hand, to cluse up
that class of business. Bills may, uowever. be hereafter
Introduced. but cannot be considered, except bvnnani.
moos consent, until after those presented on or before
the 15tU day of March have been considered.
The resolution of Mr. Raymond, introduced yesterday,

for the appointment of a grinding committee, or, as tome
have styled it, a sifting committee, was called up to-day.
Mr. Raymond called Mr. Pringle to the chair, and took
tho door to defend his bantling.

This is ono of tlio measures that everys :-si'it of tb* Legislatureis forced into by the pressure of business, one
your on* hind of grinding counnuiso is adopted; another,
something else; and thus they change from ono plan to
Mother to faciliiete business at the close of the session.
It is from these machine.-;.for so< U they ere.arias
nearly all the evil legislation that the Suite is inflicted
with. The paasage of such bills us the West Washington
Market and that class is the direct result of these grindingcommittees, and, with all the honeyed phrases in
these resolutions, there is nothing to prevent the commit
tee frost grinding out bills of that nature; and if there
re any such on the flies the public may expect tberu to

suudecly turn up. Coo great fault of all these committees
is they place the special bills ahead, and secure their pas
sage, to the detriment of bi'ls of public interest and
importance. The reeuit will oe that we snail have
upon our statute books a flood of local, special
and private bills, about one-third of which will have
to be repealed east year. This at least is the result
Of the past. And tt. Is accomplished to the detriment "f
public b.is.ues', and those bills which are ueoaisary for
public interests are allowed to go unacted upon. If the
memtx.is denhe to really >io Justice to the people of the
State, then they should order the appointment of n o utmitteeto select from the general orders all such bills as
:» of general public irnportan. e and interest, and refer

them to the Committee of the Whole, with a proviso that
no other bill shal! bo considered until tboy are disposed
of. But the trouble is, almost every member has some
local bill which he cares more about the passage of than
be does those of a public nature, and bunco they go in for
tba grinding commiiies, and the State is always
cursed Willi too much local legislation.

AFFAIRS AT THE CUSTOM HOUSE.
The Receipts for Ditltt-Oediioii* »'
Sicreiary I haM»linporUut Informationfor Importer*, Jtc.
The receipts for duties at this port hare beeu during

the present month much larger than usual, owing to the
increased biu-inaae of the departments incident to the arrivalof several steautura. Tito principal importations
hare been of such article-i as are always in demaud, the

value of tit* articles of luxury Imported being much
smaller than it usually is. Some rides and musical*
still arrive from Europe for the use of our armies, althoughnot in as largo luiutities as heretofore. The governmenthas not f u d it necessary to buy abr >ad oannon,conn,'U balls, perous-iiou cup3 and cartridges siuce

tho removal oi'iK-u. ! n at from the command of the
United States troops in Missouri.

. We append several reoent decisions of the Secretary of
the Treasury w ith respect to the duties to be levied on

cei tain forotgu ariicles. The ouo in relation to the duties
on shawls is especially important, at many of the descriptionconsidered are brought to this port. These,
together with some recent decisions of the United
States Circuit Court, will bo fouul of interest to importers:.

Sut.I havo cai el .illy considered ttie case presented in
your report of the 11th ult., of tho appeal ol J. Wunuorlicit,Esq., from your derision levying a duty of twenty
per cent,under the provisions of the twenty-fourth sectionof the tarilTnct of the 21 of Ma ch, 1361, on the -'ox.
tract of saillower," ae an uuemmierated article manufacturedin whole or in part. "Sa.lirwur" is. in terms, exemptedfiom duty by tne tar,tl' act of the 2d of March,
1861, and the importer claims, oil that ground,
a like exemption for the "extract of sattiowor."The provisions of the ta-itf laws make
a dist inctlon, In many ca.se.-t, in regard to tho rate of duty
bolweeii the crude auu 1U0 prepared or manufactured article.and on reference to "safflower," while it makes a

specific provision for the (lower in its crude elate, it
makes nous for any "cxt: act" or preparation of "»afflower,"but loaves it to fall under the general classificationof "all articles manufactured, m whole or m part,
not otherwise euumei ated or provi led for," upon which
is imposed a duty of twouty i>or cent. Your docision in
this case is approved.

OLD YELLOW MR1AL.
Tmusi ky Detartmhm,Jan. 23,1362.

