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THE SITUATION.

The fine weasher 'whick has favored the locality
of Gen. McCiellan's department was taken advan-
tage of yesterday for dress parades and reviews of
the different divisions. The Commanding General
reviewad Gen. Franklin's division in person. The
men wers in splendid condition, and their appear-
ance wis highly commended by Gen. MeClellan,

The cvacuation of Aquia creck by the rebels is
fully confirmed. They bad e force of two thou-
sand men there, bat all have gonc southward, de
watroying the wharves, the railrond station and a
portion of the track in their retreat.

Tsland No. 10 appesrs still to hold ont obstinately
agadunt the stiack of our troops, althongh at latest
accounts it stood buta poor chance of escaping
capiure. Cowmander Foote says that it i= harder
to comquer thau Columbus, as the island shores are
lined wiih forts, each fort commanding the one
above il; but he ssys that he is graduslly ap-
proaching the island, and that he is firing night and
flay on Lhe rebels. One shell was landed on their
floating battery and cleared that in a short time.

The iatest news from there last night says that
the eaemy wre completely surrounded, and have no
chanes of escape except by fighting their way

ont, their gunhoats being hemmed in between
Commodare Foole's ficet and General Pope's bat-
teries. They made a desperate attempt to escape
down the river, but were driven Lback by General
Pope’s batteries.

The rehel chiefs are using their ntmost efforts
to fortily the Mississippi, as will be seen hy the
orders of ticpera! Besuregard apd the Governors
of Louisinna and Mississippi, whicli we publish
to-day, calling [or more troops. Beaurcgard will be
glad to get ninety doy voluntecrs to strengthen Lis
army of the Missisgippi Department.

Qur maps to-day, of the battle of Pea Pidge,
MArkansas, will be found very uscful in comipre.
hendiag the incidents of that Lrilliant action, as
‘detailed so graphically in Wednesday's Hrmarp,
by our special correspondent. The rebels have
wqaished from Northern Arkansas almost entirely.
Btraggling bands of maranders and a portion of
‘Albert Pike's Tadians slone are to be found there,
and they are committing depredations on fricuds
Abd foes alike.

The Union sentiment in Tennessee [s manifesting
#tsell in & very potent fushion, since the recent
Buccesses have convinesd the iubabitants of that
:.u. that the United States government is their
best (ricud and surest safeguard, A large body of
Iﬁl citizens of Gallatin (o town notoriously dis-
loyal heretofore) met in public meeting recently
and adopted a platform for the establishment of
& post office in that place. A general fecling to
return cheerfully to their alleginnce pervades the
people of Tenncssee. We publish to-day the
honest nnd manly address of Androw Johuson, the
recently appointed provisional Governor of the
Btate, 1o hin fellow citizens of Tennessce.

General Garfield had a brilliant and successful
pkirmish with the rebels in Eastern Kentucky a
few days ago. The rebels, it appears, were en.
camped 500 sirong on the Cumberland Mountains,
‘wt Pound Gap, forty miles beyond Piketon. Gene-
ral Garfield advanced his infantry along the moun-
2ain paths, and sent his cavalry by the main road.
The latter made an atiack on the enemy in front,
while the infantry took them in the rear, moving
slong the ridge of the mountain, and after a fight
of about twenty minutes the rebels fled, leaving
their camp equipage behind them. General
Carfleld pursued them six miles ioto Virginia. No
one was killed on our side.

Some intcrosting despatches were received at
Washingloh yesterday from Kansas City, relative
o the Inte notion near Fort Craig, New Mexico.
The rebels, it appears, were contomplating an
attack on Fort Unlon, but our troops were anti-
cipating them by reinforcing the place. Colonel
Cuoby was stll ot Fort Craig.

Fifteen thousand dollars
have been already subscribed to the defeuce
fund; but as this is culy s fraction of the
amount required, the Chamber of Comunerce
will shortly make s call upon the publie. At
the meeting of the Chamber which was held on
Tuesday to hear the report of the commitiee
appointed st the previous meeting lo proceed
to Washington and consult with the War De-
partment on the eondilion of onr barbor de-
fences, and the need in which we stand of their
immediate increase, the matler was freely dis-
cussed. As the committee veport that the
government will not be prepared to attend to
the mattér for a eonsiderable time to come,
they advise, in common with the Secrelary of
War, that the citizens should subscribe the re-
quired half million of dollars, Similar aetlon
has been taken in Hoston and Philndelphia.
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Exerving mue Brate Prisoxs.—From the fact
that sixtean prisonera were released from the
old Cupito!l pricon on Tuesday, wo may infer
that the labors of the commission, conaisling
of General Dix and Judge Pierrepoint, will
speedily resnlt in the release of all, or nenrly
al, the political prisoners still beld by the
War Department. This is just as it should be.
There is no good purpose tu be served by keep-
ing men in oustody who could dothe couniry
no berm if' at liberty, and the gorernment can
well afford to bhe magpanimous. The most
dangerous men are not to he found within the
walla of Fort Warren, or any other federal
stronghold, but at large in the office of the
New York Tribune, where they have heen since
the commencement of the war, and still are,
doing their best lo throw difficulties fu the way
of the government, by their daily atiacks
upon {he President and wdministration, and the
oflicers of the army and navy, and especially
General Mol'lellan. If the government wania
to get hold of a nesk of traitors let it look to
the editom of the Tvibune, Thesa unght to he
arrested and feod on the diet upon which Gree-
ley commenced life—namely, musk and milk,
without any strong Hyguor@—and for once well
washed end clesn shaven. The country would
willingly bear the expenae.

Prop1v.~The fighting qualitios of the Amerigun
people, as developed in this war, are sdmirable.
Our raw troops fight helter than most of the vete-
rans of Eurepe. The detailed sccounts we pub-
lished T bur=day of ike baltle of Pea Ridge and
the battle of Newbern demonstrale this. The
Southern men fought well, hnt they bave not
ihe endurance of the wen of the North, and
even wheve they have the advantage of canoon,
fortificabions, and superior position and num-
bers, as at Newbern and Pea Ridge, they
cannot conquer the slubborn material of
which the Tnion tvoops are made. Ta all
the veeent fighis the inferiority of their
small arms has heen made manifest, and these
are decisive iu the hand-to-bemd struggle.
There is another reason why the Southera men
do not fght with the same tenacity in this war
a3 the Norihern. 1t i# the cause, or rathor want
of canse, for which they are baitiing. The
Norihern wen felt very reluctant to begin the
fight., They only enleved upon it as a matter
of duty —to preserve the integrity of the Union
fonnded by Washington and his compatriots:
To break up that Union is the objoct of the
rebellion, and with such a canse it is impossi
ble they conld suceeed. In the Mexican war,
when they marehed under the flag of the Union,
their prowess was {fully equal to that of the
Norihern men at whore side they fonght. It is

dollars. These robbera are justly imprigoned ;
but what, then, should be the fate of thoss
members of the Legislature and the lobby who
are now deliberutely conniving together to rob
this over taxed city of a Broadwuy Railroad
franchise worth about five or six millions of dol-
larst The property owners of this city and
their tenants ase obliged to pay twelve millions
