A COMMISSIONER.
In pursuance of a call a special meeting of the Beard

of Aldermen was held last evoning, for-the purpose of
considering the more effeetual defence of the harbor of
tbs city of Now York.
John T. Henry, Esq., in tbo chair.
Alderman Boolb presented the following pre&mble,

resolution end ordinance:.
Whereas, in view ,of recent occurrences which have

transpired, it may be said in our immediate vicinity,
toe belief in the inviolability of our city from attack by
our enemies from the sea has been seriously undermuted,and the opinion is how almost universal that
mail or Iron-clad vessels of war, impervious to the assaultsof our land fortifications, could almost with impunityvisit and destroy this the great commercial metropolisand emporium of the Western hemisphere; and
whereat it is universally conceded by every well informedcitizen in our city, and by every person interestedin its future prosperity and greatness, that at any
sacrifice and at every hazard the defences of lbs approachesto its environs. both by way of tbo Narrows
end by Long Island So in *< «: bo so efficiently protectedas to alley even un * «i a doubt as to tneir
impregnability, and immediate steps should be taken to
obliterate the feeling of insecurity now ezpcneuced by
our merchants and other citizens directly concerned in
the proper protection of the immense interests in this

Common Council of this city.the iinmodiate representativesof all classes of its citizens end the custodians of its
varied and Important interests.to take the initiative in

The above will suffice, however, as it shows the drift of c<
the missionary'movement. The truth of the matter is,
that nearly all of the missionaries are rabid abolitionists c
of the Garrison school, and the leaders.Mr. Pierce and
the Rev. Mr. French.area trifle ahead of their fellows in
their fanaticism.
They teach the negroes that they are free now; that

they are the equals of the whites in every rospet, that
they cannot bo corajiclled to labor for another; that they &
are entitled to all the rights and privileges of the whites;
and, in short, are brothers and sistors in the same family,and entitled to the same treatment. They are told
that they must defend themselves against any attempt
by their masters again to enslavo them. While coming
out they had their rosctings whenever they oould,and
passed series after series of resolutions, all rocoguiriug
the freedom of the slavo and tbo abolition of slavery.
Their speeches and remarks wore f the most ultra
character, such as you would ex|*ct in an abolition
meeting from theorists; but here wc have tb«ec theories
about to he reduced to practu e. Tbo missionaries having
selected the best houses in Beaufort,and had them nicely

negro shout the other night at Beaufort. Froni" what I learnedfrom them J think they were not well pleased with the
no\ el and peculiar spectacle. The about came ntf in a
aiuall church, which woe brilliantly illuminated by a
doren or more tallow dips on the walls, und was attendedby two hundred or more male and female contrabandswho participated. The cxerc.ses competed of
I'saim Dinging and a sort of a walk around and shuttle to
a monotouoiis tune, and the boating of time by clapping
the hands. Nearly nil uhaunted as (hey shuthed around
the circle, improvising the words to suit the oc
casion. The shout continued until tun o'clock,
sotno of the contrabands being on Iho tloor
nearly four hours, and perspiring at every
pore. The delicate ordor of the bouquet de negro
permeated the whole atmosphere in and about the church,
and it waa impossible for the white spectators to linger
very long wtiilo the shout was ut it height. Some of tho
ladies pronounced the motions of the dancers, or ehufllers,
most disgusting.a verdict which I most fully concurin.
These shouts occur once or twice a week, and they affordas much amusement as a circus or tho delineations

of Commodore Nutt. In fact, they are the only performancesworthy of note in the department.
I visited Tybeo Island on F riday, and found affairs very

quiet there. Nothing is occurring worthy of note. Tho
men aio all very well satisfied, and have completed
the defensive works, so that they have no fears of an
attack.
Fort I'ulaski is completely eut off from all communicationwith Savannah. it is barely possible that a small

boat, with letters and dosputchea, may now and then succeedin Touching tho fort from Savannah, but the cases
are very rare. One thing is certain, no provisions, reinforcementsor supplies have reached the fort in more
than six weeks, and the effect of the blockade must
begin to be koenly felt by the boloaguered garrison.On Wednesday last two of Tatnall's
Heel attempted to run the blockade or our
batteries on Joues' and Bird's Islands, and also on Long
Island. The attempt was unsuccessful, as our batteries
lurieu iu« rcu«JB w icmc. iu« ii|ui wao»» wu| »«,
and continued sharply for two or three hour*. What
damage has boen done to either sido cannot be stated, aa
we have had no new9 from Dawfuskie aiuco.
While the e.igngemcnt wae going on the garrison of

fort Pulaski crowded the walls to witness tlio Tight, and
one or two climbed the tlagstatf to get a better view of
the afl'nir. They manifested great interest and anxiety
in the success of their friends, and tins being observed
by our men in the battery near tho Mcrtello tower, on

Tybco, a thirty pound I'arrott ritle was trained on the
Ibrt and discharged. Tho shell exploded directly over tho
fort, and produced the utmost consternation among the
rebels. The parapets were quickly desorted, and the
conspicuous individuals on the flagstaffcame down by tho
run. and in a moment not a soul could be soee on tho
walls of the fort.

I presume that we shall have Fort Pulaski again ono of
hese days; but it all depends on the supply of provisions
n the storehouses on Cockspur Island. They aro bound
:o be starved out eventually, as provisions cannot be got
;o them. But of all that more anon.
