This was done out of the fund which Congress
appropriates every year for repairs ; but the machinery
eoidd pot be built from that fund, because the old Frank-
lin never bad any machinery o be repaired, eithor by ro-
placing with vew or otherwise; and a8 Congress, soon
after this, appropriated monoy for building six large first
class stoam (rigates, which, sioce their completion, have
beon considered, until now , suflicieot to perform the ser_
vise we roquire of that class of vesscls the money neces
sary for furniahivg this machinery hLas never been pro
vided., Now, however, whien the nation has seen how
nearly we havo been to the necessity of mecting upon
tho seas the powerfal pavy of England, it 15 hoped there
will no longer be any delay in comploting this vessel,
and in froo-plating her after the mauner suggested by
our late improvements.
