The river is navigable
for vessels of light draught of water to this point. The
county has an area of 260 square miles, and the surface

The Rappahannock River.
The Rappahannock is a ri ver situated in the eastern

part of Virginia, and is formed at tha sastarn extremity
fCulpepper county, by the confluence of the North and

Rapid&n rivers. Flowing in a southeasterly course, it
falls over the primitive ledge and meets the ocean tides
nt Fredericksburg, where it affords extensive water
power. It now becomes a navigable stream, aud after
forming the boundary between several counties on each
hand, enters Chesapeake Bay between Windmill and
dtriegray Points. Its general direction is southeast, and
Ms whole length about one hundred and twenty-five miles.
A canal, forty-fire miles long, has, within a few years,
Been opened along the river above the falls to the mouth
«f Carter's creek.

Nicholas, the Virginia, and the Kureka, and some
thirty sail vessels, lying at the wharf loaded
with grain, with a considerable quantity of cotton piled
near the depot, were set cm fire by our men anil destroi/ed
The troops that woro in and near tho nlaco. vary few in
number and utterly inadequate to make a defence against
m considerable Corce, evacuated Fredericksburg after
having [wrformecTthe duties required of them. Many of
tho citiiens also left, abandoning their property to the
"tender mere tea" of the enemy.

()n the night previous some small skirmishes took
place above Fa,mouth, in which the enemy was repulsed,
hut our men afterwards fell back. Mr Charles Tacket,
of Stafford, was taken prisoner. and we hear that one or
two were killed. A wounded Yankee was captured by
our pickets and sent down by the tram yesterday morn
ng, but he died before reaching Ashland This man
stated that the federal force amounted to sis thousand,
and that tbey approached Fredericksburg from Fauquier
oounty.
Our late advices inform us that the Common Council <fFrederick.' burg held, a meeting yesterday aml agreed to surrenderihe place, there being no possible means of defence.

The telegraph operator packed up bis apparatus and left
the place.
The train that left Richmond yesterday morning wm
topped this aide of Fredericksburg by a railroad agent.
A regiment of troops wm stationed some aevan mi lee
from the place, and the aick in tbe camp wera placed on
board the train All the men retired in safely.The enemy can easily occupy the town of Fredericks

Iftnlh and fifteenth centuries. Ho proceeded to review
the remarks made by the chairman of the Committee on
(he Conduct of the War, and read at length from Mr.
Wade s rfmarjLs in rtgsftl |p the secretary or the committee,and asked," What gave them the right to pronoancejudgment against their brother?"
Mr. Waob, (rep.; of Ohio, said tbaTCeneral Stone was

furntabed with the evidence taken against him,and waa
ailewod full opportunity before the oommittee to reply.
Mr. McTocuaix commented on the members of the committeetaking the eath to support the constitution, and

yet the chairman (Mr. Wade) had admitted in his speech
that all the aols ef the committee were not in accordance
with the constitution. How could they, aftur taking such
an oath, endorse an act they call a violation of the constitution!!The chairman of the committee bed stated
that they had not technical evidence to convia, yet the
committee had thought it necessary for the defence of
thefi government to make such arrests, lie (Mr.
McDougall) inquired what evidence tbey bad, if
they had not technical evuieoco; for in law
the latter was tbe poorest kind ol evidence. He
(Mr. McDougall) would do as much for tbe humblest citizenin tbe land as be would do for General Stone. He
(Mr. Mclkmgail) denounced the iuiinuation of the chairmanof tbe committee (Mr Wade) that General Stone had
skbDted away. He then alluded to tbe system of warfare
made on tbe regular army by partisan spirit, and remarkedthe case uf the man who, by rank and position,
wan,at tbe bead of our armies. He was even now, when
before Yerktowo, pursued by this same spirit; but GeneralMcClellau baa boilt-bis eyrie too higb on the rocks for
the owls and bats to reneb Mr. McDougall tben reviewed
tko action of Secretary Stanton in tbe case of Surgeon
General Flnlay, who bad been forty-three years iu the
service of tbe government. No cause was assigned for
the order in Uiat instance, but when reprimanded by tbe
Secretary of War Mr. Pinlay hail said he should preier a
trial by court martial, and that if he was fouud guilty,
then he shouldbe reprimanded. Hut Mr. Stanton replied
ho bad a prompter way of doing business, and this old
maa was deprived of hw position and burned away from
his family and friends to Boston. If General Stone bad a
trial and was found guilty, let him have a volley or the
gallows. He was not disposed to -toe fault boding, or to
speak in this case in a partisan spirit; but he supposed
tiiis man Stanton thought he would get fame and renown
by these tyrannous acts. Who was this Secrelaiyof War'/ It seemed that he was a lawyer,who hud received large bounties from the last
administration.that of Mr. Huchamu..and was a supporterOf Hreckenridge in I860. In November last he
changed bis views, and came forward and tendered adviceto the administration, and, being energetic and
qutck, was received in confidence. He cited the old saw
of the rats who left the sinking ship as applicable there;
and in conclusion preferred bis own resolution to the
substitute of Mr. Wilson.

