Our Benufort Correspondence.
BragrorT, April 17, 1802
Continted Skirmithing batwven the Pickols—The Febels Con
structing Rifle Piti—ddiditional Guns on Fort Macon—

Country, dc.

The receipt of the news of the victory at Corinth has
olated the troops in this vicinity., Wo obtained papers
wilh the intelligonce by the ateamer Rhode Island, which
arrived on Bunday, with provisions and suppliea for the
hiockading fleet. Small boats camo in through thesurf,
with papers for Gen, Parke, and from tho island the news
spresd throughout our lines.

On Monday last three more of our men (Lolonging to
the Fighth Connecticut) were wounded in an encounter
with thie enemy’s pickets outside of tha fort. The robals
did not escape unharmed , however, ks thay were obgerved
to bear off several men, oue of whom It 8 thought was
dead.

On Tuesday moroing Lleuterant Androws, tho Bignal
efficer of this station, with his usual watchfolness, dia-
covered that the rebals bad over night coustructed rifle
pits near our linea, which they attempted to concea) with
littlo bushes of shrubbery. He Inmedintely sent word
around to the ialand, via Carolinn City, aud s0 gave our
wen timaly worning of the trap.

‘The rebeis in the fort have boen busy during the past
fow days in elevating more guns on the side towards the
position of our forces on ‘‘ Lhe spit," as LLe narrow
etrip of land krown &s Pogue Island is mow familiarly
called. (Those who will follow up the history of our
operations about Fort Macon would do well to remember
this name, as it will, 8o doubt, horealter frequeully ap-
pear in the accounts from shis point. ) The holsting ap-
paratus, or derrick, is plainly visible on tho ramparts,
fgd it is conjectured that one additional gun has been
placed in position.

Yestorday morning they fired two guns al an ale
vated nngle, as if to test their range praparstory to
the coming bombardment.
