General Butler’s proclamation to the people
of New Orleans, which is before onr readers,
is the most comprehensive in ita scope, the
moet precise in its details, the most empbatic
In its requisitions, and the most gencrous in its
conceasions, of all the documents of the kind
which have emanated from our victorious
military leaders. After informing the people
concerned that he comes among them “to
