It was currently reported here befo-e the fWbt ihst
the little would take place in the town, so'l
it was on this account that many of tho
inhabitants fled who would not otherwise
have left. They are beginning to return, hut show tbeir
secession feelings. Two men of the town have held out
throughout the whole reign of secesslonism hereas l'ni«m
men. For tills th-:y have been sub.ecte to indiguitls* of
every kind, from insulting words to personal attacks
upon them in their bouses. Mr. Wlwdin the prnuiiuent
lawyer of the town and county, is one of ihent. He says
the outrages committed by a single rebel regiment while
quartered here were daily far greater than that of our
whole army. Everything about tho town ispcrtectly
quiet and orderly, aud very few indications remain of
the Tinssage of two ^r^atVM through tl.e place.
The prlsouers taken are representatives of oyer forty

rebel regiments of infantry, besides independent bat
talions,cor| s, batteries, cavalry, &c. 'ihe Fifth and
Thirteenth North Carolina and Twenty-fourth Virgiuia
ere largely represented.
