Richmand, in front of which city is suppossd to be en-
eamped the main body of the rebel army.

If they intend to give the Union forces battle, which s
Almost universally acknowledged to bo the case, the
hour is drawing near at hand when they will bave an
opportunity.

NEWS FROM JAMES RIVER.

The Rebels Firing On and Capturing
Union Mem while Under a Flag of
Truce, &e., &e.

Fonrazss Mowros, May 21—12:30 P. M.

The sieamer George Wushington, which left with a
fiag of truce on Monday night, returned this ferenoon,
alter anchoring below Oily Point,

On Monday night she proceeded Lo that place, whera
the fiag of truce was sent ashors. Answer was received
to General Wool's eommunications during the day.

The Galens was fired on yesterday by tho enemy's
eavalry. No damage was done, and the enemy was dis-
persed by a single shell from the Galena,

On Monday afternoon a boat went ashore from the Wa-
chusctl with a flag of truce,containing six oficers aud
twelve mon.

The surgeon of the ship had been sent for from the
shore, and the officers and the rest remained to guard the
boat.

¥or some reason, as yet unoxplained, the party in the
Boat were fired on by some twenty or thirty men, and
mimultansoualy ibe pariy on shore were attacked and
all taken prisoners.

Of the party in the boat, the Master's Mato, Almy, of
Philadelphia, and W. P. Plerce, seaman, were instantly
killsd; Henry Johnson was seversly wounded in the
face, breast and neck; —— Brown in the kidneys, and
Jobn Close in the thigh.

The three latter were placed on the George Washing-
%on and broughi here; but Brown died only an hour after
be was put on board. ‘Ths other two were, oo their ar-
rival bere, tranaferred Lo the hos, ital ship.

Among the prisoners wken wore Mr, Baker, engineer,
and Mr. Stockwell, paymaster and surgeon of the steamer
Ben Deford, a signal efficer dedalled from the army; Thos,
Oroen, coxswaia; J. 0. Malley and Frank Cousln, seamen,
and soveral oibers.

Our forces connisted of nine regimenta in all, six under
Milroy and three under Behenek, numbering not more
than seven thousand men. Those undor Milroy were
tha Seventy-fiith, Sevemty-third, Thirty-second and
Twenty-fifth Ohio, and the SBecond and Third V .
Those under Schenck were the E‘igh?--umhnd li
fifth Ohio and the Fifth Virginia, 1t ;?pnrl that Mil-
ruy’s force Lad advanced trom Moutersy in the direction
of Etaunton as far as McDowell, two regimentsa ten miles
beyond and one sixtesn. Just before noon on the 8th the
pickets of this advanced regiment were drivew
In, and it fell back to the other two.
all fell back in good order to within & mile and & quarier
of MeDowell, where they made a stand. Skirmishing
continued until & quarter 1o six in the evening when the
main fight bagan. The enemy were postad along the top
of i t which ter ted abruptly on our left,
Milroy's forces were digposed in front of the mountain,
some digtance wlopg. with the batteries on elevated
ground in the rear. There were five of these—Captain
Hymen’s, Captain De Beck's, Captain Ewing’s, Captain
Johnson's, and another not remembered by our inform-

ant.

Captain Hymen's battery, in particular, did brilliant
execution, being about upon a level with the enemy.
His ebells all burst at the right tlme and in the rtgil

oo, one clearing a space of about thirty fees in
the ranks of the rebals. Our informant relates, aa an

serjously considering the expediency of disbandiug the
armies now lo the Ueld, in hopes that by doing so they
may ivert from their own heads the punishinent that
now hangs over them. It ls said that & proposition to
thig offect passed throygh Generwl McDowell’s lines to-
day, on |ts way to Washinglon.

The New Government Telegraph Cable
from Cherrystone to Fortress Monree.
Un Monday the laying of the new telegraph cable for the

government from Cherryetone to Fortress Mouros was

compleled by Mr. W, H. Heies, assisted by Mr. Charles

8. Bulkley.

The telegraph cable laid some time ago from the sastern
shoreof Virginia to Fortress Monroe, consisting of a singls
wire covered with gntts percha, sither gave way from
weskness or was cut by the ememy., In oraer to
make sure ef telegraph communication, the govern-
mont ordersd a heavier cable—one protected with
external wire, and calculated to gtand =ny striin
to which it i3 likely to be subjected, It is the applica,
tion of n mew principle, and deserves attention, The
reader may have observed that telegraph eables hitherto
uged for long distunces have been enveloped by wire
armor, drawn spirally over the core or inner wire, in the
form of an ordinary rope. As long as & cable of this
cunstruction remained untwisted it afforded am-
ple protection to the core; but the fatal
defect was that if the cable shoald by any ncci.
aont  become untwisted the outer wires would
berome gtretched and longer than the core, thus throw.
fog upon it the whole strain. They therefore fauiled to
#lve It any strength, and merely protected it from chaf-
ing. The present cable is consiructed om an entirely
differant principle, the protecting wires belog extended
over the core lengtitudinally und in straight lines, with-
oit any twist whatever, 8 may be sern from the follow-
log sections of the cablei—

