Rmaauel in Naples. Imagination palad before tha raali
ty. It seemed as if an electric shock animated simulta¬
neously ih* entire population.
The telegraph announced the King would arrir* la'

Naples at half-past two P. If.; but tha squadron did not
enter the bay until after four P. M. Th* National Guard
were drawn up from one P. II-, through the streets of
Pi!iare, Piazza del Cist*lk>, San Guisepp*,Santa Anna and
*h* Toledo, which were th* streets th* royal cortege was
to paaa through. Numerous corporations, studenta, and
operative* of every grade, with banners explaining their
occupations, placed themxelves at th* Marina, the place
where the King disembarked
On Monday, April 28, at four P.M., th* first oannon

annoenced to th* vaat city that Victor Emanuel entered
the port. A wild s'lout that rent the air broke from the
aacited populace. "Viva il R*" waa echoed by every
mouth, followed by such clapping of hands that would-
beyond doubt, have entitled even a first rate prima
dotina. The royal steam Irigate Maria Adelaide entored
the port, accom, aniod by several vessels of war.English
and French.which fired salutes perpetually. All the
atranger vessels, with the entire Italian marine in porti
belched forth salutes from their sides with such rapidity
as to make them appear on fir*. Every vessel In the
harbor manned its yards, and, as th* King's frigate
passed by, the sailors gave nine hearty cheers that could
be distinctly heard on shore. The bay waa covered with
innumer iblo small boats, which joined in tho escort and
accompanied tho King to the place of disembarkation,
and added their incessant applause, bouquets, banners
and waving handkerchiefs to welcome his Majesty.

Victor Emanuel was received In a splendid pavilion
erect-id on purpose at the lauding by the prefotto, Gen,
Lamarmxa, tha municipal and all the authorities of
note, both civil and military, snd others specially in-
Tiled. The King and suite entered their carriages with
gorgeous liveries of scarlet and gold. As his Majesty
rode tUr<>u»h tha street* incessant shouts of welcome, ac¬

companied by deafening applause, greeted mm. A do-
luge of flowers rained over him, which wore thrown from
tho bale mlos (and no window is without a balcony) by
the ladles. Sometimes It was ridiculous.the King was
lite ull} pelted with flowers. Some enthusiastic indiv:
duals, nnsious to show their pood will, threw boiifjue.s of
aucii gigantic proportions that when they lolged on the
royal co k id hat mat article uf decorative utility caved
In and neirljr capsized hi; Majesty, who gazed ruefully
on the monster bouquets. Th* Comptroller, who sat in
front o( lho carriage, however, got tha worst of it, and
received tho missiles with anything but s 'tisfactiou, not
having eveu the consolation of knowing they were for
htm. 1 really thiufc the people took a malicious ple.isur*
in knock ;ig his hatove. his eves: he seemed the target
at wliicti all s«> med to aim.

Pre«*diiig the King was a carriage with the members
of th* royal household, than th* royal carriage in which
w*v*his Majesty, with General Larairinera at his !<.: t;
the Comptroller and the Prim* Minister, Batazzi, iu
front, o uor carriages followed, with the a,d.-,miuis
iers,Ac The march was begun by the Royal Carabl-
n*ri, on horseback, while the escort surrounding the car¬
riage was (iiven 10 the Natl nal Guard f Naples.

Arrived at the royal palace, the King wa enthusiasti¬
cally cheered. 'lheu" c> mnuraced th* detTle of tho
National C ard and the troops of the garricon, which
las oil about an L >ur. Sxi»rcoly bad his Majesty entered
tha palace when be was k>.».iiy called for, and, with his
sm^e, appeared on tie alcony. The enth isiasm arose to
a fhn ti* h ji^ht. liis Mu.esty was so overcome at his
kind 1 eceptioa that he wept with joy when heouteied
ui« paiace.

