Again we have to report no progress in regard
to the Turiff bill. A collector has been appointed
for New Orleans, sud the Secretary of the
Treasury has issued a civoalar specifving the arti-
cles which cannot at present be sent to the ports
recently relieved from blockade.  These articles
comprise those identified by the mariline Powoers
during the Russian war s contrabund of war.
Several applicationa bave been msde 1o the
Collector av this port for clearnices to New Or-
leans, A fair trade may be cwrried on with that
portinarticles not included in the list of contraband.

more paper than the government has issued. Peo”
ple are using large amounts of bank notes, which
are very far from being as popular or as sound as
the government currency. They would discard
bank notes altogether if the government would
supply them with soficient currenocy for business
purposes. It is, however, useless to enlarge on
the subjecs. Mr. Chase has not sought to increase
the volume of goverument ourrenoy. He
borrowing on call at 4 per cent. It needs but little
financisl experience to perceive that a time must
come when he will be called upon to repay these
loans, and then ke will require to issue more logal
tender paper in order to do s0. We trust that he
will not be so negligent of the contingencies of the
future as to lesve this matter to chance, and that
Congress will not adjourn before the necesaury
measures are cnacted for the protection of the
public credit, in the event of & sudden turn in the
money market.

Fverybedy who had been s
borrower on that security was regarded with sus-
picion enongh to have hia loans ealled, and people
who had money to lend made better bargning than
they wonld have done otherwise. In 4 duy or two
this will subside. Speculators in Wall street,
whose loans are called in consequences of occur-
rences of this character, can alwavs bhorrow on
proper seearity, throngh brokers, until the tem-
pest subsides and money lenders recover their

Ve evenl of the week hus byeu the alleged dis
covery of an irregnlar issue of five per cont honds
ot the State of Twdiave, Colonel B M. Hudgon, the
fhnatieinl agent of the State, vow on the <aff of,
itenera! Fremont, states that some moeuths sinee
liis attention wis attracted by the presentution at
the ageney of a number of bonds in the name of &
party whose interest in the [odiaoa State dobt
was, aoeording to the ledger, less than the amount
of the bonds so presented. He woas thus led to
jnnire into the subject, and the result of his in-
riivien indueed lim to seck # conlerance with his
predecessor, Mr. Stover, On being interrogated
Mr. Stover admitted to Mr. Hudson that he had
without antlbority, a pumber of In-
disnn & per cent bonds, smd that he  had
hepothecated themn for loans. Mr. Stover, as
nunnt of the State, lnd in his posscasion books of
bonds, all ready signed and registersd, which only
peeded s slgnature to rendor e o vaild secu
rity. Tt would appear that his over [msued were
cluelly wade prior to Wigappuntineat to the agen-
ey whilo he was acting se clork aud attorney of
Mre. Cravens, his predeconsor in the State ageucy,
and pow member of Congresa from Indipne.  On
diacovering the irregularity Colonel IHudson bad
saveral conforencos with the Governor and Loan

Tommissionera of Indisna, and lilowise with Mr,
Stover, and with the parties who had jent money
on the irregular honds—the upshot of which
wan that Mr. Btover agreed, oo condi-
tlon of mnot heing oxposed, o take up
$25,000 of the irregular bonds every week,
and more, il he could de s0. At this tme Mr,
Htover represcntod that the whole amaount of the

the State Agent gave some reason for delay, and
sent the irregular bonds to Mr. Btover's bankers
or brokers, who replaced them by good bonds.
The irrcgular certificates were then burnt in
presence of Colonel Hodson snd Mr. Btover.
Thus matters worked on for some weeks, during
which the ameunt of irregunlar bonds prescnted for
transfer or redemption, and actually withdrawn or
cancelled by Mr. Btover's sgents, amounted, not
to $200,000, as Mr. Btover had stated, but to $550,-
000, or thercabouts, and there was reason to he-
lieve that u further amount wus still afloat. At
this atage in the procecdings the wecret
trapspired. At first only a few lead-
ing banking houses were im poasession of
it, and made haste to eall in all the
loans they bad on Indinna fives, Bt on Thursday
and Fridey of last week it becmne generally
known, snd o panic in Indiana secuorities ensued.
Yesterday all loaas on Indinnss wepe called, We
believe they were all fully met. Mr. Stever's
agenta nppear to have wisely concluded that in
their embarrsssing position they had no choice but
to take up the loans on the irregular bomds,
whether their principal was able to-respond or no.
A lewding Wall street house, which has had inti-
mute connections with the State of Indians, states
that the amount of owtstanding irregular bonds:
will uet probably excedl $100,000.  Colonel Hud-
sun thinks that there may be $200,000; and parties
who have had dealings with Stover estimate
that a less sum of roney than $200,000-will retire
all the bonds still afloat, and that they will be
fully retired in afew duys.
The first idea which the fucts will natorally
suggest ko every one i that the Btate of Indiana
pructically vecognized ihe irregular issne, and, =0
to puy, mude itself 8 party to the transaction by
transferring the irregular bonds, and granting new
aml good ones in the place thereof. When a
banker made s lonn on the irregulsr certifioates,
and, havieg sent thew to the State agenoy for
trausfer, received in exchonge new and good
bonds in Lis name, he had no means of knowing
that & hoens pocus trabsaction had tiken place, by
which tho irre: sular bouds lnd heen caneelled and
oiber certiffeates wubstitmtod by Mr. Stover with
the vonnivanes of the State sgents.  On the
condrary, the trapsacrion was cteulated to lead
Wim to pluce perfect (nith in the ferogular bonds,
and to dispense with the Tormality of transler
when next he was asked to lewl money on the
same seeority,  We oare bound to suy that the
dreet takes an unfuyornble view of the progecd-
ings of the State authorities sid  their advisers in
this ttter, 3t is said that when these Losa Com-
misgioners, a fow months ago, thought of prosc-
culing the auihor of the fraud, thev were
informed by the Digteict Altorney  Lere, and
nl=a Ly the Adtormey Genersl of Twdinna, that it
wak vory doubtful if they had any case, Their de-
fenee B4 (hat thoy were satistied thae the bunkers
A brokers whom Mr, Stover had contrived to iu-
volve in his transactions had capital and reputa-
tion enongh at stake to redesm the whole irregular
isque, ifno expose was made. Tt may likewize be
surmised that they were keeuly alive to the im-
policy of casting diseredit npon Lruliana gecaritiea
at i tiwe when the State was in the market for a
war losn, However this mny be, if the Indiana
State agents conclided that it was best to make
terms with Mr. Stover, and eoerce im and cvery-
body who hisd been baiprianste cnough to loan
money on the bonds to retire them, they shaald
have aad the sagacity and the skill to prevent the
secret transpirihe.
