Sir.Your communication of tho 12th Inst. has been
received by mo aud laid before th'i Board of 3clectr.au
¦cf this city, and I am diroctod to roturn the following
r0ply:.Coming as a collec tor, you need not tho inter-
position of the city authorities to p* *««ss this place.
An unfortified city, sn entirely defenceless i<erp!e, l.ave
uo alternative but to yield to ,nn irreslsliblo force. It is
useless to imperil Innocent Wood. Formalities are ab¬
surd in tho face of such rnalitl«*. So far as the city
Authorities can prevent there will be no opi*>sitton to
your possession of tho cl»y. They cannot, however,
guarantee that your Urn; Mi ill wave unmolested in tho
light of an excited people; but such authority ss lliey
pessess shall l>e .\urcimd for the preservation of good
crdor in tlie city. As to property belonging to the Con¬
federate States, they are not aware of any such within
the limits of the city.

Sketcli of Hatcheit
Kitchei was at one tine the me»t populous and com

tne: cial city of the State of Ml^s1vit}>x>i and capital of
Adunis county. It lb situated on tbo oasl bank of the
Mississippi river, ab >ul 289 miles abovo New Orloons,
over 000 miles below St. Louis, about 510 miles iWn
Mcrni bis auJ about 100 miles from Vlckahurg. It is 100
miles from Jackson, the capita of tho S ate, in a direct
southwestern air lino. It is pleasantly situated on a

bluff, which rises about two hundred feat above the river,
affording an extensive view of tho iniinen.-e cyp oss

swamps of Louisiana. 'J ho surface of the ground in tho

city and in tho adjacent country is undulating, and pre¬
sents a striking contrast with the Cat surface of the op¬
posite side of the river. Tbo streets of Natchez are

wide and rectangular, and some of the public buildings
are liandsoine. The privato residences aro mostly built of
wood, and many of them havo flowor gardens and

orange groves adjoining. Among the public buildings
are tho Court House, Ave or six churches, a

hospital, orphan asylum and masonic hall. Pre.
vious to the rebellion several new apapera were

published In the city, and b.id a tolerably good patron,
age. Within a few years of the commencement of this
disastrous robolliou Natchez had increased causidorubly
in Importance and population, inconsequence of its nu

merous flourishing seminaries and Its public schoo/,
which wan supported by a goneral taxation of the citi¬
zens. The latter averaged about Ave hundred pupils
annually. Natchez was the centre or un extensive tra<le
of which cotton was tho principal article. . Steamboats
were constantly arriving and departing from its wharves
during Its flourishing days; but, alas ! how changed has
bccome its rivor view and river trado. Tho heavy ship*
ping business used to bo transacted in tho lower part of
the town, which part was desijnatod "Natchez Under
tho Hill." Tho last publishedjreturna gave the popula¬
tion at about six thousand. A:iauis county is. situated
in tho southwestern part of the Stuto, aud has an area of
about four hundred and forty square miles, or over two
hundred and eighty thousand acrcs. Tbo Mississippi
river t" unds it on the west, dividing it from Louisiana
and the Homschitto on tho south. The county is not of
any very great local iin; ortanco further than its counee
tiou with the above-described city, aud contains apo.
pulation of about eighteen thousand person**.

Sketch of Warrenton,
Warrenton is a post village of Warn n oounty, Missis¬

sippi, and is situated on the Mississippi river, about oight
miles below Vicksburg, with which it is connected by a

good turnpike read. It contains about four or flvo stores,
and had a population of about two hundred and tlfty per.
sons when the rebellion broko out. The county Is situated
in tho western part of tho State, bordering on Louisiana,
and has an area of about sovou hundred and twenty Ave
square miles, or four hundred and sixty-four thousand
acres. It is bounded on the west by the Mississippi
river, along the banks of which tlia village is built. The
Big Black rivor flows along the southeast border, and the
Yazoo rivor insorsects it. The surface of the country Is
generally level and low, except in the vicinity of Vicks¬
burg, where the Walnut Hills rise several hundred feet
above tho river. The soli is alluvial and very rertile.
The county is intersected by the Vicksburg and Brandon
Railroad, and had a population at luat return* or about
eighteen thousand p&rsous, of whom ovor two-thirds
were slaves.

Vlcfcsburg is Ibo capital or War: en county, Mississippi,

and is a city and port of entry. It is situaMrl on the
Mississippi river, three hundred and ninoty-flve miles
above New Orloans, and soveu hundrod and nluety-nine
below St. Louis. It is diitant by water from Cairo
about six hundred and thirty mlias, and from Memphis
nearly Tour hundrod miles. It is also over a hundred
miles ub >ve Natchez, and ui ;ht miles from Warrentoa.

Mississippi Ritllroad, &c.,f:oiti tho following pluccs are
also important at this time:.

