The most important act that has been accomplished
since my lagt letter is the seizure of a large amount of
specis from the offiee of the Hope Insurance Company,
109 Canal street, and the banking house of Samuel Emith
& Co., in Camp streel, These seizures occurred on
Eaturday, the 10th, and under the following circum-
stances:—It baving come to the knowledge of General
Butler that & large amount of specie was secreted at the
affice of the Consul of the Netherlands, he ordered Cap-
tain Shipley, of the Thirtleth Massachusetts regiment,
with a proper guard, to take possession of the office.

Captain Shipley found a Mr. Conturie at the effice,
who confessed to having the keys of the vault (n his pos-
sesslon, but refused 1o deliver them. Caplain B. re-
tared to General Butler for instructions. Lieutenant
Kinsman, of General Butler's etaff, was then sent back
with Capsain Bhipley,and on demanding the keys, Mr,
Conturio claimed to bea Frenchman (which s true,I
understand), and sent & note to the French Consul, de-
manding his protection. He afterwards stated that he
was the Consul for the Netherlands,and protested against
be invasion of his consulate. Lieutenant Kinsman told
him that he must bave the vault keys, and ordered his
guard to search Mr. Conturie’s person,on doing which
they found the keyas in his trowsers pocket. On opening
the vault, Lieuteoant Kinsman discovered nearly a cord
of kegs filled with specle. A guard was placed over them
for the mght, and on Sunday they were removed to the
Custom House. There were one hundred and sixty kegs
each evidently containing five tl m thg
aggregate eight hundred thousand dollars. Each keg
was scaled and stamped, “Citizen’s Bank, N. 0.” The
money was of the date of 1861, nad each plece had the
O which Indicated its having been minted at New Or-
toans. There is the best reason to belisve that it is & part
of the identical specie stolen by the rebels from the Mint
at the commencement of the war. It was principally
this belief and a desire to regain the property for the
United States government that inducea General Butler
to seize the money.

Mr. Conturie was confined in his office by the guard
until evening, and was then released. His first act after
his liberation waa to haul down the Consulate flag, and
it has not since been displayed. He then prepared a
statement of the transaction for his government, ana for-
warded to General Butler the following letter and ‘‘state
ment of facts,” T append to this ication a pro.
