General Butler is going te lizh a Union newspay
fn this city. Itaname will probably be The Uniom—
*“it must and aball be preserved.” It will be conduneted
by several gentlemen connected with Geoeral Butler's
stall. It waa suggested that the Picayune be taken and
adited by Union mon, and the name ba changsd to the
“York Shilling,” but the General thought *‘fourpence
ha'penny '’ would be more appropriate to the character
of the expedition,

Mr. Asa B, Biake, of the Adams Express Company, has
removed the agency from Ship Island to the Custom
Hoase 1o this city. A branch of the Express Company
will be maintaioed at Ship Island, under the charge of
Mr. H. W. Bates. The newspapers here are trying to
make capital out of ¥he arrival of the French frigate
Catinet, from New York vis Havana., They try to throw
out the impression that she s but the pioneer of &
French flest ordered bere by the Consul, in consequencs
of General Butler’s receni action towardsthe foreign
Consuls. The idea i» absurd, and the motive of the press
Is only too apparent.

At the session of the Military Comminsion to-day m
man named George Possy was convioted of an sttack on
& Unmino soidier, and sentenced to twenty-one yeara' hard
jabor at Fort Jackson, with a ball and chain astached to
his ancle.

From Lake Pontchartrain to-day, I learn of & conple of
little adventuras of eur gunboat Calhoun and some officers
of the New London, which resalted in the seizare of ihe
Tobel armed yacht Coryphus, and the discovery of the
fate of 1 of the gunbosats that for lis past have
been cruising about the Lakes and Mississippi Sound, al-
ways kesping at a safe distance from the New London
and Cathoun. Yesterday the Calhoun, Captain J. E De
Haven, ran up ioto Bayou Lacomb, amd found the yacht
Coryphus secreted in a bend, and hidden from eight by
bushes and follage. There wus but ore man on her, and
but one gun, asix-pounder, of course thers was no re.
Eistance, and sho was quietly taken posscasion of by the
Calhoun. The Coryphus is & fine scheoner, and will be
very serviceable to our forces on the lakes.

The day before Lieutenant Buchanan, Acting Master
Wigelo and Midebipman Day, sll of tbe New London,
took the prize steamer Creole and run up the Covington
river on A reconnoissance. Near Covington Lthey discov-
eared the burnt romalos of the Oregon, Carondslet and
Blenvillo, three of the best gnnboats |n the rebel ser-
wviee. The guns had been removed from all but the Ca-
rondelot, On her thers are two heavy forty-iwo
pounders left, one of them slightty broken. The engines
and machinery of all the gunboats were found in good
order, though partly submerged. Proper efforis for
their removal will probably be made. No trace of the
rabel gunboat Pamlico could be found, and it s quite
probabls that she has escaped 1o Mobile, From Ship
Island 1 jearn that Captain Porter, with his mortar fleet,
Lisd Seon on & reconnoissance to Mobile Bay, and had
roturned to Ship 1sland to await erders from Commodore
Farragut,

Fort Galnes snd the rebel batteries st Graut's Pass
have been abandoned, and the guns and garrissna trans-
forred to Fort Morgan. The rebels boast of having some
guns at Fort Morgan of the longost range, and flatier
themselvos that they can prevent the mortar boats from
operating. We have learned to put very litile trust in
tho game of brag which the enemy has been continually
pluying in this neighborhood, snd 1 do not think this
bombast will frighten any of our officers.
