For nearly two hours a sheet of firo blazed frtm our
column. Tho rebels roturned the Are, but their bu!i»U
and grape and canister went too high. It was evident
that thay llred thoir muskets at random, probably from
behind trees, keeping their bodies concealed and not
daring to take aim. When they retroate !, as our firing
compelled tlieru to du at length, our musketry told
upt<n them with most deadly effect. Meantime the work
of shi lug them out went on vigorously. It ..as nearly
two hoars bofors they were driven from the woods. The
work of expulsion bid 1>«< n determined upon, and it was
ca.-r.e 1 out to most victorious results.

CK H IT1.1S OP rBIXO Ayn PISSCIT OF Tin Rlrry.
For about an hour and a half there was a cessation of

flricg. It v.as time not idly spent. General Fitz John
Porter by this time was on the ground. He ordered a

puis lit of the enemy by General Butterfleld's and Colonel
McQuade's brLatos. Genera! Morell and staff Joining in
tho chiiao. Through grain Celds, marshos and thick
wo ds our men ptuhed after the retroating foe. They
moved with the vigor of fresh troops. This chase gave
our men nearly six miles additional travel, including
thuir return. The eause of this will be explained in due
order.

A VISIT TO THE RKIUSL RAILROAD.
While the above pursuit was in progress the rogiraents

of General Martindale's brigade wero ordered to take a

look at the Virginia Ontral Railroad. Headed by a <ie-
u- ume't of the regular cavalry the regiments en¬

tered upon the execution of their diCScutt and dangerous
mission. On the way they were flred upon and one of
the cavalrymen killed. His name I could not
learn. This w:is all the loss Sustained. Marching up
to tho railroad, they could n it have made a more daring
demonstration If the whole army of the Cotemac had
been at their heels.

A RJTBRT. THAT* STOPPCT.
A rebel train was Just coming from the direction of

Btebmonrt and appeared in sight as our men reached the
roal. Tho engineer,tn obedience, no doubt, to the order
of somefri ghtcned rebel general.(or it must hare been>
as subseq lent events shewed, an arrival of reinforce-
meets from Richmond.reversed tho englno in double

qnlck time and backed the train out of sight. It was

well for o r regiments jtb it they did so; for they at
once rocce'1ed without molestation to do good work in
the Union cause by destroying about forty rods of the
railroad, burning a bridge an l putting as end to further
Immediate telegraphic communication between Fred
srteksb.irg and Richmond. Tils accomplished, they
witbilro-v to their brigade.

And here I eomo to the record of the largest and most
doci-ive, it not most brilliant, demonstration of the day.
Tho revival of artillery and musketry roar, with intelli-
geuco sent by General M irtir. 'ale to General Porter that
there had beon a large arrival of reinforcements, brought
back the absent brigades. And they camu back with
ini] etuoua and joyous haste,advancing through the field
of wheat in the rear of Dr. Kinuey'a ho se. The onemy,
it was ascertained, had shU'tc d his jwaition into the
woods, by the road bordering this field.

A prisoner who had been captured in tho last engage¬

ment said there woro twenty thousand rebels in this
wood and along tho railroad. Tho same prcgiamme was

T'iS cheerlrg of the men as they advanced on doubla

quick, aud stov'y, undaunted and inches int firing of mu-t-

ketry au>: shell, were ujvor surpassed on auy battle field.
It was a little after five o'clock when tho firing com¬

menced. It was kept up with unoqualle J vigor and fear¬
ful .-laughter of the eueir.y until right clos d upon the
scene, Tho enemy had a third timo beon driven back,
and the day w is ours. He did not dare to Rome out and
take the chanca of a lair ope » field engigment, but in
tho retreat stuck to tho wood w th .-tereotyped obstinacy.
How .¦-hall I doacribo these two hours' fighting. If there
was ever Cory ardor and brilliancy of combat, it was
then. If ever fearlessness was shown on the field,
it w us then. General Porter displayed conspicuous gal¬
lantry during thu entire engagement, and so did General
Moroll, conducting the division, and Generals Butter-
flold and Martindale, who beadod their brijades. I could
not s;*?ak tjo praisiugly of the different staff officers.
Captains Locke, Anchumty and Powers, and Lieutauants
McQunde, Monteith, Seymour, Bnltartield, Martindale
and Williams, in the transmission of orders, rode fear¬
lessly back and forth amid the showers of the enemy's
bullets. Tl.elnen, too,"stood firmly under fire.-stood as
it was known they would. The sky was cloudless as

the sua wont down. A calmer sunsot was never witpess-
ed. The cool breath of evening gavo comfort to our
wearied men, while a Toil of smoke skirted the forcst
edge#.the scene of the recent heavy firing. What gave
greatest comfort waa knowing the fact that our loss had
been light.

