Thursday » telsgraphic Jespatch summoned us from
the verdant valley of the Mattaponox, and before the
Bare had lifted from the meadows our gallaut boys were
sioadily tramping the hot and dusty road back to Frede-
ricksbnrg, disappointed, but not disheartensd. Meoting
the stern wecessity of s retorn to Catleit’s, like thelr
@onerals, with the sung froid of veterans, they forgot th®
brilliant bopes whose inspiration bad smoothed ihe
‘weary route towards Richmond, and airy castles, tinged
‘with the coming glory of & bivouack in the rebel onplull
wanished with the tents, that lifted as by magic from
the broad sunny slopes, whils oflicers and men, with th,
alasticity of youth, turnea to the promise of wictory on
the Shenandoah. Leaving & gufficient force at Frede™
ricksburg for eitner defensive or offensive operations:
we pushed up the bluffs of Faimouth, past the ridge
where onr cannon woke the echoes of the Lills six weeks
before, past the narrow lane whers our eavalry broke
Jupon the rocklike defence of the enemy, and brave true
men went down In the shory, ferce struggle of the
midnight ambuscade, and out Into the dull mo
motony of Virginia ocommons. The wheat that
Bardly brushed the asnkles of our skirmishers
' ma we bore down upon tho reiresting eaemy little more
than & month sgo, waved in long heaving swells across
the flelds, and the oaks then bare aad lonely, rustled
pleasantly in the breezs and stretched out over us a wel-
oome shade, Catlett's looked mors desolsts than ever,
and nothing but tho expectation of the arrival of the
Jrains relleved the ennui which bears down like an in-
cubus upon the spirita of every pilgrim to its water
soaked and fever breeding flats, - -

Great blame 18 attached to the officers in charge of the
train, sspecially the , who, finding his train too
heavy to pullup the grade, uncoupled two cars loaded
with troops, and left them standing on the track with-
out any signala, The enginesr of the nexi train,
which fullowed cloge behind, could wot see the cars in
the darkness, and dasbhed into thein, sirewing the track
with the wounded and the wreck of cars. A large num-
ber of the Colt revolving rifles were domolished, aud the
aificisucy of Company D, by the erippling of mesand
loss of arms, alnost completely destroyed.

NEWS FROM GEN. BANKS’' COLUMN.

Marmivsnvna, June 4, 1862.
Reliable statements from Btrasburg say that Jackson's
whole force, with his train and prisoners, succeeded in
pussing through towsards Newmarket.

The firlug ou Monday was an attack by General Mul-
roy on Jacksou's rear guard, ai Fisher's Hill, a strong
strategic point, & mile and & half south of Strasbarg.
From ths best information attainable, the enemy held
their ground and resumed their retreat during the night.
It is reported that Jackson’s advance gusrd were in
Newmarket on Monday night. Generals Smith snd
Longstreet were in the Valley with fifteon thousand men;
but their exuct position was unkoown.

As
wa entered the narrow defile through the Blue Ridge the
sun struggled out from the beavy banks of fog, lighting
up tho valleys with indescribable brilliancy ; while huge
‘waves of mist, fretted and torn by jageed spurs, drifted
acrogs from peak to peak—now rolling down like an
svalanche into deep ravines, and then, agein, sweeplng
up theclife with a steady, onward surge, vanishing
like a mirage. On the western slops of the ridge
he country i even more rugged, and tho road
‘becomes, in many places, unpleasantly precipitous. Bold
blufe, with ragged crests, shut in the prospecs; the
mounialn streams leap furiously down, as if In teal of
speed; guichos streich away from deeper chasms, and
massive boulders obstruct the road; while here and
there the anclent rocks, piled tier on tier, with rampart,
Bastion, scarp and pit, stand out like giant fortressecs,
guarding the besuty of mature's ireasures garmersd
among the hills. Just beyond the ridge the heavy boom
of cannon came rolling up the valleys, and from s head-
land we eaught a gifmpes of Lhe smoke drifting off
from the mountains of the Shenandoah, while the shocks
of artillery beat more rapidly en the ing air.

reaction in the cerps in anticipation of being shortly able
to turn the tide of gainst our i It is
csufirmed that our reconnoitering party of last night
hold Martinsburg, and that the enemy were too weak t9
reapond to cur shells last wight and this morning at Har-
per’s Ferry. They have probably thought it wise to ef-
foct a hasty retreat southward; und by whichever route
they may take, there is no doubt they will meet with an
unexpected obstraction.

