Mrstn ge of Govtrucr of MI*«o«rl(
to tbe State Convention.

Tbe following me-saie was te d in the Stat C nven-

lion now in session at JefcraonCMy, Mo., on Mo;.day
lact, Juno 2, the Qrst day of the hps ion. We avo here
tofere giveu a synopsis of it by telegraph:.
GtarruaiBN or ni Com nrnox.You huvo been again

called together because there is uoothct b> t!y in exist¬
ence that can adopt tbe measures which the p. rseut con
ditl n or the Stale demands.

In order to a preper understanding or our condition,
and to a judicious exercise or the powers with which the
Convent ion is clothed, it may be profitable to glance
rapiuly at tbe events which have occuried within tbe
past year.

After our adjournment on the 22d day of March, 1861,
and after you had solemnly expressed the judgment of
the people of the State, that there was no sufficient cauee
for disturbing the relations existing between the State
and the United States, there was manifest on the part of
those erervu\'<g the executive and Itditla'ive jowrt of the
Stale a persistent j-urpn e to dissolve our ctmn'rtion ivith
the g tierol government and attach us to the so-called South-
em confederacy. This purpose was exhibited ineuU tend¬
ing to a military tolliHon between the SUte and general
government and finally produced the battUof Boonevtile
on thefirst day of June last.
From the time the Governor fled before the military

authority of the United States, chargeJ aa a citizen of
this United States with treason against the government,
other high executive officers and many members of the
Legislature. being implicated in the same charge or trea¬
son, in like manner fled aid abandoned their olfltes.
'ibua it happened that when you again assembled in
July last yon found the State government in ruiu*,
with no magistracy in a condition to exercise tbe powers
which were conferred upon th m by tha constitution, in
order to maintain the peace of the State and tbo security of
the people.

Tbe sheriffs
of counties, ratber than to co.loct tbe taxes of last year,
were leslgciiifc-their oflioes; atid si-.:h was tho state 01
the country that there appeared but little ground to
hope that money sufficient Wo. U bo collected to carry-
on the government. Even now, after quiet has been
restored in a large part of the State, tbe Auditor reports
that but in forty-oue counties have the Shei ill's received
lor the tax books of 1S61. These are chargeable with
revenue to the amount of $ti»4,22t>, and they have paid
in $253,380. Besides this sum there has been received
fur licc.isea ITom St. Louis county Sit),038, making au
aggregate of receipts for Ihe taxes or 1861 of $273,425.
Or the amount paid Uito the treasury about $100,000 bus
bceu paid in defence warrants.
Although it is impossible to present to you an accurate

statement of the amount <>f uncollected taxes for the
year 1801, it will bo seen that it must b<> very large,
when from tho forty-one counties Iu which the Shoi ufe
have received the tax books $8(0,634 rem..ias to bo paid
into tba treasury, and there are >eventy-thrie counties
in which the collection h if not yeI been attempted.

It Is true that In some parts of th» State there sre yet
disturbances, and c. bncs the most brutal are pei peirat-
ed by outlaws, who would tain oouc-al the but cba: ac
ter of their enormitks by cal.mg litem guerilla war-
fare, They can propose to tlieuwolves ro en<4 but ihe
gratification of a fiendish malignity. Certainty neither
patriotism ti r humanity car. sanction their conduct. It
is believed that a sufficient force is provided to <omp«l
ibcui to peace.
Although our £tate haa been visited by a Cats of

lro.pa who can." with feelings of hostility to our people
and our institutions, and who, under th« g'llse ef sup¬
porting the Union, perpetrated euormons o iiragcs upon
our ciiiaens, yet successful measure? ha' e be n adopted
for the socunly of our people and for the t ewoval of
st.cli troops, so as to relieve us from their presence in
the luture.
Ihe thought has often presented itself, sutteested by

the conduct of such troops, that if the arm ee which
have marcli'd over every part Of our ^tato had oorae
it to and marched through it ns through a country i bat
was altogether hostile, we should have found our solves
now in a coui try utterly desolated.

Out it may bo atonbed to tlie Convention and to the
kludc«aa of a controlling l'rovldence that, although the
Slate haa su.iered greatly, it hag not been entirely
ruined.
And if the effort to restore the State government shall

beentiely successful, and ]<eai e sud pr< sperity once
inoroeiMtli be established in the State, the praise will be
given by a li ippy people, nrst to God who rules all na¬
tions, and under Him to the patriotism and wisdom of
the Convention whi' h he baa 'tnp:oy< tU

An extensive Ore occurod in the 8t. Louis suburbs this
morning. Ona hundred and twenty houses, mostly
woodsu build lugs, occupied by mechanics, were de¬
stroy od.
