The republic of Mexico is st this gyoment Lhe
theatre of most shamoful events In the sight of the re-
presentatives of other nations, who, if they consider her
diguity and her lepend , should oot allow
them to pass by without special notice, The Emperor of
the French, who has such & bigh reputation in Europe as
a gectleman wod & Uberal, hag seot his army and his
navy to Mexico with the most ign and sh ful
secred instructions for the stiemptled overthrow of the
rights and independence of ® fres nation—ac act threat-
suing free government all over the world.

To judge by the public journals from the interior of
the Mexican republio, the nation is rising like one man;
but, balng slready weakened by their fratricidal siruggles,
although they are not ready to submit 1o be the vassals
of thelr invaders, they may bave to succumb to the di-
vision caused by parties, and which are fomented by the
policy and the armed forces of France. There can be
po doubt whalever—for facis are svery day demen-
strating it—toat the only desigo of the French invader ia
w0 overthrow the republican form of government aund to
subetitute s mooarchy in its plage. It 15 a patural re-
sult, therefore, that all the promises of amb dors,
the words of Napoleon and all other formalities which
the press has taken into account, are nothing more than
acis of imp @ inteaded to d the world, which
i now watching the movements of the Freangh despot and
universal rewolutivmist.

Newspuper Accounts.
[From the Progreso of Jalaps, May 10.

The documenis which we berewith publsh will fuform
our readers of Lhe latest news from Puebia, which ar-
rived ut Perote on the 5th inst. By this it will be seen
that the defeaders of patd have coverad them-
Beives with giory in repeiling the attacks of the French,
cuusing many ai them w bite the dust, taking a cous
siderable number of prisoners, Among whom are & few
Lraltors, and capluring the euemy’s artillery. The
traitor Marquez was also routed by Geoeral Carvugal,
who drove him off the fleld in great disorder.

These are not the ouly trivm obtained by thearnis of
the republic and of the supreme governmont. The tral-
tors of Tlaxeo have been dafented by them , several chiels
falling into our bands. These were immediately judged
a8 truitors and put to daexth as such.

The ware re-collecting their forees, and would
doubtless make suolber eifort to enter Puebla; Lut we
bope very soon to receive intelligeuce thet we have ob-
tained & complete trumph; for wé kuow the cournge of
our soldiers and we have faith in the cause we defend.

The foreign luvader will soen be couviuced Lhas jt is
not pessible to domiosle over & peuple who desire and
know Low Lo be free; and he will very soon repent of
Lis unjust sud unqualiisble aggression when he lLas to
retreat from the republic leaving & great pars of bis
army behind bim.

This morning ab advance mail brings us the gleanings
from the European and American news gue to-morrow.
Iu geuneral it is encouragiog to these counbries,and it
is eapecinlly cheering to Amerjcans,

signa of mo t oo the P give promiseof a
gpecdy end. Amaricane here, as at home, become more
united in fealing as the majesty of the general goveru-
méant becomes more apparent and the Iatont power more
developed.

I presume that by this time your readers and yoursall
are  aware ihat the Fifiy-0fth has again oon”
fronted Lhe foe, and, as the regiment is S0 well known in
thecity, It is but justice that its numorous friends should
know how nobly it acquitted itself,and how fully b
Justified the confidenca reposed in it

In juence of the inued sickuess of Colopel do
Trobriaud (who, we are happy to hear, is scon expectsd
to resume his command), the regiment was led by Lieut.
Col. Thourot, whose cool coursge and determined bravery
excited the admiration of all, not only of our own meu,
but of the whole division. Major Jehl, acting as Lieut
Colonel (whose horse waa wounded), nud Captain Four,
us Major, together with Adjutant Cuvililer (who was
wounded severcly), also checred om the men by their
example, and proved themselves brave and eflieient
officers. Dr. Petard, while zealously attendiug to bis
duties, under the enemy’s fire, bad his horss wounded.
The following report of Lieut. Colonel Thourot to General
Peck will, 1think, prove as oxplicit ns any words of
mine, and T therefore give it i extento:—

GRNERAL:—AS half-past cne o'clock yesterday the regi-
meut was called out under arms, formed in line of
baitle and posied, by your order, in advauce of our camp.

I think I may say that my rogiment did almost more
than could be expected, and than was possible for four
lhundred men to tigh, which number was all its
elfective sirengih preseat. It had saved the battory
which had been gonfded to their care, had held the
enemy at bay under a terr fire for two hours, and

ined their position for haif an hour afwer their
ammunition was a!l expended, waiting for more, and
which they were unable to obtalu, It was only
whoen the regiment wus relieved by the Tenth Mas-
suchusetts that it retreated in good crder to a small
wood pear th? road, where there were iutrench-
ments, and where it was joined by Compuny I
and twenty men of Compnmy H, who ha{ been detached
for picket, bafore the regiment advanced. Durlug our
retreat an American wag saved by ono of our offi-
cers—Lisutenant Phitip C. Bogers, of Company G—who,
while in advance of the regimeut, found it outside the
sabattis, ‘The regument who lost the flag can find 1t again
sl General Peck’s headquarters.  All our companies sul-
fered much, especially those on the left, who, nolwith-
stauding 1heir more than proportivuate loss, conducted
themseives with exemplary bravery. Our loss us far as
cin it preseat be estimated is over vne hundred men.

1 conclude by saying that 1 have just eause to be proud
of the conduct of my regiment, and hope that you wiil
tuke due notice of their bruve conduct in this hotly con-
tested affuir.
