Nashvills, Juue 19,1862.

The Union learns that fifteen thousand Union troops
are to be raised in Tennessee for service in the State.
Several leading Unionists are engaged in the work.

Large Union meetings have been held in 8mith, DeKalb
and Gill counties.
TUe clergy of Nashville have been required to take

the oath.

Interesting from Kansas.
Lkavs.nwobsh, June 18,1862.

In the Court of Impeachment Goo. S. Milliard, State
Auditor, was f >und guilty of high misdemeanor, and
deposed from office by a vote of 18 to 2.
The case of Gov. Robinson was then taken up. He

was found not guilty by a vote of 10 to 20 on the first
article'oi' impeachment, and by a unanimous vote on tbe
rest of the articles.
The editor and proprietors of the Daily Enquirer of

this city have been arrested by Gen, Ulunt on a general
charge of disloyalty. The paper will be suspended for
the present.

The Missouri State Emancipation Con¬
vention.

Jkkkkrson Crrr, Mo., June 18,1862.
The Emancipation Convention, after a session of three

days, adjourned this afternoon. Its proceedings wore

harmonious, and there was a firm determination
evinced to act energetically and push forward the great
policy which the Convention was organized to in¬
augurate.
A series of resolutions were heartily adopted endors¬

ing the national administration, recommending the
gradual emancipation or the slaves in the State and the
acceptance of the aid tendered by the goneral govern¬
ment; submitting to tho people of tbe State the detailsof
such action nud such legislation as may lie necessary
to accomplish tho end in viow, to be indicated
by them through their representatives to the next Geno
ral Assembly ; proposing a thorough organization of the
State for the fall eloctinns; condemning Governor Gam¬
ble's aspersions of soldiers from other States, and ex¬

pressing thauks to tho national government and its offi¬
cers and soldiers for their aid and protection in our con¬

flict with the rebellion.
Tliore was considerable opposition to tbe resolution

condemning Goveiuw .tumble; but it was flually passed.
An executive committee consisting of two members

from each Congressional district was appointed.

Submarine Telegraph Cable*.Progress
of American Invention.

As the electric telegraph itself is an American Inven¬

tion, so all improvements in Instruments or cables are

also American. Important improvements have been
developed by the necessities of the government lu the
present war.

Upon the laying of the new government cable from
Cherrystone to Fortress Monroe, in order to connect the
latter jwiut directly with Washington, we took occasion
to »ay tliat '. telegraph cables hitherto used for long ilis
taneti havo boen envolopad by wire armor, drawn spi¬
rally over the core or inner wire iu the form of an ordi¬
nary rope;" wheroas tho new suhmarino cable "is con¬
structed on an entirely different principle, tho protecting
wires being extended over the coro longitudinally and in
ctra ght lines, without any twist w hatever." 'ilia latter
wo showed to be tho stronger, and observed that had
tho Atlantic cable hem manufactured iu that form it
probably would not have failod.
In reply to this, Mr. William II. Ilorstmann has writ¬

ten to the Herald to say that "this cable is claimed
to be an invention of tho managing and mauufac
taring parties concerned in it;" whereas ho (Mr.
Ilorstmann) had exhibited in May and June,
JHfld, at the Merchants' Pxr.hango,a sample of a cablu
constructed on this principle, and enumerated in a circu¬
lar at the tune its advantages, sailing it Auc ible; and, in
further proof of his claim to the invention, he states
that on the 7th of IWember. 18-10, he laid a cable of this
^ascription aureus the Mississippi, at V.ckshurg, so.I iu
May last another one across tho Hudson, at West Point.
I he writer winds up in these words:."I cannot allow
others to assume as their invention that which is so
ciearly my own."
Mr. Ilorstmann thus insists upon two points. In the

first place, ho assorts that we claimed this invention for
others, and, secondly. he claims it for himself. In both
points he is cleariy in the wrong. We did not claim the
invention for anybody. We simply said it was tho first
time sucli a cabin was use ! "Tor a long distanco;" and
this Mr. (Iortxinann does not venture t» contradict. His
csblft was only laid across the Mississippi
and the Hudson.very short distances. The cable
laid across the Chesapeake is twenty five miies
la length. And as to Mr. Ilorstmann's claim
jo the invention being his because he exhibited a spcci
mou of such a cable in 1860. we fear he is by several
years ten late. By turning to page 601 of the -Telegraph
Manual," by Mr. Shafiher,of Kentucky, published in this
city by Rodney ft Russell in 1859, Mr. Ili'stmann will bo
astonished to find a wood engraving of such a cable, con¬
structed by the author nine or ten yoa'-s ago, and of
which kind " several wore lnid in 1863,and some of them
aro being work.d at the present time" (July, 1859).

