frcn the movements of the saomy last night, and from
Information received from a contraband, a general en¬

gagement was looked for this morning. The troops were
all under arms at daylight, and everything in readiness,
hat after a slight demonstration by the rebels, and find-
tag themtelves promptly met at every point, they re
Bred to their old position.
A terrible storm visited this section last night, lasting

.hoot three hours. The wind blew a hurricaue,levelling
tents and trees in all directions.
The Richmond papers complain of the large price paid

tor substitutes in the rebel army, many of whom im-
aeediately desert. They mention instances where as
high as $17 and $20 have been paid.
The action of Colonel Kufus Ingalls at White House, in

¦analog the arrest of some fifty of toe most prominent
¦ttizens remaining in the rear dt our army, is having a
¦sent salutary influence on those who are suffered to re¬
main. Ten arrests were made yesterday in the neigh¬
borhood of New Kent Court House and Charles City, and
the arrested partleb sent to Fortress Monroe.
A ride at sunrise this morning along the entire front

Of the Union lines found everything remarkably ready
for any emergency that might arise.
There has been lees skirmishing within the past tlx

hours than at any time since the battle of Fair Oaks.
The condition of the swamp for an encampment has

tepidly Improved within the last few days.
The movements of the enemy to-day have been

mysterious* Their pickets at soma points have bean
drawn In for half a mile, while at others they remain
SO usual.
The ground vacated by the enemy Is now held by our

troops.
The Richmond papers of to-day contain nothing

A Lively Slirmiik.Retreed of Ik* RebeU with Great Lot*
»« Killed and Wounded.Our Lou Two K\U*d and
Seven Wounded.Captured Rebel* and Their Impudence.
A Wounded Rebel fbund in Ike Swamp, dt., <*e
Another three or four days has again passed without

anything of vary great importance occurring hero, ox-
sspt a very lively skirmish hstwsea the pickets last
evening, and which oamc very near brlaglsg an s gene¬
ral engagement. 1 was some distance from the scene of
the skirmish when itflrst commenced; but the rapid
booming of cannon, wbloh lasted neeriy an hour, told me
that something was occurring In that direction which I
should know; as off I started, and as I approached the
late battle field I became convinced that the heavy firing
was altogether from our side. And so It provod when I
arrived there. It seems that there is a redoubt of great
feroe, aad mounted with heavy guns, which therebela
have got an aye apon. la fact I learn that they have had
an aye apon it ever stnoa It was commtncsd, as it is in
plain sight of their pickets, who hsvs attempted to cap¬
ture it no lees than four or five times, each time betag
repulsed with great loss. The last attempt will probably
remain the last, until the great battle takes piece, as
they should by this time be satisfied that It Is na use. ff,however, they should wish to try it agslu, they will find
as warm a reception hath there and elsewhere as here¬
tofore.
The particulars of tho skirmish are as follows:.At

Its o'clock yesterday afternoon the plcketa of the
jtacond (Troy) regiment, Colonel Oarr, New York Bute
Volunteer*, relieved those of another brigade. They
were abost four hundred strong, those an the right cf
the redoubt commanded by Lleotanaal Colonel Olmstesd,
and these on the left by Major Otis. About tlx . clock *

the enemy made a faint ou the left pickets to draw tho
nt'sntion of the reserves la that direction. Almost at
the same instant they attacked the right, and la A few
minutes the whole tins was engaged. The euemy were
full six bus ired strong, as no lees than sight companies
wore seen by our pickets. The pickets soinmsndsd by
Malar Otis wtrs outnumbered end driven In, rotrentlng
In good order,and placing thems'lvcS on ths right of the
redoubt, out of rsnge from our battery sod rills pita.
Th*<se umler somonnnd of Lieutenant Cslousl Olmslsad
maintained their position from first to last. Three
four coo:panics of ths rebsl's followed tht retreating
pickets beyond ths skirl of woods, exposing themselves
to view, sad oommeufvU t galling firs ef musketry sa

