Army, and Brigadier Gem rul and Chief Engineer
of tho Array of the Potomac. 8vo. D. Van
Nostrand, New York.
This work, which Is neatly gotten up both in typogra.

phy and binding,and srabioiuatlcally gilt. Is written in
the atyla of letters, and addressed, as the author states
la his preface, "toon English Friend." The motive of
the work is to "vindicate the battle of Bull run from the
obioqny that has fallen upon it," Ac. The author having
passed his early days in the South, ooufessos that his
"associations and sympathies w ere mainly with the
-outh;" but that, as an officer of tho United States, serv-

in bis country and not a section of that country, ho felt
hound to assist In putting down tho "rebels" as a mat*
tar of pure reason and not of passion or prejudice. Tho
work opens with n glanoe at tho commencement and
origin of the reboltlon,the fall of Sumter, the throat of
the rebel loaders that their flag should wave over Wash¬
ington and Faueull Hall, the oall for the 75,000 troops,
the secession of Virginia, and tho disgraceful attack
upon our early advancing forces as they passnd
through Baltimore to the dofenoe of tho capital.
Ho next points out the advantages obtained by ths Con¬
federates In occupying tho strong position at Manassas
and the shores of Bull run. In defence of Gen. McDowell,
he alludsa to the fact that tho time of the three months
troops bad nearly expired when the order was given to
advance upon the rebel position, and therefore the
usual ttpril (Jv corps was wanting. Ths remainder of the
troops were utterly new and raw levies,officers and men.
Such troops, be says, were not tb men beat calculated
to enter upon an offensive campaign, with their term of
rorvlco just expiring. Ho also alludes to the wai tof obe¬
dience, even in general officers, to the orders of the com
mandlng general,and Its effect on tho morale of tho raw

troops. He then enters upen a full description of tho
battle of tho 21st of July, showing plainly that the cause
f defeat was neither want of skill in tho commanding

officer nor want of courage in the troops, but ths lark of
proper discipline in both subordinate officers and mon.

Hoattompts no apology for tho panic and rout, for, as

ha says, "European military history furnishes examples
euough, even with regular and disciplined troops, to ren¬

der that unnecessary," illustrations and instances of
which hs furnishes in ths appendix, occupying several
pagan. Ths work Is illustrated by flvs maps or plans of

ARRIVAL IN TOWN OF SECRETARY 8RWAHD, GOVERNOR
MORGAN, THURLOW WEED, GENERAL FREMONT AND
GKNKltAL BUCKINGHAM.
Hon. William H. Seward, Secretary of State of the

United States, left Washington yesterday morning in a

special train for this city, accompanied by Brigadier
General Shields, who tarried at Philadelphia, and Gene¬
ral Buckingham. Secretary Seward, upon arriving at
Jersey City, was Immediately conveyed to the Astor
House, where be arrived at half-past six o'clock, and
where apartments ware awaiting him. On the same
train ware General Fremont and stair, and other distin¬
guished personages. Arriving at the Astor, Secretary
soward was at ones waited upon by his Excellency,
Governor Morgan, and Thurlow Weed, who had reached
the city at coon of yesterday from Albany, and who, In
company with General Buckingham, dined with the
Secretary in private at oight o'clock last evening.

Major General Fremont, accompanied by a portion Of
his stair, arrived In the city yesterday, having left ilid-
dletown, Virginia, at eight o'clock on Saturday morning.
Arriving at Martlnsburg at Tour o'clock Saturday after¬
noon, tho party left for this city via the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad at two o'clock yesterday morning, reach¬
ing here by the special train from Washington, convey¬
ing Secretary Seward. Major General Fremont was

accompanied by Colonel Albert, Chief of Staff; Colonel
Zagonyt, Chief or Cavalry; Lieutenant Colonel Pllison,
t'hiof of Artillery; Lieutenant Colonel Savage, Major
Haskell and Captain Raymond, or his staff. General
Fremont at once proceeded, unaccompanied, to Long
Island to Join his family, they not yet having taken up
their residence in Eighteenth street. General Fremont
will be at the Astor House to-day.

Sketch of General Buckingham.
Among the arrival! at the Astor House yesterday we

And the name of Genoral Buckingham, from Washing¬
ton. As many of our readers will be anxious to know
who General Buckingham is, we appond a brief sketch
of bis military life, by which it will bo te?n he Is a man
of ability. Brigadier Genernl Catherinus P. Buckingham
is a native of the State of Ohio, and was appointed te
the United -States Army from that State. He entered
the Uilitary Acadnmy as a cadet in 1822, and graduated
on the 30th of June. 182#, standing No. 6 in a class of
forty-six members, among whom were General Robert
E. Joe (rebel), Joseph E. Johnston (rebel), O. U. Mitch«|
(Union); T. A. Davies (Union), and othors. He was

appointed a Brevet Second I.ionten&nt of the Third
United States Artillery oo the 1st of July, 1829. and on
the same day received his full commission. Hs wss

Acting Assistant Professor of Natural aad hxperlmoulai
Philosophy at the Military Academy at West Point from
October 4,1830, to August 28, 1831, and resigned tho
service on Ibo L'Oth of September of the same year. He
was next appointed a Professor of Mathemutlcs rind

The new Debtors' Prison.
The new County Jail, curnor of Ludlow street and

Essex Market place, which, It will be remembered, was
commenced about two years ego, has undergone almost
the final finishing touch, and was recently thrown open
to the Inspection or the Bard of Supervisors, under
whose diroction the building was erected. Perfect sal Is-
faction is felt lu the result. The new jell is quite a spa
clous, elegant building, constructed very substantially,
and with no mean pretentions to architectural beauty.
It is in the form of an L, rising on a plot of ground nine¬
ty feet square, aud haa broad fronts on Ludlow street
and I'ssex Market place. It Is fifty-eight feet high, pre¬
senting, exteriorly, the appearance of a capacious two
story briek building, with lurge windows, protected by
massive iron gratings. Insids, however, there are
several stories or tiers of co ls, with narrow corridors to
malrh. and the arrangements ror tho accommodation of
prisoners seem to be of a very Judiri us character.
There are sixty-one ceils altogether, fifty of which are ten
feet long by eight feet wt is, and the rest alio it onc-h ilf
the ei/e of the others. The tn.iie on l female departments
are, of course, separate. I nch cell haa the Croion water
and appar itus to carry off all drippings. The floors are
of atone, the walls plutier, aud the doors iron, with win¬
dows secured by large iion liara. The ground Door
has eleven rooms to be used for reception
rooms, oltlces, kitchens, bath rums, dining
rooms, and other purines, the cellar ia arched,
and quite dry and healthy looking.in fact,
marc habitable than the Infernal Hustilo formerly used
as a debtors' prison for the county.
