A fellowoBoer
Inquired whether be had not bad aeough of tgbtlag that
dap, when the Colonel remarked that he area alwape
raadp and willing to whip ae an«mp or a rascally antler,

appointed Governor. A ehaage ef the admlmetratloa
canted bit removal, after which he ree for Congress, end
eame within a faw rotes of being elected. When tba
preeent war broke out be xraa amoag the Bret to ogkr
bla aarrlcee to tbo government, and after the re¬
turn of the three m«nthe Pennsylvania Volunteers
to their homes, eight ef the crack cowpar lea
of Philadelphia and tare of PUtaburg formed them-
aelree late a regiment for the three peera
service, aad tendered the command to Colonel Black,
which he immediately accepted. The regiment then
numbered tea mil companies, hot wee afterwarda la-
creased to twelve. There Is eae thing deserving of ape*
clal mention: when the regiment wea mustered bale ser¬
vice Colonel ftlack, thirty-four officers end eeartp two-
thirds of the regiment signed the temperance pledge,
which ihep kept with unswerving gdalitp. The Oelonel
died while gallantly leading bla regiment. One en neat
states that he wae eaot through tba baart, aad exptrad
without a green; another, that hia bead was Mown off bp
a shell. Doooaaed was a man of toe attainmenu, a good
disciplinarian, aad was highly raepeeted bp a> who
