About lire o'clock la the afternoon tha gunboats Oslo*

pa, Arooatook and Jacob Bell opened from Turkey lelaad
Rend, in the James rivor, with shut and shell fnm their
immense rlQed suns. The previous roar of field artihery
teemed as Taint as the rattle of musketry in oomparlaoa
with these monsters of ordnance, that literally shush
the water and atralned the air. The shells seems t to be
supplied with eight second fuses, and a oousiderabl#
Interval elapsed between the shoek of the report aud the
subsequent explosion ef the shells. They fired about
tbree times a minute, frequently a broadside at a Ume'
and the immonse hull of the Galena oareened at she
delivered her complement 01' Iron and flame. Theftrsg