Sik.I am in receipt of your rotort on the appeal of
Messrs. Swift A Allen, from your assessment or duty ut
the rate of twenty per caul, under the tariff actor
March 2, 1861, on "old yellow metal" imjiorted by
them. The nineteenth section of that act imposes
a duty at the rate of tan per cent "on brass,
in pigs or bars, or when old and fit only to be remauufactured."The importers claim in this case, to enter
the "yellow metal" as "oi<l brass," because it resemblesbrass in the nature of its component materials, althoughthey arenot combined in "brass" and "yeliuw
metal" in the same prop rtious. The tariff act of 1S42,
which regulates the assessment of duties on unennuieratodarticles, by the resmbiance they bear incortain particularsto enumerated articles, cannot apply in thi3
case, becanso "yellow metal ' must be held to be em
bra' ed either in the provision in the twenty-second sectionof the tariif act of March 2,1361. for " manufactures,
articles, vessels, and wares not otherwise provided for,
of brass, copper, gold, iron, lead, pewter, put ma, silvor,
tm or other metal, or of which either of these metals, or
any other metal shall be the component material of chief
value," or in the provision of the tweutieih section of
that act, for "metals unmanufactured, not otherwise
provided for." It is true that there is a specific provision
for "yellow metal" in the free list, when prepared for
sneaihiiig purposes, and of certaiu dimensions and
weight therein prescribed, but it Is understood that tho
articlo in question does not conform to those condu ions.
The only point, therefore, to he determined in this case
is. whether the article is manufactured or unmanufacturedwithiu the meaning of the law. I infer from your
report that although the article has ouco boon manufactured.it is now old, and unlit for any other purpose than
is a raw material to bo reworked. In tint view 1 am of
opinion that yoar assessment of duty at the rate of twentyper cent, under the provision in the twcnty-secouJ
section, for "metals manufactured, net otherwise provid-

embroidered: the appellant claiming ent.y of said merchandiseat the rate of thirty per cent, under the provisionin the tweuty-s'cond section of said tariff, for
"m.mufaeiure* of cotton,linen,silk, wool or worsted, if
embroidered or tamboured in the loom or otherwise by
machinaiy, or with the needle or other process, not
otherwise provided fv."' These shawls, being manufacturedin part of wool and embroidered, lall, in my
opinion, clearly within the classification in the second
gubdivi-wn of section lit of the act of 2d March, 1S61, of
"clothing ready made and wearing appaiel of every description,composed wholly or in part of wool, made up
or manufactured wholly or in part by the tailor, seamstreeeor manufacturer," or on "woollen cloths, woollen
shawls and all manufactures of wool of every description,made wholly or in part of wool, not otherwise providedfor;" and that they were properly subjected
by you to the duty of twelve cents per pound and
twenty-live i>er cent ad valorem, as provided iu
that section. lua provision rerorred to oy rn» impoi tars
in the twenty seooud taction or the Tanil act of March
2, 1S61, for "manufactures of cotton, silk, wool, or
worsted, if embroidered or tamboured in tlie loom or

otherwise, by mHcbinery, or with the needle or other
process, not otherwise provided for," con have no applicationto the merchandise in question, it being "proud
ed for" in the thirteenth section of the act.

gold. So long as any kind of paper is a legal tender,some of our leading banks can resume specie
payments. The bankers w.ho talk of resuming intendto trick their customers by promising to pay
coin, and realiy meeting demands upon them
in legal tender notes. Matters are vory well as

they arc, for the present, and there is no use in

rnry employment, notwith tanding tuo continued
efforts of tlie secessionist orgaus in England to
decry the financial condition of this country. After
the passage of the Tax bill, and a few more Union
successes, it will be apparent even to the most
prejudiced foreigner that the finances of the Union
rest on a basis of greater solidity than those of
any of the monarchical governments of Europe.
Foreign exchange closed yesterday at 111% a

112 for bankers' sterling, and 5.05 a 5.10 for francs.
Sales were effected yesterday morning of first class
bankers' bills at 111%, though the asking price at
the leading houses continues to be 112. Both the
supply of and the demand for bills are lighter than
usual. Gold continues to fluctuate between 1%
and 1%, the bulk of the sales last week being at
1%. At the present price of gold there is a small
profit on its exportation to cover bills drawn at
the market rate of exchange, and consequently
there was a considerable shipment last week.
Very little money bus been realized by the bankers
and speculators who purchased gold when the
hanks suspended; the loss of interest has, in many
cases, absorbed all the premium obtained on sales.
A further upward movement in the precious metal
may, perhaps, however, be expected still.