Mr. Wans replied at length, and denied the intimation
of Mr. McDougall in Friday's speech, that he charged
him with being a sympathizer with treason. He only
wished that the Senator bad continued bis assaults ou
traitors which he commenced In his speeches a year ago
on the other side of tbe continent. There was an old adage
which would apply to tble talk about charges of treason.
"Tbe wicked flee when no man pursueth." Tbe Senator
had gone into secret conclave to reorganize a party to
reconstruct this government, and there was a systematic
ellort bare and through the country. as instanced in the
arrest of Mr. Cameron by Judicial proceedings, to assault
and embarrass the administration. He was glad to he
id such good company as that of Secretary Stauton, for
no man had shown greater zeal in putting down treason
and sustaiDiDg the government. The committee, on
which he never solicited a position, had been called an
inquisition for destruction This oommittee would
go on in its zeal and energy, let come what
may in its way, to sustain the government,punish treason and put down tbe rebellion.
(Applause in the galleries. > He said the speech beard
this day belonged to tbe class made by Breckinridge and
others, who were here a tittle snore than a year ago.
They stood up here dap after day ami talked in tbe same
manner about coogtitetionai rights, and were now found
in arms in the so-called (Xinfederate States. He proceed
ed to defend tbe committee from the charge of ioquisi
lion made by the Senator, and sent u> the Clerk's desk
the official records of the committee,from which it appearedthat on January M the committee were informed
by Gen. MoClellan that Gen. Fiona was tn the city, and
be desired that Gen. Stone should appear before the
ccmmittce. Gen. Stone did ap)>ear on January ill, andthe character of the charges and evidence against
him were presented, and be (Gen. Stone) made
bis own explanations in his own way. The committee
then appointed a subcommittee, who waited on the
Seeretarv'of War. and informud him that there «ic n

conflict of evidence, lie regretted that the Senator
(Mr. McDougall) had "skedaddled'' out of the Senate,
and did not hear these tacts. That was the inquisitorial
course taken against General Stone by the committee.
The Senator from (Mllfbrnia had stricken out of the
official report all allusion to the committee in hia speech
of the other day. General Stone was among the very
first called in by the committee on the Ball's Blufl allair,where the young men of our country were led to the
slaughter as sheep to the shamble;.and he wan called
before the committee at the suggestion of that very
immaculate commander. General McClellan, so regarded
by the Senator from California. Ho denounced there
here and elsewhere who never had anything to say
against traitors, though always so anxious snout the
constitution. There war not a loyal Bncbsnan or
Breckinridge man koulb of Mason * Dixon's lino, and
the tame is tbs case with their Northern followers.

Great Flood In the Connecticut Rivera
[From the Hartford Courant, April 21.]The Connecticut rirer iu now fast reaching the extreme

figures of the flood of IS.14, whau the wuter stopped
rising at a freshet height of twnnty-niue feet ten inches.
Huriug Saturday the riso was ste.ulily two inches an
hour. Sunday it roso at an average of one inch and A
hall each hour. At noon it was about tweutv-seven feet
abovo low water mark. At tbat time all the territoryin thle city east of Front etreet was inundated.
The flood arose eo surely and steadily that danger to

the dyke around the South Meadows was s >prebended.
duo tnousand men, with the requisite force teams sad
the required number of ploughs, spades, pick". &c.,wer*engaged and stood ready to spring to the rescue at anymoment. The fear was nurtured and encouraged by tne
fact that a leak was found near the base of the embankmentat the windmill. The trouble appeared to have
been caused by rats, which had made a subterranean
passage for themselvei, and this email opening wan
growing larger when ineu went to work and closed it so
that the damage was averted. If this avenue of the
flood had not been discovered in season, the waters
would have found an inlet there, and the demage arisingthereform would have been counted by hundreds of
thousands of dollars.
The Granite State oh Saturday unloaded her oargo

upon the platform of the railway at Morgan street, but
this poor privilege was denied the City of Hartford when
he came up on Sunday morning. The City was obliged

to go down stream, below Colt's Armory, and then cam*
up to the dyke in front of the factory, where she will,
discharge her freight upon the top of the embankment
to-day.