Now by this plan the sirain comea equally upon the
external wires and the internal wire or core, which con-
ducts the electricity, and before the latter can
give way tbe outside wires must break. Now, in
the cable here represented there are seventeen
B of wire—firsl, the core and oulside
#lx of No. 10, all of the best charcoal wire. Each
of them in capable of sustaining a weight of 6230 pounds;
sonsequently their united strength is 10,700 pounds, be-
nides whatever |s imparted by the single external wire
of the same thickness, which is drawn around the whole
spirally, in order to keep them tegether. At the end of
every ten feel this spiral wire is lapped meveral times
around the eablo at right angles, so that if it sbould by
any acchdent be cul or broken the eable would «in be
beld suficiently together. This Isa far stronger cable
than that which was attempled o be Jaid across the At
lantie, and had it been used the probability is it would
have been successful. It is an inch and a quarter in dia-
maeter. There i another peculiarity in this cable, It s
the firat time that iron wire bas been employed for the
cere. It has been now adopted in order to give greater
strongth.

An regarde losulation, we may stale that the core wire
in covered with gutta percha one.quarter inch thick, and
that is enveloped in tarred bemp, thus effecting a
double insulation. Upon the tarred hemp the external
wires are laid, and pressure upon them has the tendency
to bind them together, like the stones or bricks ko an
arch. The effect of pressure ia the very opposite in thy
old spirnlly eongtructed cdble,

This eable bas been manufsctured in lengths of a
mile each, and then testod in the waler, spliced and put
on board the boat as sho lay benide the factory of the
Bishop Gutta Percha Company on the Exst river. In the
extromely short space of three weeks a cable of twenty,
five miles wan thus manufuctured and pub on boacd
the dismasted schoover Colorado, which, on the 1dth
instant, was taken In tow by & steamsr and
drawn through the oanals the grester part of the dis-
tanes Lo (e destimation at Cherrystone, Virgiota, whenee

rebel officers on an eminence, about two miles distant,
hie got their range and sent them a shell, which Killed
two out of four of them. This battery was placed on a
hai?t whore it took twelve horses aud one hundred men
to tuke up sach gun, The enemy fired nothing but mus-
ketry, apparently being unable to get their guns to the
top of the mountain on which they were . They,
howerver, rajaed & parfect shower of mueket balls down
the side of the mountaln, but fortunately, as is nearly
always the case in firing down & hill, fired too bigh.
Cur informant, who was engaged with others in bearing
the killed and wounded 10 the rear, says the balls
whistled around them like hail, and In dangerous
proximity.

Alout seven o'cloek in the evening General Scheuck's
brigade vame up, baving lelt Frankim at half-past ten in
the murning. The fight raged furwously, and lasted till
nine o’clock at night. Shortly after dark the Thirty-se-
cond and Kighty-tecond Ohie made s brillisnt bayonet
charge up the mountain in the face of the enemy’s fire,
and drove them from their position, but much to their
surprise found & heavy force in ressrve on the other side
of tne mountain. They fell back, of course while
the enemy bad come around the blufl termioation of the
mountaiu and flunked our fores,  The Twenty-fifth Ohio
wae posted on the extreme la(t, and the weight of this
flank movement fell upon them. They fought gallantly,
and were contiderably cut up. Thelr ammunition gave
out, and they gtood upon the field and waited like heroes
till & fresh gupply was brought them. Upen
covery that the enemy were groatly superior in mum-
bers, our force fell back in good order about nine
o'clock, having given the rebels at leass a Roland for
their Uliver. Our loes amounted to thirty-seven killed
and two hundred and twenty-flve wounded. That of the
enemy was believed to be much larger, from the fact
that our men firing up hill were mors accurate in 1heir
aim,and on sepount of the torrible execation of the
shells thrown from our batteries. Deserters who came
in altor the fght declared thal their loss was 400 killed,
basides the wounded,

‘While the battle was going on a couple of companies
from the Virginia regiments left at Mouteray to guard
baggage and provisions, and who had orders to fall back,
ware attacked with such suddeuness thas they had to
skedoddleon the double quick and leave everything—
even their own baggage, clothing, uniforis, &o., in their
trunks, Lisutenant Weaver, of the Becond Virginia, left
bebind & trunk containing valuables to the amount of
$150. There was no Ilihlhm. as they obeyed the order
to fall buck us soon as the pickets were driven in, conse-
quently nubody hurt there, but considerable loss of per-
Boual efiecis.

After the fight our forces fell back to Franklin, the
capital of Pendleton county, and next day this gide. ‘The
enemy, 14,000 swroog, followed. There were two or
three days skirmizhing—our batteriss playing en them
with shell und keeping them back in spite of thelr supe-
rior force. They came up and occupied our deserted
camp ut one time, but a well pested buttery soon made
that 100 hot for them, and they ¢ foll back.” In this
skirmishing thres of cur pickets were killed, and we
killed #ix of thelr men in return,