Just bjtore the Kmc arrival a ludicrous incident
occurred, which set t;.a people in g cd humor. K\-
pectati >u wa a t.ptoo; all eyes wore directed towards
the Toledo, f om w..cncu the was oxpaccfcd, when a
sudden r isli through the Hit s 01' solaiers that lined lhe
rt».i un oithi.-r ?idc announced the advent of somothiLg
imi> rtsnt. "Here he is," exclaimed the expectants.
' I'ioa C." but the sent nee was nut completed; fur, to
the atnusemsnt of some and Use iatlnite disgust of
others, t!» y beheld a troupe of dirty, rugged urchins,
with gree.i houghs waving alove their uncombed heads,
followed by a grand deputation hum the beggars (a
class more numerous than dosirable), bearing banners
nearly as dirty as thatnselve.". Docvncy might
have suggested that for once in a litetime thay
should wash thetiibolvea to receive the gentleman
Kin*, M th** de MM to call him. But. as dirt is the
sign manual of Naples, they very properly scorned to
blue what 1 verily believe » their chief comfort and
pride. If a Neapolitan had not a colony of fleas about
him, 1 devoutly believe be would emigrate to some more
comjonia: quarter, where bo would not be dtraudod of
his justdue». The soldiers were perfectly uonpiusse 1;
for so largo a body (not counting the fleas) was rather a
dill.cull alfur to disperse without disturbing the general
harmony; so as us< al mobocracy prevailed, and the beg¬
gars triumphantly took possesion ef the rood. and shook
their dirty lists in derision close un.er the noses of the
Indignant warriors, who triod hard to look as if th"y
thought it the best joke in the world. On the banners
they named themselves a "Committee of the Poor." It
was a needloes device, aa ni' one would nave accuse !
them ot having a surplus bank atock when they gazed
on the banner.* that hung from their outer walls, in shred*
and tatters. It scorned as if every rag they could .-mis
ter was pressed into the service to float from thelrouter
man and b y in fantastic independence. When the King
arrlvea at the paUse there a friendly recognition of
his merits from the "committee," Whicn doubtless hu
M i e-ty fully appreci ited.

In tho evening the whole city was brilliantly Illumi¬
nated ; not' ne window was wuiiout its lamps. laiioie the
palace, in the piaaa del Plebiscite, were stationed tho
bands of all tlie battalions of the National Guard,amount
tnti to four hundred andfourteen instruments, who played
all the popular airs. A gran disp ay of tlrowork- vraa
let off from the roof of the church 'an Francisco di 1'aulo.
which tho hiost and suite wmessed from the balcony of
the palace. Hie applause his Matesty received every few
minutes obliged him to abandon h.s chair and remain
Standi, g.
The church of San Franci-co di Paulo, a magnricent

structure, opposite the palace, was gorgeously i.lumi
r.ated. It has a circular iorm, with th -ee domes fof its
three cha. els): its coionadee stretch round nearly half
th pltz/a del Plebiscite. The whole front of thWSwrch
and pillars of tho o onnde, .is «-11 as the domes, were
entire.y covered with colored lamps.red, white an I
gruei..the national colors. There were forty-eUht thou¬
sand lamps used or. the church. Festoons of evergreen!",
with loiupe suspended from them, wore looped in double
rows, from gtgantio spoars, fifty teat in h> ig.it, from
each of which floaud a penncn, while half way
up on the spears four !!a?s were gracejilly grouped
together, forming a I eaut.ful picture on both sides of tho
piazza. The illumination was continued throe days in
succe sion: but, owing to the third day being windy, '.he
lamp*1 <>n th>? eh reh wero extinguished as fast as they
wereliichted. The lol'do was the gayest place In the city.
Every balcony, to the height ofsevenand eight stories, had
variega'.od lamps. The i<a.>kunps on the si lewalWj
were rem ved, and artit.ciai aim trees, composed of tin,
painted green, wore subetitutcd. The ^as wa» conducted
aloeg th" centre of each loaf, and small jets of gas issued
at abort distances. It was superb.
On Tuu*day ev ning the French Admiral, with General