The pitu'atloa of tbo city is elevated, the ground un.
oven, and the style ol buildings far from being compact
or elegant. It contains, besides the county buildings,
four or live churches and several academies for both
sexes. Three dally newspapers are published here, and
had a very fair patronage previous to the rebellion.
Virksburg was, before; the present troubles, the
most commercial place on the river between Memphis
and Natchez, and was an Important mart for cot¬
ton, of which article about one hundred thousand bales
were annually exported. Tbe greater part of this
used to bo received over the before mentioned railroad.
Stoumbi ats wero in tho habit of plying regularly between
New Or'.oans and Vlcksbnrg, nud did a thriving trado.
A railroad lias bonn surveyed through Louisiana, (mm
this place to Marshall, in Texas, via Shreveport, bnt Is
not yet completed farthor than Monroe. Tho tennage of
this i*>rt, ubuut two years since, was 213*» tons, enrolled
and licensed,and employed in steam cavigat on. The
receipts of cotton by railmad for three yoais wero.s
follows:.In 1850, about llf:y thousand bales; 1.1 1661,
over sixty-two thousand, und in 1852, nearly i.iiioiy
thousand. These numbers have greatly increased up to
1800. lhe population in 1850 was 3,078, lx)lng an in.

On tho ISth inst. the Spanish man-of war sloamor

Ferrol arrivod from Puerto I'lata, in St. Domingo, with
troops, having also on board his Excellency General
Alfau. From what wo have learnod tho greatest tran¬

quillity reigned in the wholo of that proviuce.
The English merchant steamor Edward Hawkins ar¬

rived on tho same day from Matamoros, with cotton, but
did not bring any nows of importance from the Bio
Grande.
According to letters recoivod from Vera Cruz, nearly

the whole of tho Spanish forces have been re-embarkod
there for Havana, exccpt some artillery trains and the
sick soldiers.
The following Is a translation of a letter recolvcd from

a person at the headquarters of Genoral Almonte:.
Canada i>k Ixtapa, April 30,1862.

Dear Sir.By the list mail 1 informed you that tho
IT eights of Aeulzingo had been takon by the French, and
to-day 1 have little to add. The dofenco of tho Generals
Zaragoza, Arteaga and Negrete was very foeb!o, although
their combined forces consisted of ft,OUO men and thuy
occupied very strong positions. To-day it is said that
the army of Juarez is being concentrated in l'uebla, and
that the sumo will amount to upwards of 10,000 men. I
am sorry lor the town of Puobla.

In tho aforesaid battlo on tho Heights of Acolcingo tho
French had only ono Zouave killed and fifty tnou wound¬
ed, partly Zouaves and partly Chasseurs of Viacouues,
these being the only two corps Hint took part in the ac¬
tion. Their adversaries took to thoir heels, leaving be¬
hind their urtillery, arms, ammunition. &o.

Pa* Atorarnx dkl Palmar, May 1,1862.
We have Just arrived hoie.eleven o'clock.and

¦aved this place from tho Uames. Sinoo we loft Ixtapa
we havo seen nothing but columns of smoko all the way.
Three hundred horsemen, that wore Dying before us at a
distance of about six miles, were burning everything
before thorn, and all the farms and huts were burning as
we passed them. This was done by orders of Juarez, to
prevent us from finding any support or resting place on
the way. To prevent any moro of these barbarous acts

sent a detachment of cavalry after them, and thus
prevented their selling tire to this place; but uur horse¬
men succoeded in cutting down only ono of thoir dra¬
goons, as they lied wtib all Bpoed.

GL'SCTQUfi.May 2,1862.
We arrived here at ten o'clock this morning. The

enemy continues to rotreat. It Is feared that Genoral
Woll will not arrlvo horo as soon as it waa,expected. We
have just been informed that 2,000 of Juarez's troops aro

passing at tlfteon miles distance in the direction of Puo-
bla, and that tho conservative (Jeneral Marquoz la at
Cholula, with 4,000 men, all cavalry.

Acvlzikqo, May 3,1862.
We halted hare at ten o'clock this morning,and havo

learned that tho onemy Is concentrating his forces in
Puebla, where thoro aio at present 12,000 man, counting
the forcos of Doblatlo and Gonzalez Ortega. S< ma say
that tho enemy Is going to tight us before w# arrive at
Puebla. Ulhors aay that thuy are likely to do so at
Chulalpa, which Is tho place whoro General Mlramon was
defeated. Tho latter place Is near to Mexico. As we
shall be In Puebla tho day after to-morrow, we shall
soon know lor cortain wlioro the batilo is llkeir to tuko
place.

'

Wo learn from the Canary Islands that there Is no hop«
of saving tho SpanUh mail steamer Caulabria, which
got aground thoro some timo ngo.
The stroets of Havana aru now improving much as

regards tho paretneut, which for many >.oars past has
boeu in an awful stats, especially during the rainy sea¬

son, when they looked moro like canaris than streets.
Hi* writer of this was very noarly drowned last summer,
when going homo to dinner in a cab. 'ilio improvements
are, however, far from going on aa rapidly as could be
rte-irfd or oxpectod, considering the largo suing of money
grouted tor this purpose.