As stated, the abore list is incomplete. The loee of

the Twenty-fifth New York regiment is much heavier
Next t« this reglmont the Forty-fourth New York regi¬
ment sustained the heevlost lost. I hear that they had
folly twenty killed, and as many again wounded. The
remaining regiments (in Gen. Martindall's brigade suf¬
fered more or !sea, as also the batteries employed in the
different engagements. Col. McQuade's brigade suffered
the least. The Twenty-fifth regiment wm the only
one which had any of their men taken pri¬
soners. They had atK>ut thirty men captnred. Our
loss In killed and wounded Is estimated at about one bun.
dred men, and that of the rebels three hundred. We cap¬
tured some three hundred prisoners, sod among them a

colonel snd major; and an indefinite namberjof line offi¬
cers. I shall doubtless be able to-merrow to send a full
and accurate list of our killed and wounded.

THE BATTLE AT HANOVER COURT HOUSE.

Its Empcrtance in a Railroad Point of View.

Tbo scones at
each wort a counterpart of oh another.the
groaning wounded and amputating 3 surgeons were

with broken legs and maimed arms; men with bullets in
their breasts and limbs,men with all kinds of imagina-'
bie wounds, fields of Golgotha, tho horrors of war in
dreadful diorama. Wounded rebels were taken care of
as well as our own. Drs. Lymau, Wators, Bentley,
Scheil, Churchill apd Clark, wore the leading surgeons,
and they had t^nir hands full. The yards as well as

house* are tull of-patients.
Rome shed3 adjolMug. Dr. Kinney's house have bona

converted into temporary receptacles of tho dead. I
-looked In one of them. Tho spectacle was horrifying
enough to sicken one of war.enough to make one invoke
on the heads ot the rebel leaders a worse anatlioma
than the curse of Hecate. Among the dead were two

negroes, whom curiosity had trampled to go too near

tho battle.
THS REBEL mi«ONERS.

The familiar print limning FalstatTs recruits, would
serve as a good representation of our prisoners. They
are of all ages, sizes, complexions, arms and dress
Some are talkative; most arc silent. A largo number
are conscripts, who have no uniforms or pretensions to
any. I find that the bitterest foaling exis:s relative to
the drafting of soldiers In progress in the rebel States.
One prisoner told m' that he had pjid three hundred dollars
to two men to go at hit su/tititutes. Bath his representation
d&?rted, and he had been obtige'i to come himself, beinj un.
aJ.lt for lot', or money to induce a third one to lake his place-
Another, giving his name as Josiah W. {larger, of Ca¬

tawba, F. C. .showed mo a letter from his father dated
the 11th instant.
TORE* THOUSAND GEORGIANS RSITSf TO EIGHT AXT LONGER.

In this letter tho fact was stated that three thousand
Georgians, whose term of enlistment had expired, were

told that they must continuo in the servioe. They
loaded their guna, and officers and all refused to obey
the order, and no one dared«ftttempt to inako them do it.
Tbo result was that tho regimeuts had dUbandod and
gone home. Those who gave any expression of opinion
spoke adversely to tbo war, and were loud in condemn¬
ing the leaders who had brought It about. All said,
however, that ths enemy would resist to their utmmt
the capturo of Richmond. As with prisoners heretofore
taken, they were surprised at tho kindness with which
they were treated.

STRENGTH OE TITS OUT.

The itatomonts of the rebel prisoners and wounded
conflict a good deal as to tha strength of the rebel foroe

engas'ert In the day's lln'utiug. On our arrival a brigade
undjr command or General Itranch waa encamped in tbo
neighborhood. This brigade comprised Are regiments,
Seventh, Twenty o'.ghth, Thirty-third aud Thirty sovcntli
North Carolina, and Forty-sixth Qeorgia regiment, with
Nathan'¦ battery, of six piece*. A prisoner in.
formed mo that they loft Gonionsville last
Saturday, and arrived here yosterday. They
were five thousand strong, and wire on their
way to Richmond to aid In preventing our Confederate
capital falling into possession of tbo Yank- eg. The re¬

inforcements.and that some 'lid arrive there is no ques¬
tion.are variously stated at from ten to twunty thou¬
sand. The farmer flgurs is probably nearer corract.
One fact Is to be borne in mind. The enemy's troop4
were fresh, and their previous night's sleep bad bean
unbroken. Our troop* were early sammoMd from sl**p,
and hail gone through tbo fatigues of a long and difficult
march. Many had not taken a mouthful of food sine*
their early morning meal. One thing is certain, that in
the two first engagement* the anatny were stronger than
our force* wuo contendad against thorn.