An interesting account is given by Gerald Fitzgerald,
attachied to a travelling theatrical company accompany-
ing the army. He left Strasburg on Batarday, and con.
sequent upon fatigue, slept too late at Winchester on
Sunday morning to escape before being cut off by the
enemy. Dressed in citizen's clothes, sud being & South-
eruor by birth, he readily deceived the rebel officers,
and fipally volunteered to drive an ambulance contain-
ing the wveritable Ashby to Martinsburg, who,
in congequence of a wound in the left shoulder,
received at Front Royal, found it inconvenient to per-
form the journsy on horseback. Befors leaving Win-
chester he observed that our prisoners were generally
treated with kinduess; hays there was no killing of our
sick and wounded,nor, as far ag his observation extend.
ed, any black flag. Un the road near Winchestor he
noticed & fatigued Union prisomer—too tired to return—
struck in the face by the rebel guard, who, irritated at
being compelied to abandon the pursuit, cursed his priso”
ner as & d—d lazy Yoackes.

Ashby sald but little along the road, frequently mut-
tering to himself. Paesing a body in Unjon uniforms by
the roadside, Ashby requested his driver to see if he
was alive. Fitzgerald sald he was dead. Ashby then
ordered him te carry the body into an adjoining
fleld, bus in & position where It could be
neadily discovered, in order, as he esaid, to
prevent mutllation by animals, Fitzgerald discovered
that the deceased belonged Lo the Tenth Maine regiment.
This occurred just in the rear of our retreating army,
and amid the nolse of cannonading, musketry and dust.
According to Fitegerald’s inf Li Colonel
Dushane, of the First Maryland, was killed by a ball
through the head on Eaturday, ai Front Royal. He Leard
pothing of Colonel Kenley or Colonel Murphy.

‘When the enemy occupled WinclLester, in front of one

Oue Genaral, with & brigade of cavalry, pushed on to
Strasburg, before which he was encamped at two o'clock
this morning, the rear guard of Jack'son's forces occu-
pying the place. Hnother General siarted by rail this
wmorning to make & dash upon Strasburg, but finding the
bridge over the Shenandoah partially aestroyed, was
compelled to return. But for this barrier the traing
would have run up within & ahort distance of she village,
whaere the troops would have disembarked and doubt.
less succeeded in capturing the rebels in the place.
The bridge will bo repaired to-day,and in the mean-
time an advance of the Union forces down the valley
will, it is expected, compel the enemy to evacuate the
place. The little village of Front Royal, which of late
bas b 80 i , in i at the on-
trance into Manassas GGap, and consists of two or three
churches, & foew mills, taverns, an apothecary's es-
tiblishment and about thir'y residences. It never num.
berad over three hundred inbabitants, and is now al-
most entirely desertod, save by our soldiors. The rail
way dspot was burned by the rebels on Friday last, when
they ware driven out by Gen. Shields. The village was
occupied by the Twellth Georgia regiment, and was re-
Laken by the cavalry of Shislde’ division, who charged
down into the wwn, chasing the rebels across the She.
oandoah and saving all the bridges. One humdred and
Sorty prisoners wers tjken and are now confined in the
farge new hospi ' d last by «the
rebals. Our forces had eight killed and four wounded,
The enemy carried off thelr own dead and wounded, and
wo have no means of estimating their loss. Of course
Lhore was gresd rejolcing among our own men who
wers caplured by ihe rebels & few days ago, and
our wounded ia their own hospital are recovering quite
as rapidly as they would have done under rebal nurees.
The depol burned by the spemy last Friday had is it an
immense amount of iron and horse shoes, and one of
the oars destroyed was losded with arms—nothing of
them now remaining save benl barrels and dissecled
Jecks, The railroad bridge and the turnpike bridge over
the north fork of the Fhenandoah were fired by Colopel
Eenly's troops and saved by the rebels. Several car
Joads of elothing and equipmenis lefi in the retreal of
General Banks were removed by the rebels last week;
sad, when General Shislds retosk tho place, nothing was
found save two Sralns of ours and a few wagoa loads of
eern.