Necessity is said tube the mother of iuveutlon. In
the cisc of submarine cables it has proved itself tube
so. Tlio crossing of the rivers by the nse of high musts
ii America was found to be very expensive snd un¬
reliable. 'I he wires wore constantly breaking, ami
st mis fropieully carried away tlio masts. In Xovoin-
her, ,1850. nt<on%lo destroyed ail tho telegraph poles
on the Mississippi, a ul by the great Rood in tho Ohio in
January, 1851, a mist erected for the crossing of that
river was swept away. In six mm'ha five masts wero
thus destroyed in tho Mississippi, tho Ohio and Illinois.
Mr. f-haTuor's attention was consequently called to the lay.
lug of snbmarin- wires, covered with gntta pereha.
They failed la rn -e pjcnce of tho sand la tho Mlssi slppi
ri.er wearing oi 'hu gntta pereha. Tue next experi-
ment he made v is to place six wires laterally on the
nqtsMe of the gutta pircha to protect it, lashing them
transversely with a liner wire every twenty u.o'ies
~bis, too, failed. Hut, by the advice of Mr. Phalf-
ner, Mr. Andrew Wade, who was layiug a

tine from the Gi.st to St. Louis, covered the
Insulated wiroa entirely with lateral wires laid
on the gutla pen Ua. Th y were fastened with ties Of
small wire at every twelve inches. That cable proved
to be a success. Alter this Mr. SiiatTner made several
crbleg with some additions to the plan adept oil by Mr.
Wade; and, with tho ai<1 of Mr. John B. Helb, he con¬
structed oca lu 1852, a drawing of which appears iu his
book, and Is exactly similar to that of which we lately
gave a dr.-wing, and which has bcoa In Id, by order of
the government, from Clterryatone to Fortress *Monron,
.xcept thet the Utter has an Iran wire cote, which in¬
creases the strength, and the gutta perch* U covered
with tarred hemp, traprovemonts of Mr. Bishop, Insur¬
ing both strength and Insulation. 'lhe machine for
tauki.ig rich a cable is nlso tbe Invention of Mr. Bishop,
and is a.-o tlio progeny of nocosaiiy, the government re¬

dlining the cable lit groat b.ut<i. This maculae manu¬
factured two mil>8 iier day. Formerly the work
was done by hand. It is the first time
that a long cable of this construction has
been laid, (me greet obstacle consisted in the difficulty
of coiling end pay dig out n cable not covered spirally
with the protecting wire. This obstacle hut been over-
come by the ingonljus pay lug out machine invented by
Mr. llulklsy. To him and to Mr. Halts great ercdit Is duo
for the speedy snd successful laying of the present
cable, American Invention Is grcst, snd those im trove-
ments in ths layiug of submaiins ieiugritph cables are
duo to the necessities of the war.

General N. reached Fayettevillo on Saturday, May 31,

The next day hs reached Winchester. It had beon

'eportod that the rebels were In considerable lore# in
that place, and the Seventh Pennsylvania cavalry
mude a dash ialo the loan, hut found tho enemy had
dispersed. Thoy succeeded, however , In capturing
Captain Trimble and three of his men, belonging to
starne's cuvulry.

Noglcy encamped
his f ices at a place called Cowan, or. tho Nashville and
Chattanooga Kaiiruad, and on a branch of a tributary of
the Tonuosaeo river, 'ilie trosUe work Of tho raihoad
bridge at this point was louud to havo been burned by
tho tubu s; but the stream was easily fordablo, and it
was crossed oil Woduosdsy morning,Juno 4, .md tho lino
of march resumed towards Jasper, Marion county,
llorc Geu. Neghy caused several ol the most piouuuont
-oeossiouists to bo arrested, aud mulcted them in the
8'm of $*JOO each, wbichwas appropriated to the ro.toi
of tho Liuiou people in Temiossqe wuo had sullerrd in-
iurv at the huude of the rebels Tltis was the lust
practical illustration or the character and intention or
Governor J. hnson's declaration that rich robols suould
he made to pay lor luiou losses incurred by rebei pre¬
datory hands. Passing through Jasiwr, General Nvg '-y
encamped nt the foot oi tne lirst ridge ol tue Curabetfiiud
mouiituiDS, early iu the evening, at an old camping
around of the rebels. The following tnornlug he com
lnouced crossing tho mountain, over a steep uud rocky
ruod.ono which must persons would prouounce impafi-
sable for urtnlery. Over this rugged road tho artillery
and provision trains wore passed with but triding injuiy,
.nviiig to the olllcieuey of the eijuii-merits. Meie General
Ne-ley first obtained ft glimpse of tne one.tiy. Altera
very abrupt doseeut th ough a thick forest the road sud¬
denly opened cut mto a beautiful cove, about six hundred
yarns wide, and stretching oil iu an e^torly direction
towards the Sequatchie valley. The roaT crosses to the
sooth side M th. cove, and skirts el ng the foot or tho
mountain about half a mile castwnrdlv; tbe.tcrossing
.he valley towards the north side, then eastward!y again
towui ds the vaiiev. At this point General Neglef's ltd-
vain e c'twisting of lbs fifth Kentucky cavalry, Gofimei
dai vard and two companies of the Seventy nlnih
Pennsylvania iuiantry, under command er Captain
Klein, oueouiitcred the pickets of the rebel
Goueral Adams' brigade of cavalry, which vrus
ei-caui -ed en the opposite sid# of the coye, at a point
where the road turns to cross th# valley again. Alter
t brisk Uriug.the Union troops acting with ihe coolness
or veterans s'l tlio while.the rebel pickets fell back,
and the malu body or the rebel force, learning there was
a luion lorce near, caute forward up the road iu a body
and let down the fences, nt eparatoi y to a charge. They
were then at least eight hundred strong. By this time
Gen. Negley had placed two six pounder held piec ts iu
position, aud commented hring on them with bhuuklc
shell This was evidently more than the onomy expected,
lor at the first lire they turned in confusion aud fled with
dismay, holiy pursued by our cuvulry, led by company
A,of the Tilth Kentucky,coronuuded by l.ieut. Whar¬
ton The euemv were put sued for two utlie.-, betore
they were reached, their hones being fresh and ours
uded by their rough march over in# mountain. Our
"men at last succeeded in overtaking tnem, and dashed
in among thaui with the sabre, whim north execution
was done. A number ef the rebel# were ki.led end
wounded aud about twenty takuu prisoners, anting
wh tin was a lieuter.ant, uauied Jones, commsu ling a
company. The rebels, » their tl.ghi, throw awsy every¬
thing ihat could iu the slightest degree Impede their
progress; the rosd for miles was strewn with sabres,
pistols, sunt guus, haversacks, any quantity ot corn
nread, and ail the other portions of the equipments ef a
robei cavalry soldier. home of th# rebel cavalry were
i lothud in regulation unuurma, others tu cltisen s dress.
The t antic. was cotnpleto. General Adams lost bis hat,