our rifle pita. When within rang® our r.turned
their Or®, ami theenemy Still advancfcj* the; approached
ao near the redoubt that the ordure of the officers could
be distinctly heard. Now was the time. The muaket
firing had lueted about three minuses drawing the ene¬
my on. when the artillery rr. m 'A redoubt In the centre
opened upon theui. This waa Instantly followed by a
charge of canister from t>* redoubt on the right and.hell on the left, making a croea flre, the musketryfTom the rifle pita st'gi continuing. Nothing could
withstand this, se, shot, shell and canister,with deadly aim, flew amongst them, mowingthem down and heattertna them like chaff before
the wind. They retreated m great disorder. The drlng
was continued «>me time longor, when the pickets whoretreated te vlfte pits were sent to their original post-tiotis, boi&tag the ground until relieved this morning.Tho enemy 'e torn in killed end wounded must be very
great-. They were seen froin the flrat removing them to
we mar, and eveo to tke end,as they supposed, carried
off.til their dead and wounded with them; but early this
'doming our pickets observed a man ly.ug upon the
ground waving n whits handkerchief. He was brought
in, and found to he a rebel sergeant He « as badly
wounded In the groin by a rifle ball, and recovery is
very doubtful. He reports a great aunii r oftheenemy
killed and wounded, and states that he hoard the crias
and groans of the wounded and dying all night, and that
they were all carried off but him. According to bis ac¬
count there were one Georgia regiment and four com¬
panion of the Suoond North Carolina engaged in the light,
and they had volunteered their services to take the
redoubt. When tliey eaw our piekets 0.1 the loft retreat
tbey yelled like madmen, and no doubt thought that tho
redoubt was already won. Our noble fellows fought
bravely. Two were killed and seven wounded. Their
names are as follows :.Uoorge Marry,Company B,killed,
shot in the breast; Henry L. Dunham, Company B, flesh
wound in arm; Jesse O." Huge, Company F, slightly in
face and hand; James McGann, Company D, wounded In
hip, seriously; Ccorgs Paine, Company 1), wounded badly
in the arm, the ball eutertng at the elbow and coming out
at the wrist, shattering the bone; Francis Megott, Com¬
pany I), wounded in hip; Michael Barrett, Company 1),
shot through the baud; John MoGovern, Company D,.lightly in the face. The other that was killed
belonged to the Third Excelsior, and was shot
in the breast while on picket Just before
the skirmish commenced. I could not learn his name.
Murry was from Scbaghticoke, Rensselaer county, unmar¬
ried and about thirty-live years of ags. He lived about
an hour and a half after being Bhot. The wounded are
all from Troy, N. Y., and were the advanced pickets.
There is no doubt but that if the enemy had succeeded
in capturing the redoubt a general engagement would
have been the result. 1 forgot to say in the former part
of my rei>ort that the flret notice of anything unusual
was the appearance of several otllcers appurentiy making
a reconnaissance, and the chief officer sending aids to the
right and left, l'wo horses belonging to the rebel officers
were brought in by the pickets this morning, they hav¬
ing found tbem straying riderless in the woods. One
was a very fine animal, the other moderate. A lew days
since two coinpauies of this regiment.Company D,
under command of Captain McGuire, and CotupAiy E,
Lieutenant Wilson.drove the enemy, after tney had
driven in our pickets, skirmishing through the woods,
back to their own rifle pits without losing a man. Colo¬
nel Carr, of this roglment, is acting Brigadier General, as
G ueral Patterson was taken sick and has returned
home. I wish to correct an error tn relation to the arrest
of the two men of the Eighth Pennsylvania cavalry, pub¬
lished a day or two ago. who, 1 stated, were going to be
abut for desertion to the enemy and acting as gutdee in
the late cavalry raid. It is a mistake. The man, whose
names are Thomas Cusssn and James Clasby, weut off on
a drunken spree, and were arrested in a house where the
rebels had been the alght previous. The Eighth Penn¬
sylvania regiment was scouring ths country in search of
the rebels when they fortunately came upon the two
missing worthies of their regiment. They are now under
arrest.