Lamarm ra, Rntazzi and others, dined at Court, after
which t be royal jiarty attended Sao' arlo. On the King s
entraiic tho ipplai.se was ovcrwlie.mmg, scarcely hal
he taken his poat when mother burst of welcome brought
him to his feet a^ain The San ( arlo was lighted by tljpu-sanda fcaudle*, and presented a most briliant spertacle.
On the eventn of TueMiay a procession, formed of very

respectably dree-ed people, bearing a plaster bust of
Victor Emai uel, crowned with laurel, and various ban¬
ners inscribed "feme," "V'*ni«e," "The King" and
'-Garibaldi ' The mob sboutel and paradod boioro the
palace, b it the windows were all dark: but there was a

Brate little garden, leading from the Kings bedcham-
in which his M ikity and guests of the dinner patty

were quietly smoking sogers and enjoying the brteze
from the bay previous to ontaring the heated atmos¬
phere of th< crowded San Carl*. It is his Majesty's in¬
tention to redeem all pledgee net exoeeding$3.

It is an ascertained fact that the Km peror Napoleon
has b<?en for mouths pant most desirous of seeiug the
war between North and South at an end, chiefly. no

doubt, fiom motives wnich are creditable to bis humani¬
ty, but a great deal from anxiety to arrost th* suffering
as well as the discontent wuich accompanies suffering
amor j the working and commercial classes in Krano*,
and which are in most part attributable to tbe civil war
tn Am ji lea. He believes, too.and this belief to shared
by tbe majority of bis Minister*.tliat th* re-establish¬
ment of the Union is hopeless. These views were sums
tune ago pressed on th* English government, but with¬
out etloct. Tbe 1st* battle, as fruitless as it wss san¬

guinary, and th* sort of success of wbioh the North
boasts, and which,so far as we know, oonsists tn the army
having )ust escaped utter destruction, remind his Ma¬
jesty that the present moment is a favorable ons
for trying what he ssn do to prevent more bljod-
'shed. H* thinks that ths military h*nor of
the North has been saved or redeemed, by what has
occurred, and that further carnage is without an ob^sot,
as regards either glory or interest. Wuen sumo time

ago bs expressed his Willi igness to intsrfer* as a media¬
tor, if asked to do so, mediation was than declined; but
it was at the same time intimated that. If ciroumstances
should occur to render kucti un alternative desirable,no
mtiuitum would be mar* acceptavit than thai of the iV
pervr or the French. The late battle, its doubtful results,
the uncertainty of future succuaa lor the North, tue cer¬

tainty In any caso or much calamity to both, together
with the increased suffering in France, induce tho Km-
pcrcr to tlynk that the moment is opportune lor reviving
the quasi un of mediation, as the proposal Is t>Ull open,
or rather tor S'ti;geatiDg an aimistioe with a view to a
definitive arrangement. It is then reasonable to pre¬
sume that M. Mercior's mission is with a view to this ar¬

mistice; andaa armisiic* which would precede a serious
arrangement must necessarily b* oi some length. Whe¬
ther M. Werner will succeed in his mission I do not pre¬
tend to ::ay, and no one pretends to say.
[t'sris (May 8) sorrsspondence of the London Timot.]
I hear of another version of th* motivo for M. Mer¬

cier s jeurney to Kichraoud, which I give, without pre¬
tending to slflrm lis accuracy. It appear* that two
months ago Mr. Seward inquired of the French ioiernment
whether, in certain »j*c\ficd circumstances, JI. Menier
wjuld he authorized to proceed to liic.inwnd on a muiion
from the United Stale* tjovermnetil. l'ho answer was in
the affirmative. It is inferred by the friends of the Mo¬
ral cause that it is from the South overtures for uu ar¬

rangement hav* come, and that M. Mercier is gone to
treat with th* Confederate ministers. This, however, is
scouted by the otkers, who declare that his object is tc
make himself personally acquainted with tlio state of
i!lair», and to convince himself by his own eyes and
oars of th* utt.e hop* there is of svsr re-esUblu>hin»
.he Union.