Near noon, during a heavy rain, we heard the Are of ar¬

siderable distance ahead. This wenton.lt increased,
and became a hard, persiitent fire; and still it rained,
and still the wind blew bard. On we went over deep
and slippery roads, picking the way earofully through
trains of baggnge wagons, forage wagons, ammunition
wagons, officers' wagons, antlers' wagons, and every
other specie* of wagons that anybody at all ever waited
Tor or wont by, and the Ore went on iu front, harder,
quicker, fteroer.a Are as warm and persistent, and with
more "sound and furry" In It at the distance than the
Ore at the batUe of Williamsburg bad. Now we

began to meet horsemen on the full run

back, orderlies with messages or intelligence
from the Held, and to overtake less rapid runners on

their way thither, kc. After nearly an hour's ride we
overlook the Geoerala, each with bis staff, on their way
to the fleld.

The enemy's artillery is not vinlblo; but wo are certain

that it is in a manner concealed, and last evening it mads
known its proximity by burling shell anl soiidsh >t within
a half mile of our outer camps. The Infantry has been loss
modas t in its manifestations, us has been don>o:istrated
by the capture of upwards of thirty prisoners, who wore

brought to headquarters on Saturday. Twenty-throe of
thoin belonged to the celebrated corps of Louisiana
Xigors. They were a mptley assemblage of well armed,
half fed men, who professed great relief at being brought
in, and utter disgust at tho prospects of the robots. A
lieutenant and three non-commissioned officers wero

among tho prisoners. Thoy report the whole rebel army
as living on half rations, and undecided as to the pro¬
priety of defending Richmond. They wore captured
beyond the Chickaliominy. Two members of the recon¬

naissance wero MileJ and three woutKled on our side.
The onetny had concealed themselves behind a barn on

the sido of tho creek, with the design of capturing our

whole advanco picket. A field pieco was ordered to our

front, and threw a few shells into the burn. As the
enemy seumpetod uway our men picked some of thorn off
with their rousket3 and captured most of the remainder-
These fellows wore communicative, and testified to the
condition of things in and out of Richmond. They were

examined by Major John Minor Willard, who has no rival
in the art of extracting information.being not only a

fine soldier but an accomplished scholar.
The prisoners state that there are no fortifications of

note before Richmond, save those immediately adjacent
to the town. They incline to the belief that tor will be
(tiered pitched bailie in the open field, and state that they
have been induced to this from the ill success of their
*plendid earthworks at Yorktown and Williamsburg.
"Shiloh," said one of the prisoners, "was a victory for
us, and there wo gave you a field fight. Yorktown was

a defeat, although wo met you behind ramparts."
Mrs. General Robt. K. Lee aud her two daughters were

capturod on Saturday near Hanover Court House, twenty
milvs from Richmond. Thoy had retired to a farm houso>
fearful that Richmond would be bombarded, and a scout¬
ing party of our cavalry, happening to visit Hanover,
were informed of the whereabouts of Mrs. Lee by a con¬

traband. The old lady professed to be highly Indignant,
and her daughter read our soldiers a lecture upon the
duties of chivalry to women. Of course, such heroics
passed for so much, and tho end of the affair was that a

guard was set around the dwelling, and the females told
that they must remain in surveillance at Hanover or be
removed to Col. Lee's residence at the White House. No
information was obtained from them, as thoy had not
been in Richmond for a month.
The people of Richmond beheld from thoir homos on

Saturday the American flag.for the first timo in a

year.unfurled from the basket of Lowe's balloon. It
hung above them, poised in the blue serene, like an

avenging fate, emblematic of the great army and the
indissoluble government that was soon to swoop down
ut>on them with its bolts and bar*. Tho scone was a
murkod one in the history of the war.
Our pickets can now talk with tho enemy's across the

creok. I can see their horsemen riding up and down the
slopes In th« strat -hi s of ttrslu, and feel that soon the
d»"p artillery of the North and the South is to spe.tic is
th'in lor tones and lie the umpire of our destinies.
The enemy's meu aro deserting steadily to our side.

Tneystato that tho term Of enlistment of a largo part
of tho rebel army has aire \dy expired; but that they are
not disch .rg«d and sre compelled still to bear arms.
They consequently demur and leave in great numbers.

TO THK KDITOR OP TMK 11KKAI.H.
My attention has been called to an article in your

edition of the 22d lost., giving a graphic description of
the above named subject, oondomning the construction
of a twisted cable, and demonstrating very forcibly and
Justly the great advai.tago of placing the Iron wires
constituting the armor lengthways and parallel with the
conductors. This is claimed to be an Invention of the
managing and manufacturing parties concerned in it.