A magnificent rified 12-pounder steel gun was captured
*rom the enemy on Saturdsy, logether with & sumber of
prinoners and peveral wagoms heavily laden with har-
ness. The cannon bears the fellowing imscription:—

The Twenty d North Car regiment, which

OPERATIONS ON THE JAMES RIVER.

The Hernld's $pecial Despatehes.

The Stepping Stones aod the Island Belle have arrived
thus far on their return from & recouncjssance up the
Chickahominy river. We forced our way up within four
miles of Jones’ bridge, much higher than any vessel of
greater pretensions than & rowboat has ever gone be-
fore. Along tbe eotire routs wedid not sncounter a
single obstruction, and not a battery, nor even a soldier—
Union or rebel—was o0 be secn, But let me be more
particular,

Yesterdsy afternoon, when we returned from our

t up the App , thesigual was made
on board the Wachusert fagship for all commanding
officers of vessels Lo ropair on board. It was soen ar-
ranged that this morning the Stepping Stones and the
Iailand Belle should p d up tho Chickabomiuy and ex-
plore the river as high up as was pracsicable for the ves-
suln to go. The light draught of the two steamers, par.
ticulurly the Siepping Biones, admirably adapied them
for this duty,

Early this moriing we weighed anchor from City
Point,and were souo steaming down the James river,
the Island Belle foliowing closely in our wake. Al wight
o'cluck we entersd the mouth of the Chickubominy, situ-
ated & faw milss above Jamestown. Iere we found o
troublesome bar, and mearly ran aground in fve feot
water, The Island Bells was notgo fortunate. Ehe got
stuck fast, and we had to turn back to her assistance,
This delayed us nearly an boar, At length we succeoded
in towing our consort off, after parting & bawser, and
proceeded on our onward course. The bar passed, tho
river rapidly deepened, alternating between threo and
four fathoms, nearly all the way up a8 far as wo weut,
In gomo places it was even dooper. The lead was kept
constantly going, toavold sudden shoaling, but the pre-
caution, though a prudent one, turned out to be hardy
necessary.

Winding along the serpentine course of ths river we
passed through some magnificent scemsry. In many
places the river, on eithor #ide. was overbung with
precipitous banks clothed with dense Wood, ““'m."siu RAS
undulating country beyond, mnd oocasionally we eaught
glimpses of extensive felds of wheat, lu some places
these flelds came down to the water's elge. Sometimes,
too, we ercountered a stoip of low. marshy lanid, cverrun
with rauk, coarse grass, while tha broad leaves of Lhe
wator lily grew plaotifully far out into the siream.
Farmhonses and private r were y in
view, and from nearly svery inhabited dwelling a white
shoat, tablacloth, or anything that could be extemporized
into & flag of truce, was displayed as soon as we have
in sight. Huats, caps, and handkerchiefs, too, ware
waved at us fo passing; but whether this may be rightly
consjdered as indicative of gonuine Union feeling, or was
done merely with a view to propitinte us, I am uuable to
gay. Asusual, wherever we have been in Virgioi, the
people we saw wers principaily blacks; and truth impels
me to mdd that they were far more demonstirative in their
show of welcome than the whites. Oceasionally, how-
ever, & white female or child would join in the hand.
kerchiof waving. 1 need hardly saythat white men were
bardly to be seen, as most of them are cither with the
rebel army or bave been killed off in the struggle thair
leaders have provoked. A great number of houses were
shut up, withoot the least sign of inhabilants in or
around them.

Alter r ng up & distance we camae
upon a log house, bullt on a stoep slope. There we saw
& white man, who met us on the landing In front of his
house. Above, on the high bauk, were two grown white
femalea and two or three white children. The man told
us that we could run Vweaty miles further up, and that
we could oblain a pilos at ‘*The Shades.'” He said he had
beon forced nto the rebel army, but that be had desert:
ed, not liking the service, as he was no believer in seces-
sion.