sword and horse, as ne bad to borrow a horse from a
lutgroto escape ou, and a h»t from a sympathising .«.
hei. lie had no swo.d when he left the field, according
lo the reports or citizens who saw him in his Might to¬
wards Chaltanv >ga. Jl«uy of the reliels did not stop
until they reached Cha tauooga, a disiauce or over thir¬
ty miles. Major Adams, a brotner ol ihe Geueral, is re-i'rto.t to be severely, probubiy fatally, wounded, by a
sabro cut lu tho Head. Thilloeu rebels wore found
deid on tbu road tut far as our forces proceeded atthis time. The action ami puisuit weic gallautly con¬
ducted on the part of the I uion forces. After pursuing
the reborn some three miles, the federals returned to
gaeedeu's Cove, white they encamped .or the night.
They were .ullowed into camp by Uige numbers of tuton
iwoide who had been driven uoiu thoir homes by rebeltyrlnny, and woiu electrified by the first sound of Uutoa
guns ecu ling through tho Sequatchie vaiiey.

After a night's re»t, Gunerul Negh-y proceeded toward*,
i hattouooga. Hs aritved opiostte tne pfacj on the tn.un-
iitg ot the Vlit of Juno, list org iu lue meantuuo tihoothj
rusted on tho top ol 111" Cumberland mountain. At two
o'clock 1*. M. ou tho 7lh, Guuirsi N , with a military
force, proceeded to rccc.iuslire. lie socn sscerts nod
that there was a Urge iOrce ot the cneiny on this (northj
side ol the river, having crossed evidently with the iu-
ionium ot uttacking tho Illinois rogiinent, Ueut.naut
Colonels, oil, which nad arrived the day b uore tu<- main
luKly of leilereU reached the point, th y in.vi.ig crossed
ihe mountains by a shorter rout ; th-n the principal
for.#. The ribela also showed a water liatteiy fcotn the
beach ul the leiry landing uear the town.
Tue Illinois iugituuu;, duptoyed as akirml.therg, was

sent down the hill to feci the enemy. Tne latter, finding
our fore s ready to meet thrin, rcoros-ed the river,
i.eiieiai Negley placed hie artillery in jnowttl m command-
log the town, aim waited to soe what Hto enemy would
do.

At u little after flro I' M. the onoiny's riflemen com¬
menced firing uu our ekirinirbers, aud shortly alter (lie
rebels oponrd willi elwll on them from ilieir enter bat-
lory, and irons u battery on the niounlain wustward of
the town. 1 hen Geiiorxl .>i«gley gave orders to his bat-
teiies to fire, vnd for two hours a brisk caiiL»naoing
was kopt up, during whi.'h time all of the cuemy s gnus
w ere silenced, th.e* <-l' thuiu having bem d.Mi.jujiiod.
The accuracy U the federal artilleryman drove the enemy
entirely an ay IYoui their ptocos. llav ng eileoco.l all the
ouem> a batteries, i.eucral Megley retired to hU camp
tor II-e iiiglit.
The next morning (Sunday, Juue 8) it was ascertain^

that the eueuiy had ocen werkingall night; had increased
llie height of their water battery ; lia l ihi own up new
earthwork*, and had evidently mane extensive prepare-
tiuua ot defeuoe.