I have Just seen a number of rebel prisoners and con¬
trabands who are on their way to Portress Monroe. The
contrabands were so stupid and thick-headed that I could
iearu nothing from tbem, and the rebels so bitterly so-
essh that 1 could learn very little from them. Of their
appearance there as prisoners, howevor, I learned that
some had been captured by our pickets, some tvsre of
the First Virginia cavalry, and had been hunted down,
as they termed it, while others, honest, quiet farmers,
bad been t«rn from thi ir homos because they said that
they would not take the oath of allegiance, and were
probably supposed to be connected with or knew some¬
thing ot thai tittle affair down the road the other evening.
1 have said they were bitterly seeeah.bitter is no word
for tho scoundrels. They appear to delight ui boasting
of their connection with tho rebel army, their intention
never to take the oath of allegiance, aud their hatred
and contempt of the Northern army and people. Oue
man s.'.iJ, ..Richmond is not jpurs yet, nor will it ever
be." I asked one, who appeared to ho more intelligent
than thereat, if he did not think we should bo in Rich
inond before long. He raid, "Yes,I think you will, but
the same as I am here," meaning as prisoners, ihdy
did say that they did not expect the kind treatment
Irorn us that they received; yet they act as If thsy
despised us the more for it.

It will be recollected by your readers that shortly
after General McClollau bud paid his accustomed visit to
our troops in Ibis direction on'W ednesday afternoon
last, when he was greeted with such bursts of applause,
the rebeJe attempted aud succeeded in driving back,
with an immensely superior force, our pickets to their
reserve. The rebels engaged in this affair consisted of a
whole briga'ie. while our picket aud rmrii did not out-
number * whole regimoul. What the motive for this
.tuck w.is cannot bo divinod. uulaes it was to learn the
cause of the immense glee in our camp. Soeeah proba¬
bly Imagined that reinforcement* were arriving for
MoCioiiau, and the reconnaissance in forco was for the
purpose ul kscertsining the extent and uaturoof the rein-
forcemeats. At all events tho elTort, whatever may have
been iutended, was s perfect and entire failure, the shells
from our batlorieB driving them like chair through the
woods and swamps, and enabling oar pickets to obtain
an advanced position.
Ou Friday Orderly Sergeant H. D. Hanahan, Company

I, Second South Carolina Volunteers, Colonel Kenneday,
of Kershaw's brigade, was found in the woods woundsd
in tho legs, where bo bad been since Wednesday night.
He suffered amputation at the hands ef lbs surgeon of
the First California. He was found in an smaciatod con¬
dition by CapUin W. P. Tcmlinson, Company F, First
California. Tho prisoner exp eased a groat desire to
have on# fact noticed In the Iiska u» to dlsaouse tho minds
of the Southern sold iery, who believe from represonutions
of tbeir leader* that bsrr WOUBdad do not receive mer¬
ciful und charitable attention at our hands. He desires,
through your coi rcsp odent,to sxprees his thanks for
the Mm aud geuerous trcatineat exteuded towards
him since he hss been a wounded prisoner in our bauds.
Ho beliovcs that the loss of the rebels in the skirmish
of Wednesday was severe, as the shells from our battery
exploded right amopget them in their retreat through
the woods.
An incident, Illustrative as well of the fearlessness an