Procesding on our way severa! miles further up, the
river becams quite narrow, and appreiiensions began L
bo entertained that If we weat much further we would
ool be able W turn round. At & sharp elbow we
came on an intrioats spot, but piles had been driven
to mark the chanpel. O(n our starboard side was a
high bluff, on the summit of which stood a comfort-
able looking house, with the usual appurtenances of g
rexidence of some pr Some gent) aud
two or three good looking ladies were standing under an
open porch io front of the house, gazing at the novel
sight of two armed United States steamers passing 4o
high up thelr narrow and tortuous stream: and, pro-
saming thal they were unacqualinted with the intricacies
of the channel at that spot, well might they look, in ex-
pectation, perhaps, of some catastrophie. The piles wers
safely passed, when snddenly the leadiman, from three
and a balf fathoms, called two, then one aud a half, then
one fathom, when bump went the botlom of the Steppiug
Stones ou somathing hard—probably what is called =
“gnag" or “sawyer.'" in the Missismippl. The appre-
honslon, however, was ouly momentary, for the
river immediately deepsued almost as  abruptly
as it had shoaled. AL this moment some one
called oul that five or six horsemen wece
galiopping down towards the river, near the house,
1o & very fow seconds our gun was swepl round 10 the
starboard side, but IL was soon diggovered that the men
were lu citizens’ dress. We therefore continued slowly
on our course,

Al this juncture Lhe Islsnd Belle nearly got ashore
agrio. Admonished, probably, by oar uarrow escape
from s seriods misbap, Captalo [larris, lustsad of taking
thie sume channel ss we did, kept close to Lhe opposite
bank, s small island being betweeus the channol lie had
chowen and the right one. He backed out ju time, and
followed in our wake. He was destined, however, to
escape not altogethier scatheless. His starboard paddle
box ran (oul of & pile driver, which ratber incommoded
the narrow chanpel, overturning the apparatus in a
twinkling, but crushiog his metallic life bost, which hung
at the davits, #o badly that bhe |had 10
abandon ik Onm  rounding anoither sharp elbow
it was clomr we had reached our lmits, for
the river had hecome 8o nargow that the trees on shore
broshed agninst the sides of Lhe vessels,and the turn.
ings were very abrupt. Great dificulty was experisaced
in turning round, the river beiog barely wide snough to
admit of the length of the Btepping Stomes. AL loagth
the fest was sccomplished, sad we were svon runniog
down siream on our return from the exploration.

On our way down we called at she plantation of an
elderly gentleman named Turner, where we purchased
some oggs and milk. He professed to be & stauuch
Union man, but could not help showing the sloven foo,
by speaking of the rebel army aa '* our army."” He told
us we were in New Kemt oconnty, amd that It
was ouly ten miies scross o West Point. He sad
there bad been none of * our army” at that place:
for some weeks, but ihat some federals had
boen in the neighborhood about ten dags since;
a plece of informiation, 1am afraid 1 did oot recelve
with much grasitude, sesiug that I could have lold the
old gentleman as much two weeks ago. He charged ity

Since 1 Jast wrote you we have captured no less than
#ix prizes—the last one called the Annie, sloop rigged,
earrying ouly forty bales of the “'staple.”” Wa Look her
on the night of the 29th ult. We learued from hor crew
that thers are two large steamers going to run oul very
soon. Thelr cargoes consist of about a thousand bales
each. Their names are the Cuba and the California.

Through soine papers found on the sloop Annie we got
the first newa of the capture of the forts and city of
Now Orloans. From leiters found on her directed to
eaptains of vessels now In Havana, but intended o run
the blockade, the sags advice was given by the wrilers
“not to leave Havana, aa New Orleans Aal besm lalen,
and Mobile wowld soon fullow,' One of the lotiers was ad-
dressed Lo the eaptain of the R. C. Wiles, which vessel
we had secured some days previously,although they
ware ignorant of the fact.

The women and children have all been ordered out of
Mobile.

Oue of thelr new gunbonts—the Morgan, carrying ten
large guns—came down the other day. We immediately
up anchor and went 10 quarters, standing in towards her,
but no sooner did she ascertain that the Kaoawha was
|n earnest than she “turned tail.” Poor cowards! But
they havo had good reason to fear our *‘Yankee blue
Jackets."

A little acoount of our chase after prize vessels, real
and bogus, may prove of some interest to the public,
and will certalnly satisly all that the Kanawhs has not
lncked vigilance st ber post of duty.

At daybreak of April8 & sail was digcoversd about
three milos off. A8 it was blowing & gale at the time,
aud ns we supposed her to be & eoal schooner at frst
sight (which afterwards proved correct) , we did not pay
much attestion to her; but as her movements bagan to
louk suspicious to the eaptain he to follow
her.