of the vigllauce and activity of eur tleueral, has not
yst bean recorded to my knowledge. General
MoClollan during Wednesday rod* to the outer lino of
oar pickets, and, pulling oil his coat, mounted a tall tree
generally used for reoounoitering purposes by our officers
and men, with all the agility of a well trained "salt of
the ocean," and ascended into Its topmost brushes,
where be had a aplendid view of the enemy's 0omtlou
and defence*, and also of his army'a Paridisiaa city of
Richmond, the heart ef rebellion. lb* rebels were ne
respectors ef his valuable presence In the tree; for their
vollies flew thick and fast around and amonglt Its
clustering boughs, happily without Injury to the "chiel
above a takin' notes." I he object ol tbeir moet recast
movement Is judged by our genei als to have been to cap¬
ture some small quantity of commissary a lores which
they presumed laid near Fair Oaks station.
Our picket hues, during the whole of last night

resounded with the crack of musketry, moetly from the
rebels, who, from motivsa of spite, seem determined to
prevent our forces in camp from enjoying their nightly
sleep. These coualaally recurring alarms in camp art
now, however, taken cheerfully by the men, and the
line of battle is uniformly formed alter a few shots hav*
been exchanged between the pickets.
While the position aud ijt: oujrth of ouy forces sre at

present such as to dissipate all tear fur Our safely from
any attack which the rebels may make upon us. a rein-
foroament ef fifty thousand iresh troops would insura
the immediate reduction of Richmond, with much lose
loss to our side than it could b* accomplished other¬
wise. It Is idlt to dsny tht fact that th* rebels out¬
number us, though in ellectiveoess our army is superior
to theirs ia th* field.

I am glad to see that some of our regiment* hare been
provided, as a measure of protection from the fervent
neat, with a nest and light straw bat, with the uains of
th* regiment neatly printed on its bluck band. I no¬
ticed the Sixteenth New York in regimental line this
morn lag, and they presented really a nest and tidy ap¬
pearance with their new cbapeaus

If anything can be said to be hopeful about the rebels,
th* fact that yesterday tbev allowed the blessed Hah-
bath to psm.or, at least, th* devotional morning hours
ef the limn.Without p fejort Jo tfef mesaenseri of
death, would iadieata a ohalfe for the bsttsr on thair
part.
The health of our troopa has slightly Improved sine*

Occasionally some of them vesture tee near our
pickets and find tbemselvea m rather eloe* proximity
to eur gnus, to whlo£, thsy seem to hav* taken an
utter dlsltka s'^o# the receat skirmish, in which
they leet^ ^ killed, wounded and prlsonera, nearly
tw* hundred men. With but a few exceptions
Our (una remain silent, m it seems to be tbe design of
tbe enemy to find eat th* position and oallbra of eur guns.
Thus far they have failed to procure tha desired informa¬
tion, although they hav# sacrificed many lives for this
special purpose.

Desertions from their picket regiments from right to
left, art becoming quit# frsquont. Most of thsss deser¬
tions sre by men from the North who hav# beeu pressed
Into the service of Jeff. Davis, end selxe tbe first opportu¬
nity to make good tholr escape from ignominy and
Starvation. On Saturday morning last six men of
Northern birth made tbeir way to our linss and
were takes charge ef. Their same* pr* a# foilowi.-Tl.es.

McFarlead, a aattvs of Rhod* Island, from t%* Third
Louisiana battalion-, Jama* Rindal, a native qf Massachn-
Mtta, from the Third Loutaiaaa battafxm; Frederick
Vogel, a native of Germany, from t^e Third Louisiana
battalion; Sydney Young,a native of New Hampshire,
from the Third Louisiana battalion; Arthur Woodman, a
native of New Hampshire, from Dubaey's siege gun
battery; C. A. Murdoch, a native ef Obit, from the
Second Georgia cavalry.
These men were all regularly enlisted, having their

choiee between enlisting in the rebel army at New Or¬
leans, where they happened to be at the time the Stats
seceded from the national Union, or going to work as

prisoners on soma of the fortiSeatlons than in course of
erection. Of the two alternatives they thought to
choose the lesser, and accordingly enlisted in the regi¬
ments then forming, with a view to make their escape
Norih at the first opportunity. Shortly after the
blockade was established off New Orleans the regiments
were ordered to Virginia, and after spending a portion
of last winter in North Virginia, under thefcommand
of Beauregard, they were ordered to Norfolk, at which
place they were garrisoned until the evacuation, whoa
they were again ordered to Richmond. While the eva¬
cuation was going on, seven of the company of the Third
Louisiana battalion managed to 'make their escape, and
it was thought by ths officers that the whole company
was about to desert, and a strict watch was kept upon
them. They were never allowed, until lately, to go on
picket,althoughthoir services wers frequently needed.
At length tho officers ssemsd to regain conttdsnco, and
after the raid of Jackson upon the column under
General Banks they wers placed en picket at
the Mechanicsvllle pike. Ear y on Saturday morning,
during a dense fog, they manned to inalte their way to
tho Union side ot the Clilckuu -miny undiscovered by
either party. Here they lay in the swamp until day¬
light, whan, after throwing thoir arms away, they pro-
oeeded to give themselves up to gome of ourvidettes,
end were marched, with lighter hearts than they had
had for many a day, into the camp of some of their old
friends.
During the first fsw months they were in the service

their rations were good and plenty; but since the cap¬
ture of Koanoke Island the supplies of coffee and sugar
gradually became less, until withm the past three months,
when they ceased to recoivo their usual small quantity
of coffee, and were forced to do without anything save
an occasional ration of burnt rye, which was used in lieu
of a mors substantial beverage. Tea was an article not
known in tbe army, and what little could be procured
was used for hospital purposes. Ths sugar, which was
of tho poorest quality, gradually disappeared from ths
camp, and the privates were compelled to take their ryo
colleo without any sweetening whatever. This was in
itself bad enough; but tho worst was yet to come.
Commissary stores of all kiuUs became sud¬
denly very scarce, and for the past lew weeks
the troops have been on half rations, viz:
nlno ounces of tlour or moal and a pound of bread per
day. Tbe scarcity of food has become such a bugbear
that many of the troops are nearly in open rebellion
against their Officers. This, taken v> itL the effect pro¬
duced upon the troops by the frequent rstroats and
failures to accomplish any of their,many undertakings,
is working upon tho men to such a degree that tbey only
await the opportunity to make good their escape from
the army of the Confederate Stales, whose cause they
now believe to be utterly hopeless. The men soeui

fully awa.e of ths manner in which their lives
are being sacrificed by their leaders, and fully
appreciate their position in the coming great
fight in front of the rebel capital; ami, what is most im-

Eirtant, is the certainty or their having lost confidence
their commanders, with the exception of Magruder,

whose conduct at Yorktown was the theme of conver¬
sation.
The retreat of Jackson In ths valley of the Shenan¬

doah is looked upon with considerable anxiety by the
people, who fear lor bis safsty. Numerous;reinforce-
meuts havs been sent to him, consisting of a whois divi¬
sion under the command or General Gustavus W. Smith,
two batteries ot artillery and a regiment of cavalry. It
is thought that Jackson will make Uie best of bis way
back to Richmond, where the grand ffnalaof the rebellion
will take place.
Tbe force of the rebels in and about Richmond at the

present time is estimated at about one hundred and
twenty-live thousand, some of whom are without arms
other than th -se brought from home. Reiuforceinents
from the West are locked for daily. They have numerous
works thrown up around the city and considerabi# heavy
ordnance.
Tho weather, which for the past fsw days has bean in¬

tolerably warm, has tonight become quite pleasant,with
every indication of a copious faU of rain, which,although
a matter not much to be wished thr by the army, is
nevertheless much needed, as ths ground was becoming
parched and vegetatiou suffering for want 01 water.

IMPORTANTJFROM NORFOLK.
The City Placed Under Martini Law-
No Election for City Officers Permit¬
ted.Disloyalty of tile Authorities, dec.

Xortolk, Vs., June 24,1802.
Generald Viele held s conference with tbe city officers

here yesterday, and finding that tbey would not take
tbe oath of allegiance, ordered that no election for
municipal officers should bo held to-day as arranged for.
This morning he issued a proclamation declaring tbe

city under martial law, and roiiring the old city officers
whose terms here expired.
General Viele has found it ntoassary to adopt this

course in consequence of the numerous petty disturb¬
ances between the Union men and secessionists.

THE PRESIDENT AT WEST POINT.

OBJECT OF HIS VISIT.

CONFERENCE WITH SEN. SCOTT.

SPEECH OF THE PRESIDENT AT JERSEY CITY.

NO GENERALS TO BE MADE OR UNMADE.

Rumored Changes in the Cabinet and
in the Army of the Shenandoah,

Oar Special Weit Point Correspondence.
Coram' Horn,, Win Poim, June 24,1802.

As you hare alreudy been informed by telegraph, Pre.
¦Ident Lincoln arrived bere at an unaeasonably early
hour this morning, and moat unexpectedly. Hi. ap¬
pearance naturally created tbe molt interne excitement
and ouriosity. All sorU of rumor, were immediately
put in circulation, and lb. must ab.urd sensation stories
were eagerly swallowed by people dying to know all
about the cause of the President coming on to this out-
of-the-way place at a time when bis presence at tbe na¬
tional capital would seem to be indispensable. The quid¬
nuncs wire all In a muddle; tbe politicians knew not what
to maks of it; military msn looked mysterious, and alto¬
gether the excitement was at tbe highest pitch. Some
said General MoClellan was dead, and that Old Abe cams

bere to summon General Scott to resnms the chief com¬
mand of the armies of tbs Union. Others would have It
that the President contemplated a change in the Cabinet,
and desired General Scott to assume control of the War
Department In place of Secretary Stanton, while Old Abe
bimaelf, all smiles and good naturs, declared tnat
''nobody was hurt," and that be came here merely to
avail himself of the experience and profound mi.nary
science of the greatest captain of the ago.lieutenant
General Wtnfleld Scott. Kves the ladies were not exempt
from the all-prevalent mania for news. What does it
mean? Why ia the Preeident bere? Has Old Abe taken
another clandestine flight In Scotch cap and military
cloak, like tbat from Harrlsburg to Washington; and,
if so, what has been bis motive? Such wero tbe ques¬
tions on every tougus; but echo or tbe quidnuncs could
return no answer. It is very questionable whether any¬
body, except General Scott bimsslf, and a few of his very
intimate friends, really knows what it all means.

If tbe President himself Is to be credited, there is no
occasion for any extraordinary alarm. He has assured
several whohavs bad tho pleasure of conversing with
him, that his object in sacking such a sudden visit to
General Scott is purely to conlsr with tbat distinguished
other on subjects relating to present military move-

menu and the general oouduct of the war.nothing
more and nothing less. Nevertheless, rumor will as.
cribo other motives, and It is very singular that the im¬
pression sh uld so universally prevail that the visit
is connected with important contemplated changes in
the Cabinetaud in certain commands in the army. A few
days, perhaps hours, will tell the whole story. But to
return to the President's movements.
Mr. Samuel Sloan, President of the Hudson Kiver

Railroad, who happened to bu stopping here, received a

telegraphic despatch, about two o'clock on Monday after¬
noon, tbat a special government train would be required
between Washington aud Wast Point tbat evening. Mr.
b. immediately made gproviaion therefor, and p.oceedeu
to apprise General .'cott of the fact, hinting that 1'real-
deut Lincoln btninelf was probably about to vinit these
quarters. The old chief was diuing at Mr. Durand's, at
Coldaprings, at the time, and was exceedingly surprised
and nlarmod at the intelngeuce. Our correspondent w j<

informed by one person that the LieutenantGeneral shook
his head dubiously, and excluimed that something uiu.t
be wrong to occasion this sxtraordinary visit o:
the President. Jlowever, be lei't Mr. Durand's
in company with llr. Moan, and repaired to the
railway depot at Garrison's station, opposite West Point.
Here be waited with great patienoe, though completely
worn out and fatigued, until nearly half-past three
o'clock the following morning, when the President dually
arrived. It seems Mr. Lincoln left Washington at inn
minutes past four o'clock on Monday afternoon, arrived
at Jersey City at half-past one o'clock on Tuesday morn¬

ing, and left the Thirtieth street depot, Mew York, ac¬

companied by his servant and Colonel McCulluin,
Miliury Superintendent ef Railroads, at ten minutes
past two o'clock, reaching Coxzona' Hotel about four
o'clock this (Tuesday) morning. The President and
party crossed in the usual West Pout boat to Cozsens'
Hotel.
The President, like any ordinary atan, Instantly retired

to bed, and rose about eight o'clock in the morning to
breakfast. Having partaken of this meal, he had a short
interview with General Scott, alter which he paid a visit
to thb West Point Academy, in company with General
Scott and Mr. Sloan. He was received with great cour¬

tesy by Colonel Bowman, the Military Superintendent of
the Academy, who showed the party all through the
buildings and grounds, and pointed out all the objects of
Interest. The cadets honored the President with a grand
salute, which he suitably acknowledged.

lie returned to the hotel in time for dinner, whioh was
served up in thejumptuons style for which Mr. Cozzeus
Is so Justly celebrated. The dinner party consisted of
tho President, General Scott, Professor Mohan, of the
West Point Academy, and Mr. Sloan.
By special invitation of the Hon. Gouverneur Kemble,

Mr. Lincoln, nfter dinner,proceeded to inspect the celebra¬
ted foundry of Moaare. Kemble ft Parrott, at Cohlsprlag,
whera he witneeafd a moat interaetkag trial of one hundred
and two hundred ponder Parrott guns. The practice
was splendid, and allbrded tie Preeldent the greatest plsa-
surs. Hs went nil tbrevgh the work*, end exhibited
greet Interest la whet he wltaeseed. This fectery has
about Ova hundrsd man constantly at work manufactur¬
ing guns for the si my. Before returning be partook of
reireahmeats *nt the private reeldence ef Mr. Kemble,
General 8cott did not accompany htm, remaining nil the
afternoon la hla private apartments at the hotel, poring
over nape and writing lettert. The General refneed ad¬
mission te all outsiders, except the Preetdeot and his
body servant.
The Preeldent returned to Cooeas Hotel nbont eight

o'clock, and shortly after held n leag private oenference
with General Soovt.about what matters boa net trans¬
pired. In the courts of theevening he made his appear¬
ance among the ladlea in the parlor, and was the ob¬
served Of ell Observers, mate aad femala. He appeared
In the beet of spirits, end, as usual, was full af jeke and
anecdote. Old Abe ecemed to lay himself cut to please
the lad lee. At their bidding he Inscribed his nam# la
thslr albums, and In fast was tbt mast agreeable ef Pre¬
sidents. Baroness Gtseckel, wife of tbs Russian Mals-
ter, end Mr*. General Egbert L. Visls (wbo are guests at

Tba aaraaada did not terminate until between one

and two o'clock thia morning, whan tba President
and Ganaral Scott retired to repose, quite fatigued after
thair heavy day'a falsing. Mr. Lincoln was at breakfast
at seven o'clock this morning, and Gen. Scott joined him
a little later, looking quite fresh and robust. About
eight o'clock tba President was escorted to a barouche
by Mr. Sloan, and, in onmpany with Gen. Scott, was driven
to the West Point boat in waiting to convey tbem to the
special train in readiness at Garrison's station. The
departure from Conans' Hotel was not signalised by
any particular enthusiasm, a general shaking bands all
around merely occurring, and the ladies waving adieus
with their handkerchiefs. The party on the boat con¬
sisted or soma dozen persons, among tbem Prof. Church,
of the Military Academy; Mr. Sloan, President of tba
railroad, and some half dozen reporters. The boa*
started shortly after eight o'clock. The President ap-
1 e wed to enjoy the sail, and remained out in tba open
air, admiring tba beautiful scenery and inhaling the
pure fresb air of the morning. As usual, bs waa iu bus
spirits, lsttlog off occasionally some of his curious Jokes*
and keeping the party iu the best of good humor. The
boat sailed all around the Point, to afford tbe President a
good opportunity to behold the picturesque spots of that
charming local! ty.

Garrison's Sranox.9 A. M.
Exactly at ten minutes bofure nine o'clock the vessel

touched at (Garrison's station, where the West Pulut
boys fired a salute of welcome to tbe President. Tbe
train started off without a moment's delay, st the rale
of very little less than fifty miles an hour. At this sta¬

tion the morning papers were received, and Old Abe waa
observed very intently pouring over a leader in the Nsw
York Herald devoted to au explanation of bis sudden
visit to West Point. Before tbe train departed a poor
woman threw a bouquet of Sweet Williams into the car

for the President. Mr. Sloan picked it up and presented
it to Old Abo, who remarked, with a smile, .« Very rich,
but not much variety." "It is an offsring or the heart,"
suggested one of the party. "The widow's mite," put in
General Scott. "As such I accept it," answered the
President.
During the trip the conversation turned upon the cap¬

ture of Norfolk, and the President threw some light upon
tho subject. "1 knew," he remarked, "that Saturday
night that the next morning the Merrimso would either
be in the .lames river or at the bottom. Mr. Stanton,
Commodoro GoldsborougU and myself had a long conver¬

sation on tbe subject. I knew that, Norfolk In our puc-
scssi'u, tbe Merrimao would have no place to retire to,
and therefore 1 took the step which resulted In tbe cap¬
ture of that place. The result proved my figuring correct."

New York Cmr, Juno 25.10:15 A. M.
All along the route very few people seemed

to be aware of the Important personages the
Bpecial train contained. At Tarrytown, however,
a great crowd was

* assembled, and aa tbe train
flow past shouts of " Three cheers for Abe
Lincoln," " Hurrah fora General Scott," Ac..rose high
above tbe din and confusion occasioned by the engine.
The President and General Scott bowed in response
to these plaudits of tbo people. Tbe train reached
the Thirtieth street station at fifteen minutes past tan

o'clock, having accomplished the journey in the remark¬
ably short period of one hour and ten mlnutee. At this
station a singular display awaited tbem. Thirty-four
torpedoes were placed upon the track, and, as the train
passed over, exploded, one by one, thus giving a rather
novel style of salute to the party. A torpedo exploded
lor overy Stato in the Union. A tremendous congrega¬
tion of people were also in attendance, and seat up the
most deafening shouts of welcome. 'Old Abe bowed;
tbe people roared. General Seott took off hU hat
aud waved it, at which tba people shouted with
redoubled force, checrtug for the President and
the General with the utmoet enthusiasm. When
the train finally stopped tbe crowd waa extremely un¬

comfortable. "lloneet OH Abe," accompanied by Mr.
Sloan, made Uia way through the throng towards a car¬

riage, woieh had been in readiness for a couple of hours.
General Scott followed, and with difficulty entered the
same vehicle. For some monieuts it seemed almost im¬

possible for the carriage to proceed; but the police
soon cleared tbe way, and the carriage started off for the
Jersey City ferry, foot of Cortland! street. The President
went right through for^Wasluugton, net stopping even
for a moment to take refreshments.
General Scott went as lar as Jersey City aud returned

to New York.
TUB ARRIVAL IN JKRSBY CITY.

The President, General Scott and Colonel McCullutn,
having arrived In a carriage at the fool of Cortloudi
